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Crooker recalls experiences as prisoner of war

While on a mission Dec. 6, 
1944, William B. Crooker Jr. 
and his fellow crew members 
were shot down by German 
fighters about 15 minutes after 
they had dropped their bombs.

“On Dec. 20, 1944, Maj. Gen. 
N.F. Twining, commanding 
officer of the 15th Air Force, 
notified my parents that 
bombers of this Air Force had 
struck another blow at the 
Nazis’ hopes for victory when 
they carried out a successful 
attack on the marshaling yards 
at Devinska, Czechoslovakia, 
and their son had taken part in 
this raid,” said Crooker, who is 
a longtime Howard County 
commissioner.

But Crooker’s plane did not 
return from that mission.

Several of the returning air 
crews reported the plane was 
severely damaged by enemy 
fighters and at least five para­
chutes were seen.

On Feb. 13, 1945, Crooker's 
parents were notified that he 
was a prisoner of war (POW) of 
the Germans.

Today is POW Day. This day 
is set aside to those who 
endured the suffering of captiv­
ity. It is estimated that there 
are 52,000 POWs still living.

Crooker described the fear 
and uncertainty he felt as cap­
ture seemed evident.

“This was my first experience 
at parachuting. We believed we 
were at about 24,000 feet when 
we jumped,” he said. "You are 
free falling at 70 to 80 miles j>er 
hour into a world you have 
never seen before.

“Our instructions were to

delay opening the parachute so 
that we would reach the ground 
before the Germans would have 
a chance to shoot us in the air. 
My decision was made as 1 
entered some low clouds at 
3.(MH)feet."

Landing in the backyard of a 
school, Crooker and the others 
were immediately taken into 
custtxly

‘ They took us to a large con 
verted school which looked like 
a gymnasium floor where they 
had beds. The next day they 
took us to a railroad station

where we boarded the train fpr.. 
Vienna. Austria. By this time, 
there were about 15 of us,” said 
Crooker.

“ In Vienna, we had to trans­
fer from one railroad station to 
the other by trolley car. I was 
chosen by a German sergeant 
to carry his baggage. When we 
arrived at the railroad station 
we boarded a train for 
fVankfuii fYankfurt was the 
central location for interroga­
tion of all .\ir Corps prisoners"

When he arrived. Crooker 
was put into solitary confine-

ment and by the second or third 
day was interrogated.

“They asked all kinds of ques­
tions relative to the mission, 
what type pf bombs were car­
ried. what our group and 
squadron was. where our base 
was in Italy and what other 
missions we had flown. The 
usual answer to any question 
was to give them your name, 
rank and serial number," he 
said.

"This would anger them and

Sitting on a 
stack of over­
due library 
books? Got a 
book that was 
due in 1972, but 
just haven’t 
found the time 
to take it back?

This week is 
your chance to 
return all over- REDMAN

due books to the Howard 
County Library free of charge.

Loraine Redman, librarian, 
said the library will forgive its 
usual 5-cent per day fines all 
week long.

Even books that were due 
months or years ago can be 
returned without penalty, she 
said.

Coahoma kids jump rope

dust. We estimated it weighed 8 
to 10 pounds,” said Crooker. 
“We found the best way to eat it 
was by toasting a thin slice and 
spreading a thin layer of jam on 
it.”

It was estimated by three 
English doctors in camp that 
their daily diet was about 800 to 
1,000 calories. The doctors told 
the soldiers that in a year’s 
time, they could starve to death.

Bemuse time moved slowly 
for these men. they started play­
ing bridge, cribbage, reading 
paperbacks, writing letters — 
they were allowed two per 
month — and took walks 
around the compound.

“ In the middle of April, we 
began to hear the muffied thun­
der of heavy guns coming from 
the southeast," Crooker said. 
“We knew it was the Russian 
front moving slowly in our 
direction. Toward the end of 
April the thunder became very 
close. During the last night of 
April, the guards had vacated 
the towers and left the camp to 
us. We were overjoyed.

“Three days later, realizing 
we were hungry, the Russians 
drove a herd of Holstein dairy 
cattle into the camp to be 
slaughtered for meat to be given 
to us. We cooked it — it was 
tough, but it was meat and it 
was tasty! Two weeks after the 
guards left the towers, we were 
flown by B-17s out of Germany 
to the coast of France where 
several temporary camps were 
set up to receive POWs from 
Germany.”

He had met his wife, the for­
mer Joyce Glenn, through 
mutual friends while she was 
the Supply Officer’s secretary at 
the Bombardier School in Big 
Spring. They were married 
after his return from captivity, 
on Aug. 8,1945, in Big Spring.

AUSTIN (AP) -  The 

Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration may reopen its 
investigation of the Texas A&M 
bonfire collapse.

The agency closed its investi­
gation of the Nov. 18 accident 
on Jan. 6. but OSHA officials 
told the Austin American- 
Statesman they were unaware 
at the time that a crane may 
have hit the stack days before 
the collapse.

John Miles, regional adminis­
trator of OSHA, was quoted in 
the newspaper Saturday as say­
ing it is a “ real good possibili­
ty!’ the agency will return to 
College Station to conduct more 
interviews after studying stu­
dents’ statements to campus 
police about a crane hitting the 
cross-ties four days before the 
collapse.

Statements made by students 
working on the stack were 
released by campus police in 
February. A commission 
appointed by Texas A&M is still 
investigating the cause of the 
accident, in which 12 people 
were killed and 27 injured.

The commission is expected 
to release its findings in May.

Miles said OSHA can go back 
and reexamine the incident. 
Though it has no jurisdiction 
over the university, it was able 
to investigate the site because a 
crane operator employed by 
H.B. Zachry of San Antonio was 
working there. For years, 
Zachry has donated its services 
to the bonfire.

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State grant program ;offers help^^iidi college expenses
AUSTIN (AP ) — lt ’8 gone 

through some growing pains in • 
its Arst year, but suppcurters of 
Texas’ statewide scholarship; 
program say the idea behind it 
is still intact.

“ We want to be able to tell 
students, T f you work hard, you 
can get some scholarship 
money,” ’ said Rep. Henry 
Cuellar, D-Laredo.

The program covers tuition 
and fees at public institutions 
for students who graduate with 
a required level of advanced 
academic coursework in high 
school.

The purpose of the program is 
and always will be “ to give 
every kid in this state a chance 
to go to college,” said Jeremy 
Warren, a spokesman for Sen. 
Rodney Ellis, D-Houston.

Ellis and Cuellar co-sponsored 
the legislation last session that 
created the Toward Excellence 
Access and Success, or TEXAS, 
grant program, which they say

is inspired by similar state pro­
grams like Georgia’s HOPE 
scholarships.

Texas” economy has changed 
from being an oil and agricul­
tural powerhouse to a high tech 
and e-commerce center. The 
state must prepare all of its chil­
dren for the new economy 
where college graduates earn an 
average lifetime $1 million 
more than high school gradu­
ates, Cuellar said Friday.

Texas is a diverse state, 
Cuellar said, and has not kept 
up with that diversity in educa­
tion.

Ellis said during a hearing 
earlier this week that the pro­
gram is long overdue.

“From my standpoint, with 
only 20 percent of us in Texas 
having college degrees, we need 
all of the help we can get,” he 
said.

Texas high school seniors can 
graduate with one of four differ­
ent diplomas depending on the

Supreme Court upholds 
employer fire at-will doetrine
AUSTIN (AP) -  Employers 

can still fire workers — and 
employees can quit their jobs 
— for any reason or no reason 
at all, the Texas Supreme 
Court said in a recent ruling.

The high court confirmed 
that employers do not have a 
legal duty to act with “ good 
faith and fair dealing” in their 
relations with workers.

The case considered by the 
court involved five current and 
former Midland police officers.

The officers, who had been 
transferred or lost their status 
as peace officers, had sued, 
alleging retaliation and dis­
crimination.

The court’s ruling compared 
an insurer’s legal obligation to 
act in good faith and provide 
fair dealing to policyholders 
with an employer’s relation­
ship with employees.

“ If an insured suffers a loss, 
he cannot simply contract with 
another insurance company to 
cover that loss,”  said the unan­
imous ruling written by 
Juaticf^j Priscilla Owen. “ By 
contrast, an employee who has

been demoted, transferred or 
discharged may seek alterna­
tive employment.”

The court also said it saw no 
difference between govern­
ment and private employers on 
the issue.

Rick Levy, legal director for 
the Texas AFL-CIO, said 
Friday he was disappointed 
but not surprised by the 
court’s unanimous ruling on 
the so-called at-will doctrine.

“ The at-will doctrine is out­
dated and doesn’t match peo­
ple’s ideas of what is fair and 
just today.”

Levy added that it was “ par­
ticularly telling” that there 
was not one dissent on the 
issue.

Bill Hammond, a spokesman 
for the Texas Association of 
Business and Chambers of 
Commerce, a group that often 
speaks to employer concerns, 
said he was pleased with the 
ruling.

He rejected claims that the 
at-will doctrine benefits 
employers more than îjmploy- 
60S. , ,

rigor of- their icoursework. 
Students ecuming the state’s two 
highest dii^omas are eligible for 
the TEXAS Grant ^holarships. 
Those diplomas ar^ given to stu­
dents who complete state- 
approved Recommended or 
Advanced High School curricu­
lum, which include more high- 
level courses such as physics, 
foreign languages and fine arts 
than required for the state basic 
diploma.

Students with basic diplomas 
are not eligible for the grant 
program.

There have been some bumps 
during the program’s first year.

To date, 8,569 students 
received $14.9 million from the 
program. But colleges have 
returned $3.1 million of the $18 
million originally set aside for 
this year.

The Texas Higher Education 
Coordinating Board, which 
administers the grant program, 
will reallocate the unused

money to colleges and universi­
ties that requested additional 
funds, said Sharon Cobb, assis­
tant commissioner for student 
services at the board.

No one knows exactly why 
money Went unused.

Many colleges have said they 
had trouble identifying eligible 
students. Other schools had 
problems into'preting the rules.

The lawmakers, who now co­
chair a committee overseeing 
the program, have ordered the 
Texas Education Agency and 
the coordinating board to study 
why some institutions did not 
use available money and what 
middle and high schools are 
doing to promote the required 
advanced curriculum.

Hispanic leaders upset by comments rock star made
HOUSTON (AP) -  Rock star 

Ted Nugent hasn’t won many 
new fans in the Hispanic com­
munity during his latest tour.

The League of United Latin 
American Citizens is organiz­
ing a national boycott of Nugent 
because of what the group con­
siders disparaging comments he 
made about Latinos during con­
certs last week in Houston and 
San Antonio.

While performing as the open­
ing act for the rock group KISS 
at a concert April I in Houston, 
Nugent was critical of those 
who can’t speak English, telling 
them in a profanity-laced tirade 
to leave the Unit^ States and

return to their native countries. 
He made similar comments at a 
concert in San Antonio a day 
earlier.

“ We’re not objecting to his 
right to free speech,” said 
Charles Flores, director of 
LULAC’s District 18 in Houston. 
“ The way it was said, we feel it 
was directed in hatred at 
Hispanics.”

Nugent remained unapolo- 
getic about his comments.

“ If you’re going to be an asset 
to America, it would only be 
logical to speak the language. 
How can you be a benefit to 
your family, neighborhood or 
country if you can’t speak to

your fellow citizens? C’mon, if 
you can’t speak English, get out 
of America,” Nugent said in an 
interview with the Houston 
Chronicle.

Nugent, a Michiganer known 
as the “ Motor City Madman” 
for his outrageous stage per­
sona, did not return several 
telephone c q ^  from The 
Associated Press on Friday.

LULAC plans to ask the pub­
lic not to buy any Nugent 
records and not to attend any of 
his concerts. The organization 
also is discussing the possibility 
of staging protests at upcoming 
Nugent concerts, Flores said.

While Nugent isn’t apologiz­

ing, Flores said his group would 
not accept one even if ] he 
offered. !

“ We’re tired of apologies,” 
Flores said. “ We’re not out to 
give him all this attention. ,We 
want to let other groups kriow 
this type of talk will not be tol­
erated.” .

Many immigrants come into 
the United States before learn­
ing the language, said Denise 
Nuno, the chief of staff for 
Texas LULAC.

“ We are assimilating without

Outside the auction tent an 
Atlanta spring blooms. The 
fine antiques, the olive-colored 
leather chairs, the auctioneer's 
banter — they spill out of the 
tent into springtime. Two lions 
rest on bronze haunches, ready 
to guard some library.

French furniture, Russian 
crystal, vegetable-dyed Persian 
rugs. Turkish rugs woven in 
pure silk and gold,
Chippendale copies, original 
art, Dutch marquetry bookcas 
es. It’s a tent to tempt a 
sheikh. A geography lesson in 
valuable goods.

And looming over the whole

affair is the mansion called 
Fischer Flowerland You can 
spot the beautiful, blood-col 
ored house through trees and 
rampant ivy just off of 
Chamblee-Dunwoody Road. A 
creek named Nancy runs by it.

The house was built in the 
mid-1920s by Dr. Luther 
Fischer and his wife, Lucy. 
Fischer was co-founder of 
Crawford Long Hospital; Lucy 
was an invalid.

The house interior was made 
of concrete reinforced with 
steel to satisfy Mrs. Fischer’s 
fear of falling walls. There are 
two stories, white columns, 
stairways curling from both 
ends of the graceful porch. 
There are six art-deco bath­
rooms. sparkling chandeliers, a 
marble-topped pastry island in 
the kitchen.

The devoted Luther planted 
six of their 48 acres in extrava­
gant gardens to please Lucy. 
The centerpiece featured her 
favorite, roses. On weekends 
the Fischers opened their 
estate to the public: Atlanta 
could stroll through 
Howerland.

After the death of his wife.
Dr Fischer sold Flowerland. 
F'or a while, the beautiful 
house grew quiet, dark. The 
gardens washed away.

There would be other own 
ers, including D’Youville 
Academy, a Catholic school for 
girls, in 1957 The Order of

Grey Nuns ran it. That didn’t 
last forever, either. Once 
again, flowerland wilted.

In 1977, Atlanta Unity 
Church bought the property. 
Unity held interdenominational 
services in the old house for 
several years until a new sanc­
tuary could be built.

“ We’ve already replaced the 
roof,” Gretchen McCormack 
says. “That alone cost $45,(XX).”

McCormack is in charge of 
acquisitions for periodic 
antique auctions that Unity is 
counting on for fund-raising.
At the most recent auction, a 
physician and his wife donated 
a percentage of their enormous 
estate to the Flowerland 
restoration; they were not even 
Unity members.

The house, of course, is only 
brick and mortar. Yet when 
McCormack and others tell the 
Flowerland Tale, you can see 
they have avision. They are 
taking a turn at helm, hoeing a 
row.

It’s straight out of 
Ecclesiastes, a story told in 
seasons. Beauty can be reborn 
for a whole new generation to 
know.

WASHINGTON LAP) -  The 

Jiistioe DeparbBrat^ oonoerned 
d;K>ut EUan G q m w  apfety, 
has formally afipMled ro the 
boy’s relatives ^.cooperate in 
the search for a^Mcefhl trans­
fer of custody to his fathm-, an 
administration official said 
Saturday.

The possibility o f unrest lead­
ing to violence at the time of the 
exchange has hiunted offlcisds 
for months, and a department 
official acknowledged Saturday 
“ there are people who have 
given thought to an enforce­
ment option and how to go 
about doing it.

“ But there is no developed 
plan to use force,”  the official 
said, adding, “Nothing’s been 
presented to senior officials, let 
alone been approved by any 
senior official.”

With time running short. 
Justice Department has faxed a 
request to Elian’s Miami rela­
tives that they meet Monday 
with psychiatric experts to dis­

cuss ways o f achieving a 
smooth ttansition.

On Friday, Cuban-American 
leadnrs o p p o ^  to the transfn* 
called off demonstrations aimed 
at clogging traffic near the 
Miami airport but indicated the 
respite may <mly be temporary.

Miami Mayor Joe Carollo, 
asked Saturday on NBC’s 
“Today” show how the Mishni 
police will respond when the 
transfer takes place, said: “Our 
police department will act in a 
professional manner.”

Attorney General Janet Reno 
has said the relatives must sur­
render the boy this week.

In Havana, in an apparent ref­
erence to Reno’s comment. 
Foreign Minister Felipe Lopez 
Roque said the arrival of Juan 
M i^ e l Gonzalez in Washington 
has allowed Americans to see 
firsthand that the father is sim­
ply an average Cuban who 
wants to be with his son.

In Bethesda, Md., where Juan 
Miguel Gonzalez is staying in a

diplomat’s home to awatt a
isltreunion with his son, a visitor 

described him Saturday as sad 
and quiet as the countdown con­
tin u e  toward the possible final 
act in the custody drama.

“ He seemed not all that opti­
mistic,” said Vicki Martin, a 
member of the Madison, Wis.- 
Camaguey, Cuba Sister City 
Association and a supporter of 
his efforts to recover custody of 
Elian.

In Miami, some backers of 
Elian’s relatives seemed 
resigned to the possibility that 
the boy will be turned over to 
the father and eventually 
returned to Cuba. The relatives 
are appealing a federal judge’s 
ruling affirming the U.S. gov­
ernment’s decision to send the 
Elian back to his father.

Bienvenido Comas, 27, was 
among those maintaining vigil 
Saturday outside the Miami 
home of Lazaro Gonzalez, the 
great-uncle with whom Elian 
has been staying since his res­

cue off the Flcnrida cout last 
November.

“ Either we fight f«r  a cause or 
we don’t fight at all.”  he said. 
“ When that kid is gone, every­
body that lives in this commu­
nity is going to have innocent 
blood on their hands.”

Vanessa Fernandez, 23. a col­
lege student, said. “ Elian’s 
chances are slim to nothing.”

A  Newsweek poll released 
Saturday found that 53 percent 
o f Americans believe Elian 
should be returned to his father 
while 30 percent oppose his 
return.

Justice Department officials 
said the letter faxed to Elian’s 
great-uncle asked him to meet 
Monday with two psychiatrists 
and a psychologist to discuss 
the least disruptive way of car­
rying out the transfer.

The three were asked by Reno 
to determine ways of maintain­
ing calm during the transfer 
and to ensure the exchange will 
not traumatize the child.

WASHING’TON (AP ) -  
Hundreds o f thousands of 
Americans age 65 through 69 
will be able to earn as much 
money as they want without 
losing Social Security benefits 
under a bill signed Friday by 
President Clinton repealing a 
Depression-era penalty.

T^e elimination of the so- 
called earnings test will mean 
a bonanza averaging an addi­
tional $6,700 in payments this 
year for some 800,000 recipi­
ents who are working and 
another 100,000 who haven’t 
sought ben^ts because they 
have jobs, the Social Security 
Administration says.

In addition, the repeal was 
retroactive to Jan. 1, meaning 
that about 415,000 seniors who 
lost Social Security benefits 
this year will receive a refund. 
It will average $3,500 and be 
mailed out in May.

“Conventional wisdom says

that nothing im p m ^ t hap­
pens in Washington in an elec­
tion year,”  Clinton said at a
ceremony Friday, ‘"itaiday we 

nwnthave proved the conwntional 
wisdom wrong.”

'n e  measure repealed a law 
in which people age 65 to 69 
lost $1 in ^ i a l  Security bene­
fits for every $3 in wages above 
an annual limit of $17,000.

The cost of the repeal was 
estimated at $22 billion over 10 
years.

'The earnings penalty was a 
remnant from an era of high 
unemployment when policy­
makers wanted to encourage 
older Americans to retire and 
make room for younger work­
ers.

But today’s booming econo­
my and tight labor market 
have changed the picture. 
Clinton said the repeal would 
benefit workers and companies 
alike.

Republicans blame Clinton fo r  soaring gasoline prices CO R R ECTIO N  N O T I C E
WASHINGTON (AP) -  'The 

reason prices are so high at the 
gasoline pump is the Clinton 
administration hM let OPEC 
monopolize U.S. oil supplies 
while failing to allow further 
exploration of possible domestic 
energy sources, a Senate 
Republican alleged Saturday.

In the GOP’s weekly radio 
address. Sen. Frank Murkow- 
ski, R-Alaska, denounced 
President Clinton and Vice 
President A1 Gore for focusing 
on renewable energy concepts 
like solar, wind and geothermal 
sources. Instead, he said, they

should have opened U.S. lands 
for oil and gas exploration and 
expanded the hydroelectric 
dams system and used more 
coal-fired or nuclear power 
plants.

“ So how do Clinton and Gore 
propose that we generate energy 
to run our industry and farms, 
heat our homes and fuel our 
trucks, cars and airplanes?’’ 
asked Murkowski, chairman of 
the Senate Energy and Natural 
Resources Committee. “Hot air 
from Washington won’t do the 
job!”

Murkowski said Americans

are “ being held hostage” by the 
Clinton administration’s 
reliance on imported oil. He 
noted the percentage of import­
ed oil has increased from 43 per­
cent in 1993 to 56 percent now.

“ And the administration’s 
energy department warned that 
if we do nothing, imports could 
rise to 65 percent in 15 years. So 
what did the Clinton-Gore team 
do to reduce our reliance on 
imported oil? In a word, noth­
ing,” Murkowski said.

President Clinton criticized 
Congress last week for failing to 
protect the nation's energy

security by not renewing his 
authority to tap government oil 
reserves. The Senate approved a 
four-year extension o f his 
authority to draw from the 
reserve, but the authority 
expired when the House failed 
to act.

The Clinton administration 
also has said that its diplomatic 
efforts resulted in the recent 
agreement by the Organization 
of the Petroleum Exporting 
Countries to increase produc­
tion by 1.7 million barrels a 
day, which is expected to result 
in lower prices this summer.

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Government proposes Medieare rate hike for nursing homes
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Health Care Financing 
Administration proposed rais­
ing Medicare payment rates for 
nursing homes by almost 6 per­
cent and directing more money 
toward the care of acutely ill 
seniors who need expensive 
treatments.

Medicare program adminis­
trator Nancy-Ann DeParle said 
payment rates would increase 
by 5.8 percent starting Oct. 1 
undur a proposal that was pub­
lished for public comment 
friday.

HCFA’s plan calls for cate­
gories of payments that would 
make more funds available for 
nursing home residents with 
multiple serious health prob­

lems that require intensive care 
and treatment.

“ These changes, based on 
extensive research of real world 
experiences, will ensure that 
M^icare pays nursing homes 
fairly and appropriately for car­
ing for those beneficiaries with 
complex medical needs,” 
DeParle said.

The rate hike would translate 
to an estimated $15.5 billion for 
nursing homes in fiscal year 
2001, an increase of more $900 
million oVer the current year’s 
allocations.

Medicare would pay more 
than $700 per day for seniors 
who require the most expensive 
care under the proposed 
changes.

That's more than five times 
the rate for residents who don’t 
require intensive care.

Government auditors and pri­
vate experts have warned that 
unless some cuts in Medicare 
financial support cuts are 
restored, the sickest senior citi­
zens may be denied the care 
they need.

Cuts in Medicare spending 
have led to a shortfall in money 
to cover care of the most expen- 
s iv» patients. Oldnr Americans 

serious illnesses some­
times can’t find nursing homes 
or home health care agencies 
that will care for them.

Congress restored some 
Medicare funds as part of the 
Balanced Budget Refinement

Act of 1999. HCFA’s proposal 
would refine the payment sys­
tem and direct more money 
toward caring for acutely ill 
seniors.

The rate updates are based on 
increases in the cost of covered 
care, changes in local wages 
and provisions of the balanced 
budget act, HCFA said.

States told to re-enlist families kicked o ff Medicaid
WASHINGTON (AP) -  States 

must sign back up poor families 
that were improperly dropped 
from Medicaid when they left 
welfare and were urged to pay 
any medical bills the families 
incurred while they were termi­
nated from the program.

Advocates for the poor, who 
have long complained that peo­
ple were being dropped from 
Medicaid even though they 
were eligible, said Friday’s 
announcement by the federal 
agency that runs Medicaid was 
long overdue.

“ There have been hundreds of 
thousands improperly terminat­
ed from Medicaid,” said 
Jonathan Stein, a lawyer for 
Community Legal Services, 
which provides legal assistance 
to low income people.

The Health ( ^ e  Financing 
Administration told states in a 
letter to do extensive searches 
of computer files to identify 
families that lost Medicaid cov­
erage when they got off welfare 
and take “ action to reinstate 
coverage ... as quickly as possi­
ble.”

The letter also says states 
must correct whatever prob­
lems or policies that led to eli­
gible people being cut off.

The move is an acknowledg­
ment on the part of the federal 
government that many people 
have been improperly kept off 
Medicaid and the strongest step 
yet taken to correct the situa­
tion

“ We’re asking all states to 
review their computer systems 
and eligibility processes — in 
order to ensure that all families 
that are eligible to keep their

Medicaid benefits really do 
keep them.” Department of 
Health and Human Services 
Secretary Donna Shalala said at 
a children’s health insurance 
conference.

States were also ordered to 
reinstate disabled children who 
were required to get Medicaid 
after they lost their supplemen 
tal Social Security benefits, but 
didn’t. Experts estimate that at 
least 100,000 children were eligi­
ble for coverage.

Shalala said the federal gov­
ernment will help states pay 
administrative expenses and 
will match any state dollars 
used to reimburse families for 
medical bills that would have 
been covered by Medicaid dur­
ing the time they were termi­
nated.

States are not required to 
reimburse families for those 
bills, however.

HHS auditors concluded last

year that many people were 
being improperly dropped from 
Medicaid because states didn’t 
tell people that they were still 
eligible for Medicaid, casework­
ers discouraged families apply­
ing for Medicaid, and computer 
systems that linked welfare cov­
erage and Medicaid wiped out 
people when they got off the 
rolls.

Some states have already 
started to identify people who 
should have been allowed to 
keep Medicaid coverage. Frank 
Lopez, spokesman for the 
Arizona Medicaid program, 
said his department has just 
started a program to reinstate 
families who were kicked off 
because caseworkers didn’t tell 
them that they could still be 
covered even if they were no 
longer on welfare.

“ We all should have done a 
better job of informing people,” 
said Lopez.

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Woods, Love blow into contention 
during third round of The Masters

AUGUSTA, Ga. (AP) -  Tiger 
Woods and Davis Love III made 
their moves on the course. Then 
they ducked out of the powerful 
wind and watched just about 
everyone else move back to 
them on a wicked day at the 
Masters.

When the third round was 
suspended as darkness fell over 
Augusta National, Vijay Singh 
was standing tall — no small 
feat in gusts up to 42 mph.

With pine cones and limbs 
strewn all over the course, 
Singh managed to forge ahead 
with two birdies when the con­
ditions were at their worst. He 
was at 7 under with three holes 
to play and had a three-stroke 
lead over David Duval when 
they trudged off the course shiv­
ering.

They will return at 8:15 
Sunday morning to finish the 
third round, then strap in for 
what could be a thrilling, tor­
turous conclusion to the 64th 
Masters.

“ I’ve never seen a day like 
this before,” Jack Nicklaus said 
after his worst score in 155 
rounds at Augusta, an 81 that 
ended his faint dreams of a sev­
enth green jacket. “ This is by 
far the toughest.”

The leaders were forced to 
play in wind that blew :k) mph, 
and gusted even stronger, with 
temperatures that dropped 
below 50.

“ It’s the coldest I’ve been in a 
long time, not even in the 
British Open," said Ernie Els. 
who was at .3 over. “ We got a 
bad break playing when we 
did”

That wasn’t the case for 
Woods and Love, who have a 
chance to pull off the greatest 
comeback in Masters history.

Despite a storm that stopped 
play for two hours and inter­

rupted his run of four straight 
birdies. Woods fired back at the 
naysayers who thought he had 
no chance. He had a 4-under 68 
and was at 215, primed to 
pounce in the final round.

“ A lot of people said I’m out of 
it,” Woods said with a broad 
smile. “ I’m not out of it.”

Neither is Love, who swears 
he will not be shaken by Woods’ 
presence on the leaderboard 
this time around. He also had a 
68 and was at 215.

“ I came here to win," he said. 
“ So did a lot of other guys. 1 
want to win this one very 
badly.”

Joining them was Mike Weir 
of Canada, who almost didn’t 
make it to Augusta until his 
wife gave birth to their first 
child on Tuesday. He had the 
best round of the early finish­
ers, a 2-under 70 under a con­
stant, howling wind.

“ My round today feels like a 
65,” Weir said. “ 1 have as good 
a shot as anybody.”

The largest ;J6-hole comeback 
was eight strokes by Jack 
Burke Jr. in 1956. Woods and 
Love started the third round 
nine strokes back, and made up 
ground quickly first on the 
course, then in the clubhouse.

“ The whole idea today was to 
get to even par, and lucky if I 
got to under par,”  Woods said.

The wind, so strong it caused 
a branch the size of a golf club 
to stick in the 18th fairway, 
took care of the rest. Only eight 
players remained under par, 
and all of them will have a 
chance in a final round expect­
ed to feature similar conditions.

Of course, that depends on 
Singh.

“ V îjay was the only one who 
handled it,” Els said.

Singh. the 1998 PGA 
Champion who has never fin­

ished better than 10th in the 
Masters, was 2 under for his 
round.

“ I deal with the weather pret­
ty good,” said Singh, who is 
from Fiji in the South Pacific. 
“ That was one of the coldest 
rounds I’ve played in a long 
time.”

Loren Roberts, a short hitter 
taking advantage of course 
changes that put a premium on 
driving, finished off a 1-under 
71 and was the clubhouse leader 
at 213.

Duval, the 36-hole leader, was 
hanging on for dear life.

He three-putted for bogey on 
the third hole and missed a 2- 
footer for birdie on the seventh. 
Then, disaster struck.

The wind shifted as his ball 
was in flight on the par-3 12th, 
and it came down short onto the 
slope and into the water for a 
double bogey.

“ I hit the same club as proba­
bly a lot of people,” Duval said. 
“ I just happened to catch a gust 
of wind that was not favorable 
for me, so it’s my back luck.”

Duval fought back, with a 
birdie on the par-5 I3th and 
then a brilliant chip to inches 
for par on the 14th. He was at 4 
under, in the fairway on the 
15th when he marked his ball.

“ I feel like I’ve played 14 
holes, and two shots on 15, and 
didn’t hit a bad shot yet,” Duval 
said. “ Under the circumstances, 
1 felt I played pretty well.”

Duval wasn’t the only one 
who suffered.

Els, the two-time U.S. Open 
champion, failed to make birdie 
on his 15 holes and was at 3 
under.

Phil Mickelson made five 
bogeys on the front nine and 
had to make a hard par off the 
pine straw on 15 to stay at 2 
under.

They aren't just “pink ladies” anymore.
In fact, volunteers at Scenic Mountain 

Medical Center are doing more than ever. 
They staff the front information desk, sell 
items in the gift shop, make deliveries to 
patients, comfort family members and 
raise money to buy equipment and fur­
nishings for the hospital.

“We assist anybody that needs help, 
patients and otherwise,” explained 
Virginia Davidson, president of the volun­
teers this year. “We’re just a real good 
organization that does a lot to help the hos­
pital.”

Administrators at SMMC agreed, calling 
the volunteer group essential.

“Hospitals really can’t operate without 
the service of volunteers,” said CEO Loren 
Chandler. “They are some of the most 
taken advantage of and most needed people 
in this hospital.”

Chandler said one of the most important 
services volunteers can provide is simply 
a friendly face.

“That’s the caring nature of volunteers,” 
Chandler said. “Many people coming into a 
hospital feel afraid, and when they see a vol­
unteer, they know that’s a caring person to 
help make them more at ease.”

SMMC volunteers consider caring one of 
their most important jobs, whether it is as 
simple as offering a cup of coffee to family 
members waiting by the emergency room, or 
as difficult as comforting the family of a 
patient in the intensive care unit.

Deliveries, including flowers, a copy of the 
Big Spring Herald and magazines, brighten 
the day for patients.

Not sure what room your friend or family 
member is in? Need to know where to go to 
pay pMir bill? Ask at the information desk in 
the front lobby, which is staffed by volun­
teers.

Nearby, a popcorn cart and gift shop raise 
funds for projects of the group, including the 
purchase o f equipment not covered in the 
hospital’s annual budget.

Recently, the group helped furnish an ori­
entation room for hospital employees, and 
bought a microfiche duplicating 
machine for records. Volunteers give 
four $500 scholarships every year to 
students in the radiology program.

Davidson, who started as a volun­
teer at the hospital 13 years ago, said 
the job then involved mainly just 
staffing the information desk.

“Now we have a lot of extras 
added,” Davidson said. ”We do so 
much, it’s hard to name it all”

“ I think many people don't realize 
all the things we do,” said Lynda 
Sliger, an 11-year veteran of the 
group.

On Saturday, the group will work at 
the Big Spring Area Health Fair, 
staffing the hospitality room and 
information booth. They conduct reg­
ular blood drives and hold birthday 
parties for patients in the geriatric 
unit.

“This is the most rewarding thing 1 
could have done,” said Steve Marie 
Haynes, who started with the volun­
teers four years ago after her hus­
band. Jack, died.

“They were so good to Jack up 
here,” she said. “ I wanted to give 
something back.”

The volunteers have a 25-year histo­

ry and a long list of accomplishments. Each 
year the hospital throws 
them a recognition dinner to 
say thanks.

“We recognize them,”
Chandler said, “but there is 
so much more we could do.”

But volunteers say the 
good feeling they get from 
their work is all they need.

“This is about the joy of 
helping others,” Sliger said.
“You realize you may be 
making somebody’s day a 
little brighter, and that’s a 
good feeling.

“The thanks you g e t ... is 
worth all the trouble.”

Hold that tank top
Casual dress days causing confusion at work

NEW YORK (AP) -  Dressing 
casual at work was supposed to 
make life easier.

But now, confusion is ram­
pant across corporate America, 
with some stodgy types think­
ing casual means taking o ff 
your suit jacket, and others 
showing up at the office in 
ratty T-shirts or with bare 
midriffs.

The situation has gotten so 
bad that some businesses are 
hiring consultants to help peo­
ple figure out what is appropri­
ate for work.

One law firm  has even 
teamed up with Polo Ralph 
Lauren and Esquire magazine 
to fwyld’b ’’ 'bti^h'esS casual’’ 
seminrdV for its attorneys next 
week.

“ There is a lot of casual con­
fusion out there, people show­
ing up at work in outfits that 
they wash their cars or walk 
their dogs in ,’ ’ said Sherry 
Maysonave, author of “Casual 
Power: How to Power Up Your 
Nonverbal Communication and 
Dress Down for Success.”  
“ Companies are realizing that 
it isn't so easy to go casual. In 
fact, it can cause some 
headaches."

Casual dress has long been 
the norm for those working at 
high-tech companies. It began 
creeping into the rest of corpo­
rate America in the early 1990s.

At first, companies allowed 
employees to ditch their suits 
and ties on Fridays during the 
summer. That was soon extend­

ed to Fridays throughout the 
year, and eventually was per­
mitted every day during the 
summer.

Now, lots of big companies -  
including most Wall Street 
powerhouses such as Morgan 
Stanley Dean W itter — are 
dressing down year-round.

Many want to keep pace with 
the casual dot-com companies 
that they do business witli.

Fifty-one percent of compa­
nies with more than 5,000 
employees are casual five days 
a week, according to the 
Society for Human Resource 
Management, a trade group in 
Alexandria, Va.

‘ Some companies are learning 
that everyone interprets casual 
diffeMntly.

At Development Counsellors 
International, a New York 
based marketing firm with 25 
employees that went casual 
year-round in 1998, some came 
to work braless and in gym 
clothes.

The company now has a 
detailed list o f what workers 
can or cannot wear. Button 
down shirts and dress sandals 
are in; bare midriffs and beach 
attire are out.

“ It took more time to come 
up with this policy than any­
one would have thought.” said 
Rob DeRocker, DCl executive 
vice president. “ We never 
thought it would be so compli 
cated.”

That’s why many companies 
are hiring consultants to devel­

op casual vlress codes, Intld 
seminars on proper w(*ar and 
trouble-shoot.

“ One company ask('d me to 
try to help them vuih a little 
problem: One girl w;is \v(';n ing 
thong underwear and tor some 
reason eveiyone knew 
because her clothes w(*ie so 
tight, said Myra Mcl'Jhaiu'y.

Forget it!
You don’t have to wait for 

April Fools’ Day. Every day is 
a joke on the Internet. As the 
Net grows, so do the number of 
hoaxes and other mischief car­
ried through e-mail.

Rumors, pranks and hoaxes 
are not unique to the Internet, 
but they spread more quickly 
because o f it, said Barbara 
Mikkelson, who runs a Web 
site that tries to dispel such 
myths.

’ ’ Before, when I had a hot 
piece of gossip, I had to find my 
best friend and share it over a 
fence,” she said. ’ ’Now I don’t 
have to wait.”

Take the Neiman Marcus 
’’cookie recipe.” Someone sup­
posedly is billed $250 for the 
store’s $2.50 recipe. In revenge. > 
she forwards copies of the 
recipe to friends — and urgqs 
them to do the same.

When the rumor began circu­
lating o fflin e more than a 
decade ago, the department 
store didn’t sell cookies at its 
restaurants. The tale later 
made its way to the Internet - 
and the company still gets calls 
and letters.

To play along, Neiman 
Marcus created a recipe and 
then gave it away — for free. 
“ It can be a big distraction,” 
spokeswoman Ginger Reeder

said. "The only way you handle 
it is with good humor and 
grace.”

No one quite knows the roots 
of such m^hs.

“ I suspect they are the result 
of creative minds trapped in 
boring jobs,”  said Brian 
Maddox o f Barrington. III., a 
regular recipient of electronic 
chain letters.

But such messages can clog 
company computers, trigger 
mistrust or encourage risky 
behavior. Internet users tired 
of virus hoaxes might ignore 
real threats. Sunbathers believ­
ing that sunscreen causes 
blindness might avoid the salve 
and risk sunburn or skin can­
cer.

David Spalding, who writes 
the online column "Hoax du 
Jour,”  said friends and rela­
tives often spread such "cyber­
ban legends” with good intent. 
They are difficult to stop, he 
said, because hard ,to ,teU 
Grandma or your brother, 
’Don’t send me e-mail.” ’

While Internet veterans may 
see through the hoaxes, new­
comers often do not. As they 
get wiser, new generations of 
believers log on.

’ ’ People bring with them 
some old habits they learned 
from getting most o f their 
information from the tradition­
al media, mostly the ability to 
trust,” said David Emery, who 
tracks urban legends for 
About.com. "They are not pre­
pared for the anarchy.”

Emery offers these tips: 
Assume contents are false 
unless proven otherwise. Be 
skeptical i f  an o ffer — free 
Coke, free cars — appears over­
ly generous. Verify before for­
warding.

Alissa Strauss o f Chicago 
learned that lesson. On the off- 
chance that she could replace 
an ll-yefu'-old junker, she for­
warded tlie Honda "promotion” 
to friends. Instead of a car, she 
got back Honda’s denial and a 
friend’s threat: “ Never do this 
again.”

“ I really need a car,” Strauss 
said later. " I  just hoped, even 
though I don’t ever believe in 
these.”

Some companies may not be 
so forgiving. Citing a nonexis­
tent study, one prankster false­
ly claimed that Kentucky Fried 
Chicken uses no chicken and 
thus had to change its name to 
KFC. The company posted a 
d e iiM vo O  its W «b  site an d . 
vowiBrtytlWl tfletfouM em ak- 
er.

For Microsoft Chairman Bill 
Gates, chain letters are an 
abuse o f technology and a

waste of time. “ Th 
hooey on the In 
wrote on his comfiah 
site.

Charles Hymes, w 
Don’t Spread That 
laughs — and agrees.

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Retailers^ officials urge Congress to reject Internet tax exemption
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Some of the 

natiMi's hioMt retailers, joined by 
state and local government officials 
and sympathetic members of Congress, 
said lawmakers should reject a federal 
e<xMnmeroe commission report gives 
tax breaks to business that they say 
could lead, to a permanent sales tax 
exemption for the Internet.

Executives from Target. Wal-Mart. 
Radio Shack, J.C. Penney and Circuit 
City appeared on Capitol Hill with gov­
ernment officials to criticize the 
Advisory Commission on Electronic 
Commerce majority report as unfair to 
traditional retailers. They described it

as a potential threat to billions of dol­
lars in state and local sales tax collec­
tions that pay for schools, roads, police 
and fire ixrotection.

"There should be a level playing field 
where all retail sales are treated equal­
ly.”  said James Hale, executive vice 
IMnesident at Target. “ No tax policy 
should encourage retailers to avoid 
contributing to their local communi­
ty."

The commission, created by 
Congress to recommend future e-com­
merce tax policy, failed to reach the 
necessary two-thirds vote for formal 
recommendations on most key points.

Butbits six business members, joined 
by hnti-tax members, won majoruy 
approval of proposals to extend a mora- 
toripm on new Internet taxes for an 
additional five years after it expires 
next year.

It .is this last point that opponents 
say includes special tax provisions that 
woidd benefit business members of the 
panel such as AT&T. MCI WorldCom 
and .America Online while costinj: 
states $30 billion a year in lost rev 
enue. They also contend it could lead 
to a permanent barrier against states 
extending to Internet commerce thcii 
existing sales taxes, which provide

about 48 percent of the states’ revenue.
The argument shouldn't be how to 

favor one form of commerce over 
another." said Henry Chiarelli. presi­
dent ofKadioShack.com.

Gov. Mike Leavitt, R-Utah. chairman 
ot the National Governors Association 
and a dissenting member of the e-com­
merce panel, said if Congress extends 
the moratorium on new taxes it should 
also j)ermit states to simplify their 
sales-tax systems and develop inter­
state compacts that allow them to col­
lect the money on remote Internet 
sales. Leavitt proposed that Congress 
pass a law allow ing compacts to be cre­

ated by Dec. 31, 2003.
“ Will we adopt a policy that creates a 

permanent special privilege?” Leavitt 
said.

One commission member, however, 
said retail chains want to use the tax 
issue to “stamp out competition" and 
that imposition of a national sales tax 
collection system would place an oner­
ous burden on electronic sellers.

“ It would be a grave mistake for 
Congress to sanction the attempts of 
some mass retailers to severely dis­
criminate against electronic com­
merce.” said Stan Sokul. an Internet 
consultant.

TDA subm its revised ru le  changes f o r  o rga n ic co tton  in  e ra d ica ton  zones

After hearing from producers 
on proposed rules to establish 
guidelines for organic cotton in 
boll weevil eradication zones 
earlier this year, the Texas 
Department of Agriculture is 
running a revised edition past 
farmers now.

Producers will have .30 days to 
comment on the revisions.

“The original rules were just 
a draft because we wanted the 
cotton industry’s input on these 
guidelines,” said Matt 
Brockman, TDA special assis­

tant for producer relations. “ It 
is important for us to have a 
system that works for all pro­
ducers — a system that respects 
the integrity of eradication 
efforts but does not place an 
undue financial burden on 
organic growers who will be 
impacted by the program.”

Under the new proposal, a 
grower may choose either to 
plant an alternative crop or con­
tinue to plant organic cotton. If 
cotton is planted, a set formula 
will determine compensation if 
it becomes necessary to destroy 
an infested field.

Agreements between the

Until current active zones 
have been declared eradicated, 
only growers who have planted 
organic or transitional cotton 
during or prior to the 1999 crop 
are eligible for compc'iisation 

Organic grow’ers in eradica­

tion zones that become active 
after the rules are in place are 
(digible for compensation if 
they have an application for 
organic or transitional cotton 
approved by TD.A's Organic 
Certification Program at least 
one year before a referendum 
establishing a zone is held.

Brockman said the formula 
for calculating compensation is 
based on actual history for the 
farm, acreage, price and a 65 
percent rate of compensation. 
The time in the growing season 
w hen a crop must be destroyed 
will also determine the amount 
of indemnification, he said.

Under the revised rules, price

is based on a five-year average 
market price for conventional 
cotton plus a :t9-cent premium 
for organic. The 65 percent rate 
of compensation reflects the 
rate at which most Texas cotton 
farmers insure their crops 
through the federal crop insur­
ance program. Brockman said.

More than three million acres 
of cotton are in active eradica­
tion in Texas, including 
Howard County. In areas of the 
state where eradication pro­
grams have been in operation 
for three years or more, produc­
ers have reported redu (^  pro-

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BBB urges Crossroads Area businesses 
to carefully read ‘look-alike’ solicitations
HERALD Staff Report__________

Crossroads Area residents are 
receiving what are known as 
“look alike” solicitations and 
the Better Business Bureau of 
the Permian Basin wants citi­
zens to be sure and read them 
closely.

“Again, businesses in the 
Permian Basin are receiving 
Yellow Page ‘look alike’ solicita­
tions. They look just like invoic­
es, but in truth, are just solici­
tations,” said Dick Rowland, 
president of the Better Business 
Bureau of the Permian Basin. 
“If you read the document care­
fully, you'll find the notice on 
the form.”

Every day, businesses receive 
invoices asking them to renew 
their advertising in some form 
of “ Yellow Pages” directory, 
said Rowland. Some are legiti­
mate and others are scams 
designed to trick companies out 
of hundreds of dollars.

The latest edition is from a

company called “Yellow Pages 
Company” of Orange County, 
Calif.

Though the company uses a 
telephone as part of its logo, 
close scrutiny of the solicitation 
indicates it is for the Internet. 
In fact, on the back, it reads: 
“Yellow Pages, Inc. is an inde­
pendent publisher not affiliated 
with any telephone company.”

“Most of the soliciting firms 
of this nature publish a directo­
ry of sorts, but the value and 
circulation of these publica­
tions may be questionable,” 
said Rowland. “The targets of 
the solicitations usually are 
selected from advertisements 
placed in local yellow pages 
directories.

Most of these type solicita­
tions include the disclaimers 
required by federal postal law 
to distinguish them from an 
invoice, said Rowland. But 
many recipients who may not 
read the fine print are misleads 
by the names of the companies.
