States' Rights Party Breaking
Up Fast In Thurmond's State

WASHINGTON — Nowhere is
the States' Rights Party break-
ing up {aster than in Gov. J.
Strom Thurmond’s own home
state—South Carolina. Not only
are South Caroline’'s repentant
Dixiecrats scrambling back on
the Truman bandwagon, but they
are considering punitive action
against their erstwhile leader.

The South Carolina legislature
is actually cooking up a full-
dress investigation into Thur-
mond’s campaign. What the legis-
lators want to probe is the charge
that Thurmond fraveled in a
stateowned Cadillac, driven by a
state highway patrolman, while
ca for the presidency
on Dixiecrat ticket.

The legislature also is curious
about his expenditures for sta-
tionery, postage stamps and of-
fice heip—the highest of any gov-
ernor in the state’s history. Some
legisiators suspect this was not
all spent for state business, but
partly for campaigning.

Also in line for a political
spanking is South Carolina’s Con-
gressman Mendel Rivers. The
Charleston congressman refused
to run with the reswof the dele-
gation on the Truman ticket, in-
sisted om putting his name up
with Thurmond, and campaignegd
actively for the Dixiecrats. Loyal
Democrats will now try to classi-
fy him'as a Dixiecrat, thus fore-
ing him to lose his seniority on
committees, and giving him about
the same influence as the Labor
Party's lone Vito Marcantonio.

South Caroline also is moving
to give its electoral vote to Tru-
man instead of Thurmond. Origin-
ally the state Democratic com-
mittee voted to pledge its elector-
al ballots to home-son Thurmond,
but. is now planning to meet
again and reverse fitself.

NOTE—In spite of all the anti-

ston and Burnet Maybank, stayed
loyal to Truman. As a result,
both probably will be rewarded
with a committee chairmanship
—Johnson as head of Civil Serv-
fce and Maybank as acting chair-
man of Banking and Currency.

Born
in Atlanta, Ill,, Hunt became a
star on the high school ball team
at a time when some of the small
towns of Wyoming were baseball
crazy, and the town of Lander,
Wy., enticed him from Illinois
out to the west. He has been liv-
ing there ever since.

In a state dominated by big
catile and sheep men who out-
Republican the Republican Par-
ty, Hunt, a Democrat, has been
elected anyway.

What swumg a lot of votes to
Hunt in 1946 was the fact that
millionaire Republicans in the
East previously had sent cam-
paign money into the state. Hunt
called the roll of Republican con-
tributions in 1942; Estelle Pew,
$500; J. Howard Pew, $500; Mabel
Pew Martin, $500; Joe Pew, $300;
all from Pennsylvania, all from
the big Sun Oil family, which
bosses the GOP in Pennsylvania.

Then he called the roll of 1944
contributions. The same Pew
also contributed, but more this
time: ‘$750 instead of $500 each,
plus $2,000 from the Pennsylvania
Republican committee.

After reading this roll call, Wy-
oming's voters decided they
didn’'t want their state run by
distant Pennsylvania. In last
week's election a lot of big Re-
publican money from the East
also flooded Wyoming, but again
that only helped Hunt to win.

Incidentally one of Gov. Hunt's
proud boasts is that in the midst
of a Republican economy drive,
he spent more money on the
University of Wyoming than
previous governors.

SPECULATION OVER THE REPORT
of a possible meeting between President
Truman and Marshal Stalin in Moscow has
swept both hemispheres like a prairie fire,
demonstrating anew the intensity of world-
interest in any such parley.

It's note-worthy that the Moscow press
has given heavy play to this report which
was carried by Tass, the Soviet News
agency. Tass attirbuted the information to
an item by the Washington Times Herald,
evidently referring to a column by Tris
Coffin.

The story has met with mixed recep-
tion. U. 8. Undersecretary of State Lovett
sald yesterday he knew nothing to sub-
slantiate the idea of such a meeting. Presi-
dential Press Secretary Eben Ayers, who
is with the Chief Executive at Key West,
offered no comment but recalled Mr. Tru-
man's repeated assertions that be would
be glad to talk with Stalin any time the
Soviet chief wishes to come to Amerieca.

OF COURSE MR. TR N DID HAVE
a plan to send Chief Justice Vinson to
Rusgia recently, but Secretary of State
Marshall persuaded the President not to
do that. However, the President left the
door open for possible consideration of a
similar mission. In view of this it is in-
teresting to see L'osservatore Romano, the
Vatican organ which frequently reflects
the views of Pope Pius, expressing hope
that the American elections have paved
the way for a Truman-Stalin meeting.

And from well-informed American
sources in Paris comes the sidelight that
Messrs Truman and Marshall are expect-
ed to confer shortly over the whole field
of America’s relations with Russia.

veiled in Westminster Abbey to-
day.

The specially designed plaque is
a more modest symbol of remem-
brance than the heroic statue un-
velled in Grosvenor Square last
April by Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt.

It will, however, be an unusual-
ly significant memorial in that the
late President will be the first head
of a foreign state ever so honored
in Westminster Abbey.

The Roosevelt niche is above the
roll of honor of civilian casualties
in the last war.

The inscription, suggested jointly
by the Prime Minister Clement Att-
tlee and former Prime Minister
Winston Churchill, reads:

“To the honored memory of
Franklin Delano Roosevelt, 1882-
1845, A faithful friend of freedom
and of Britain. Four times Presi-
dent of the United States. Erected
by the government of the United

Kingdom."
