After the acid had been used,
the project sprayed some oil while
swabbing. At last report, it was

Some observers had reported that
some evidences of salt water had
appeared. That report had no veri-
fication.

Operators were preparing to treat
the 2,485-2,600 foot interval with
1,000 gallons of regular acid, and
follow by swabbing and testing.

Informed sources say tie zone
being tested showed interesting
amounts of oil saturation in sam-
ples and they are edpecting the
prospector to be completed as some
sort of a producer and a discovery.

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Passage Of
Vets Pension
Bill Forecast

WASHINGTON—(#)—A multi-billion dollar veterans

pension bill confronted the

House Tuesday and Demo-

cratic leaders reluctantly predicted its passage—in some

form.

The big question was: What form?

The Administration, estimating the measure called
up Tuesday by Representative Rankin (D-Miss) would
run up a $4,000,000,000-a-year bill for the nation’s tax-

payers, prepared to fight its+

passage—or at least trim it
down.
Some House members

were betting on a less com-
prehensive proposal to limit pen-
sions at this time to veterans of
World War 1.

Rankin is asking $90 a month
pensions for all veterans of World
Wars I and II as soon as they be-
come 65 years old.

Even if passed by the House, a
new pension bill still would have to
pass the Senate and ,if heavily ex-
pensive, eventually run into the
risk of a veto by President Tru-
man.

House leaders hoped to obtain a
vote either late Tuesday or Wed-

nesday.

Mayors May Seek
More Federal Funds
For City Highways

WASHINGTON —(#)— The Unit-
ed States Conference of Mayors
Tuesday considered asking Congress
to help relieve the “traffic chaos”
of American cities by doubling their
usual share of federal highway
funds.

Maj. Gen. Philip B. Fleming, fed-
eral works administrator; told the
mayors’ annual meeting that the
6673,000,000 authorized by Congress

since the war for city highways is
only “a small fraction” of the
amount needed.

Fleming urged the mayors to de-
velop broad patterns immediately
for the fast movement of motor
traffic. The existence-of such blue-
prints, he said, soon will be made a
condition of federal aid.

There is hope, the FWA adminis-
trator added, that Congress will
provide “substantial” funds for slum
clearance and the redevelopment of
city centers.

Less Money For Roads

Such plans should be dovetailedI
with the highway program, he said.;
and the cities should move at once |
to acquire the necessary land.

Awaiting action before the confer-
ence’s resolutions committee, head-
ed by Mayor William E. Kemp of
Kansas City, is a demand that Con-
gress earmark “at least 80 per cent”
of next year’s $450,000,000 highway
aid fund for city use.

Only 25 per cent now is set aside
for city routes. An increase would
mean that less money would be
available in the year starting July
1 for highways between cities and
for secondary rupal routes.

Mayor George W. Welsh of Grand
Rapids, Mich., conference president,
said in his,annual report that city
traffic congestion, growing constant-
ly more serious, will have to be rem-
edied even if it means “wiping out
whole areas of existing property.”

- WASHINGTON —(#)— Chairman
Vinson (D-Ga) of the House Arm-
ed Services Committee sald Tues-
day the Armed Forces do not plan
to call for any more inductions
under the present draft law.

He told the House in a prepared
statement:

“I have been advised this morn-
ing by a representative of the De-
partment of the Army that no fur-
ther inductions of men into the
Armed Forces are planned during
the life of the Selective Service
Act of 1947, which expires a year
from this Summer.

“This means that under present
plans no inductions will be made
between now and July, 1950.”
