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Fire destroys home

An early Saturday morning
fire north of the I-20 state park
exit and Farm-to-Market Road
2836 destroyed the home of
Monty and Joyce Rich.

According to Mitchell County
Sheriff Patrick Toombs, a
traveler from Dexter, N.M. saw
the smoke from I-20, knocked
on the door to wake up the
couple and used his cellular
phone to call 9-1-1 around 2:30
a.m.

Fire Marshal Billy Ray
Williamson said the fire
apparently started in an attached
storage shed that contained heat
lamps for pets and flammable
materials, then spread to the attic
and the rest of the house. A
portion of the house was from an
old T & P railroad house.
Highly flammable treated lumber
from the railroad section of the
house combined with delays in
getting water hampered
firemen's efforts, Williamson
said.

Coloradp City could get word
Friday on whether it will be the
site for the next round of prison
construction.

Predicted space problems in
the prison system are a result of
fewer inmates getting out of
prison early, officials say.

"While adult crime is down,
parole release is down from 79
percent in the early 1990s to 15
percent now," said Junell.

Colorado City was one of
eight towns chosen in December,
1995 for an administrative
segregation unit. Lamesa and
Wichita Falls were selected by
the prison board in July of this
year as sites for new 660-cell
facilities. :

City Attorney Tom Rees and
Police Chief Pat Taylor drafted
the ordinance after researching
ordinances in other towns.

"The occasional sale is meant

to be a wholesome, all American
enterprise for people but we have
to have a law to enforce for those
who abuse it," said Rees.
"People can say they're
having a garage sale and it lasts a
month. You can put a stop to it
with this ordinance," Rees told
the council.

Drug-related money confiscated

Mitchell County lawmen
confiscated $8,100 in a drug-
related seizure after stopping
three Oklahoma City travelers on
I-20 Friday.

According to Department of
Public Safety Trooper Mark
Negri, a car traveling westbound
on [-20 was stopped for
speeding violation at 10:25 a.m.

The two men and one woman
in the vehicle were traveling
from Oklahoma City to Juarez,
Mexico. Investigating officers
were Trooper Negri, Trooper
Shane Johnson and Mitchell
County Sheriff's Deputy Kevin
Frizzell.

After receiving conflicting
statements from the three,
troopers gained written and
verbal consent to search the
vehicle and found $8,400 in a
fast food paper bag under a
cupholder.

A drug dog from Big Spring
"alerted on the car's console
where the money had been
concealed," said Negri.

"We separated the money into
$100s, $20s and $10s and put it
into three envelopes. The dog
alerted on the envelopes with
$100s and $20s, totaling
$8,100," said Negri.

The dog did not indicate that

the ten dollar bills had been in
contact with drugs. No arrests
were made and $300 was
returned to the trio, Negri said.

"State statue allows us to
seize cash we can relate to
contraband," he said.

The money will be filed by
District Attorney Mark Edwards
for a forfeiture hearing. If the
district judge rules the seizure as
a legal forfeiture, the money will
go into the drug forfeiture fund
and will go back to Mitchell
County to be used to fight drugs,
said Negri. ~
