Ancient Theatrical Program.

Theater programs were known
even in ancient tines, thouéh they
were then of a very peculiar con-
struction. In ' Greecz and Rome
they consisted of small tablets,
which were handed ou; to the audi-
ence at the entrance. Those occu-
pying the hest seats ostaimed pro-
grams beautifully worked in ivory,
while those occupying tre chieaper
seats were given tablets n bronze.
The bronze tablets were distinguish-
ed by a dove worked in th: metal,
and the term “piccionerio,” used in
Italy today as designating the lower
priced seats in the theaters, dates
from this antique custom.

‘1"0‘1‘”?:1&{(1, and Directions for
Making Arsenical Dip.

To make 5.0 gallons— Dissolve
8 pounds of arsemic (Arseniem
teroxide, commercial) and 24 1bs
of wash soda ia 80 gallons or more
of water, by boiling 30 to 40 1ninn
tes, stirring trequently. Water
should be free from iron and the
boiler should not be of iron. Zinc
is alright. Taok water is prefer
able to *‘gyp’’ as the latter has not
been tested,and ths dip made with
it might burn the cattle,

(NOTE.—The organic matter in
tank water may cause considerable
sediment in the water, but this
does not indieate imperfeot solu-
tion of the arssnic unless itis a
VERY HEAVY BRO®N SEDIMENT )

When the arsenic is disolved.
pour in enough water to reduace
the temperature below boiling
pour in the ONE G:LLON of Pine
Tar, in a fine stream, stiring.con-
stantly, uniil it is mixed. Pouar
the resulticg mixture into the vat
and add eaough water to make 500
gallons,

The boiler shoulchelda hvous
120 galions. I500 gailons of dip
can be made at once in it, enough
to fill en ordinary vat, oaly that 1f
seems to be impossible to get three
gallons "of tar into that gquanity of
water. In that case youa can atir
about two gallons of tar into the
100 to 120 gallons, put that into
the vat, heat aboat 30 gallons of
water or dip from the vat, until it
is pretty hot, but not boiling, stir
in the rest of the tar, and put into
vab.

For refilling the vat whea it hae
been. dipped low, I would suggest
the following plan: Make up
medicioe for 500 gallons of dip.
