For Consideralion by Ootton
Growers.

In his address during the pro-
ceedings of the international con-
ference of cotton growers and
manufacturers, in session in At-
lanta, Ga., several days this
week, C. W. Macara, chairman
of the committee of the Interna-
tional Federation of Master Cot-
ton Spinners and Manufacturers’
Association, and president of the
English Master Cotton Spinners’
Federation and who is also vice-
president of the International
conference now in session, said,
in reference to speculating in cot-

ton and the effort to foree prices
too high:
“The American cotton crop

plays such an important part in
the supply of the world’s needs
that operations which affeet it
practically afl'ect more or less the
entire cotton crop of the world,
and when consideration is given
to the colossal dimensions of the
world's cotton crop and to the
fact that the raising or reducing
of the annual average by illegiti-

mate speculation by even lc¢ a
pound represents £90,000.000, it
must be obvious that it is time
that some determined effort was
made to rid the industry of this
serious and unnecessary burden.

“Cotton planters have been
urged from time to time to hold
for extreme prices, but it is doubt-
ful if the adoption of suchadvice
would in the long run be to their
advantage. It must never be
lost sight of by the growers that
this staple supplies the clothing
for the poorest people of the
world in every country, and that

700,000,000 in India and China,

purchasing power, with a conse-
quently reduced employment for
the spinners and manufacturers
of the world, upon whom the
growers of cotton are dependent.
It has been the aim of all engag-
ed in the manufacture of cotton
for many vears to reduce the cost
of production by taking full ad-
vantage of science and invention,
and great economies have been
affected. 1 think this would be
well were it followed by the
growers of our raw material,

“Great efforts have been made
during recent years to develop
cotton growing in the colonies
and dependencies of European
nations, and although 1am of the
u]}inlun that progress will be slow,
| there is little doubt that anv at-

tult‘lh[ on the part of the Ameri-

(can growers to maintain prices
at an abnormally high level will
have the effect of giving an in-
| ereased stimulus to these efforts
and progress may consequently
be much more rapid than under
normal conditions,*’

Undoubtedly Mr. Macara’s high
position, great experience and
extensive means of world wide
information make his words wor-
thy of careful consideration. It
occurs to us that the greatest
{ danger he points out in reference
| to the matter of forcing pricesup
is the faet that it will necessarily
limit consumption in a large part
of the world and thereby curtail
the output of the mills, and, also
that it will stimulate competition
in cotton growing in European
dependencies. These are certain-
ly questions for consideration by
the grower.

DEATH COMES SUDDEN

STEEL WORKERS CAUGHT IN AN
EXPLOSION.

TWENTY WILL SURELY DIE

Bulldings In Butler, Pa, Shiver as

Though from an Earthquake;
People Panic-Stricken.

Butler, Pa., Oct, 7.—An Explosion
cavsed by the upsetting of metal pot
No, 1 cupola of the Standard Steel
Company last night cansed the death
of four men, fatally injured twenty,
and serionsly Injured ten others. Most
of the men were foreigners,

The lnrge wheel plant was demol-
lshed, causing a loss estimated at
$100,000,

The condition of the Injured is pit-
fable., Although still alive, the feat-
ures of the majority are mutllated be-
vond recognition. The hot metal was
showered over them, causing horrible
injurles. Arms, fingers and ears were
torn off, while a number of the men
had their eyes burned out. Beveral
men are In the hospital with thelr
legs burned to a crisp. At midnight
the physicians attending the injured
sald at least ten of them would dle.

The explosion was caused by the
upsetting of a metal pot in the cupola
which contalned 5000 pounds of mol-
ten metal ready for casting. A span
in the pot broke, allowing the liquid
iron to spill over the wet sand. An

GENERAL STRIKE ON THE LEVEES.

Sorewmen Want §7 a Day, and Incite
Sympathy.

New Orleans, La, Oct, 5, = The
Dock and Cotton Councll of New Or
leans, affillating under its jurlsdiction
more than 12,000 laborers of all
classes employed upon levee work,
voted yesterday alternoon to call out
all its members In a general strike
which became effective at 6 o'clock
last evening. Its action followed the
Thursday belween the agents and
the screwmen. The strike ls a sym:
pathetje walkout for the benefit of
the screwmen,

The meeting of the delegates gev-
erning the council was by no means
harmonious, and for some time the
gsesslon was deadlocked by the refu-
sal of the coiton yard men to leave
thelr work to ald the screwmen. The
yard men, numbering over 2000, made
a strong fight before ylelding. The
meeting opened at 10 o'clock and did
not adjourn until 2,

The general strike {n prospect will
directly involve 12,660 men orgian-
ized in ten unlons, as follows: Screw-
men, 1800; teamsters, 500;longshore-
men, 2400; freight handlers, Illinols
Central, Northeastern, Southern Pa-
cifie, 760; coal wheelers, 1000; cot-
ton welghers 100, cotton yard men,
2500, cotton markers, 200; cotton In-
spectors, 100; cotton pressmen, 1000;
total, 12,656.0

Screwmen formerly screwed cotton
into the holds of the ships with fack-
screws, while they now stow most of
it by hand, without using the levers.
Each of a gang of five recelves §5 a
day, and the foreman $6, for stowing
160 bales, They demanded $6 and $7
a day each for the same work. The
shipping agents demanded that the
screwmen stow 200 bales a day for
the old wages. Still Iater, the agents
ralsed thelr demand to 240 bales. All
negotiations are declared off.

The real fight of the shipping
agents now s to destroy the screw-
men's association and to blot out rot.
ton serewing as a eeparate trade,
They maintain that since the screws
are scarcely used any longer, and the
colton merely stowed away by hand,
that the stowing of it is no different
from any other longshore work, and
that the serewmen are drawing double
wages on an anclent tradition.

LOTT'S NEW VENTURE.

8an Antonlo-Mexico Road to Browns-
ville, with Branches.

San Antonio: Colonel Uriah Lott
will within a few days flle a charfur
for the new rallroad to the Rio
Grande, which {s to be known as the
San Antonio—Mexico Rallway. The
charter will call for the construction
of 560 miles of road, with the main
line extending from San Antonio to
a point near Brazos Santiago. The
main line will be 200 mileg In length.
There will be a branch from north
of Pleasanton, Atascosa County, ex-
tending to Eagle Pass and Del Rio,
coverlng 170 miles, another branch
from near Oakville through Bee and
Refuglo Counties to San Antonlo Bay,
a distance of eighty miles, and then
a branch running through the north-
end of Nueces County to Aransas
Pass, a distance of fifty miles.

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PRESIDENT ON HIS TRIP

LEAVES KEOKUK UNDER MOST
FAVORABLE AUSPICES,

SPEAKS T0 MANY THOUSAND

Stands by His Previous Utterances.
Negroes Present a Gold-Headed
Cane,

Keokuk, lowa, Oct, 2. —Keokuk put
on her Sunday dress to meet the Pres-
ident of the United States when he
arrived here at 0 o'clock yesterday,
and the people of the city were as-
sisted In thelr reception of the Chief
Muagistrate by a nolable gathering of
distinguished men, Including the Gov-
ernors of more than a dozen States, a
number of members of both houses of
Congress and the members of the In-
land Waterways Commission,

The occasion of the President's com-
ing was the movement in the Interest
of a deep waterway down the M}nln-
sippl River to the Guit of Mexico, and
this city was selected as the point of
embarkation on his voyage down the
river, which will end at Memphis next
Friday, He was given a drive through
the city, and made a noteworthy
speech to many thousands at Rand
Park.

The reception to the President, both
along the line of march and at the
park, was cordial In the extreme, and
he was In excellent health and spir-
fta,

Hoa embarked on the steamer Mis-
glssippl a few minutes before noon,
and fa scheduled to reach 8t. Louls at
9:45 a, m, today. He was accom-
panied by Governor Frank Frantz of
Oklahoma and Seth Bulloek of the
Black Hills.

As at Canton, the President did not
deliver his speech just as he had pre-
pared It and glven It to the press,
He did not omit any feature, but fre
quently turned from his manuseript
to linterject extemporaneous remarks
for the purpose of emphasis and elab-
oration.

He dwelt on the necessity of self-
mosatery, declaring that every man
must have a master, and adding that,
"If he does not master himself, some-
one else will do =0."

The Presldent's plea was for prepar-
edness and organization. He spoke of
the claim of some that America can
whip the world, and sald that even if
iAls be so it must suffer in so doing.
There was no boast In that direction,
but, on the contrary, a warning of
danger In case of lack of preparedness.
He would have all, both men and
women, do well some work that was
worth doing, and he announced hlis
contempt for the woman who would
ghirk her duty as a wife and mother.

After he had concluded he was pre-
sented with a gold-headed cane by ne-
groes of Keokuk. The presentation
speech was made by a negro plasterer,
wha assured the President that the
negro population has every confidence
in his administration and In his de-
termination to treat the black race
with falrness. The incldent seemed to
touch the President, He grasped the
gpeaker's hand and held It tightly
while he made reply, saying that he
acceptl>d the present with great pleas.
ure, and adding that In dealing with
the black man, as in dealing with the
white man, he followed what he be-
ileved to be the only safe principle,
that of treating every man according
1o his merits, as individuals, regard-
ivss of race.
