For Anthrax War

Vaccination of ca against
nthrax is urgently
now because of the et
he rainy spell, Dr. O. A
ford said this week

“Now is the time,” Dr. Dan-
ford said. He explained that
normally, anthrax germs hiber-
nate in the ground and are dor-
mant until damp, warm weath-
er causes them to germinate.
The recent weather, plus the
presence of stagnant water, is
certain to cause germination of
anthrax, thereby requiring
prompt inoculation to protect
cattle against the destructive
and costly disease, Dr. Danford
said.

While he was at it, Dr, Dan-
ford also emphasized the neces-
sity for protection against rab-
ies among dogs. He said that
with the possibility of compul-
sory vaccination just around
the corner, dog owners should
have their dog collar tags and
vaccination certificates from
veterinarians ready for Inspec-
tion.

Mr. Allen said that under ex-
isting charges for telephone
service in Goldthwaite, the
Southwestern States Telephone
Company is not earning a fair
return upon a fair value of its
property or investment. He said
he company aims to obtain at
least a 4.8 per cent return on
its investment.

The present earnings are the
lowest in the history of his
‘company’s operation in Gold-
thwaite, Mr. Allen said, al-
though there has been an in-
crease in the number of tele-
phone stations, the present
earnings of the company are
not adequate for meeting its
public service obligations

“They must be increased if
the company is to expand the
ystem and improve the service
to meet the needs of the people
of this ecity,” according to Mr
Allen’s statement. He said that

expenses have increased at a
greater rate than revenues, that
his company’s payroll in Gold-
thwaite last year was more
than four times higher than
before the war, thereby con-

tributing to a decline in earn-
