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Crowded Schools Start
Talk of Ne\y- Buildings

Tahoka School Board is studying
ways and means of gaining more
classroom space for the local
schools to relieve the crowded
condition, Clint Walker; president
and Otis Spears, school superinten-
dent, state.

This year the local plant is tax-
ed to capacity and all indications
point to a worsening condition in
the future. All available space in
North and South Elementary
buildings have been taken over
by classes, and some class rooms
are crowded beyond regulations.

Tahoka schools now have 1240
students in attendance, the larg-
est in the history of the school,
plus eight Negro students being
transported to Slaton’s Negro
high school.

High school enrollment is 210
this year and prospects are that
this will increase next year. In-
cidentally, Tahoka: dropped to
Class A in Interscholastic League
competition this year due to hav-
ing less than 200.in high school
the two previous years. But, if
the enrollment continues over
200 next year, Tahoka will be
back in Class AA two years from
now.

Some school patrons advocate a
new high school building, others
an addition to North Elementary.
But, the latter would not relieve
the situation in the high school
building for any appreciable time
if enrollment continues to in-
crease.

A proposal has also beén made,
probably the- most economical to
the district, to add to the old
high school building by flanking
the old building with a new one
around the front, north and south
sides, retaining the auditorium
and using this present old high
school building for junor high

classes, or the seventh, eighth and |

ninth grades.

Methodists Map
Building Plans

Sunday morning members of
the First Methodist Church voted
to begin preliminary plans for
reconstructing the church plant
and to build a unit onto the back
for Sunday School class rooms.

Final approval from the mem-
bers will be necessary after con-
struction costs are submitted to
the building committee.

Plans call for the sanctuary to
Le completely overhauled, lower-
ing the ceiling, providing a middle
aisle, and a completely new vesti-
bule, altar, pulpit and choir. The
basement would be reconstructed
to include two class rooms,  a

kitchen, parlor, large Fellowship |

Hall and a nursery and rest rooms.
The new educational unit would
contain two floors, with eight
class rooms, choir room, study,
ete.
The exterior would be recon-
structed in Early American arch-

itecture with a steeple, and the
and extended

steps broadened
with a middle landing. Also in-
ciluded is an elevator at the front
that is accessible from ground
floor on the outside.

The stained glass windows and
pews in the present building will
be utilized in the new plans,

The reconstruction =plan was
submitted to members along with
a plan for a new sanctuary on the
ground floor attached to the pres-
ent church building, which would
be remodeled into class rooms.
The reconstruction plan was ap-
proved almost two to one, with a
few votes cast for a completely
new sanctuary and educational
unit.

The building committee points
out that the church may, or may
not, approve the final plans for
the reconstruction project after
the construction costs are sub-
mitted. The vote, however, gave
the committee the direction in
which it should take in making
plan for either rebuilding or re-
modeling.

New Home Faces

Building Program

Because of a big increase in
enrollment and prospects for fu-
ture growth, New Home schools
are in dire need of more class-
room space, states Supt. H. L.
Miller.

New Home board has been dis-
cussing a proposed building pro-
gram, and DeWitt & Spencer, Lub-
bock architects, have been em-
ployed to work out preliminary
pians for a building program. The
board met on Nov. 6, again on
Nov. 13, and was meeting again
this Tuesday night on the situ-
ation.

The enrollment on Monday was
684, about 100 more than at the
same time a year ago, and ‘a steady
increase has been shown the last
four years. The census report for
195060 showed 370 students

Cool, damp weather since last
Thursday has virtually put a stop
to cotton harvest, but frosts and
light freezes have almost killed
vegetation and will permit more
rapid opening of late cotton. A
hard freeze is yet to come, al-
though the thermometer hit 29

degrees Sunday morning and again

Tuesday morning,

First light frost was received
this year on November 8, and light
frost also followed on Nov. 9, 12,
and 13: The thermometer barely
hit freezing on the 17th, low was
29 on the 18th, 30 on the 10th,
and 29 on the 20th.

The .11 inch of rain Friday
brought the year’s precipitation
to 16.44 inches in Tahoka.

Lynn county has ginned an esti-
mated 28,000 to 30,000 bales, far
behind last year’s ginnipgs, but
the crop is expected to rumn to
120,000 to 130,000 bales or more.

Official U. S. Census report on
pinnings was received by The
News Tuesday for November 1,
when 12,780 bales had been
ginned in the county, compared
to 52081 at the same time last
year. In its issue of November 2,
The News had estimated the
ginnings at.“a little more than
12,000 bales.”

Alert Practice
Needs Improving

A Civil Defense city-wide drill
Tuesday morning was held in Ta-
hoka at 9:30 a. m. and its ac-
tivities give the local organization
even more reason to continue its
alert practices.

Several weak points emerged
as a result of the drill, both on
the part of the organization and
the population of Tahoka as a
whole.

If the practice had been the
1eal thing, Civil Defense officials
estimate that down town Tahoka
would have been a 100 percent
loss. There are several reasons for
this deduction.

First, the cooperation of all
people of the town is needed to
carry out a successful program
and all persons should study the
lay-out of emergency directions,
both for down town tactics and
the -school evacuation plan. Sec-
ondly, during the school evacua-
tion, students had instructions to
remain away from school 15 min-
utes and then return to their
classes. Students largely came to
town and drove the streets while
the alert was on, which created
a dangerous situation down town.

Organization wise, more men
are needed to direct traffic on
one-way streets and to stop all
unnecessary traffic during the 10
or 15 minute drill period.

An automobile accident at the
end of the practice Tuesday morn-
ing occurred at the intersection
of North First and Ave. O in-
volving two mothers, one who was
travelling east leaving the school,
and another velling north re-
turning her child to school after
the all-clear had sounded.

Caution is urged by all those
{ravelling the streets during an

elling north on Ave. O, when the
accident occurred.

Both cars were badly damaged,
but the extent was not known
when the News went to press.
