DETROIT, Tex., Dec. 8 (AM—A home—:tata boom drumming Vice-President John Nance Garner as a
1840 presidential possibility who can say “no" as ens lly as ho can say “yea™ and Ilauding his “old-fashion-
ed virtues of economy, thrift and self-reliance” was started here today.

Roy Miller of Corpus Christl, a state demooratic leader and long-time friend of Garner, told a crowd
of his friends that the vice-president “believes In the old-fashloned principles of democracy” yet ls “"n

liberal” Miller, rapped third term
you-go system.”

“There i no tinge or taint of
radicallsm In the liberalism of John
Qarner,” Mliller sald., “His liberal-
fsm is that which would guarantee
to every American citizen the right
and opportunity to work out his or
her salvation with the lenst possi-
bla interference upon the part of
government, Therefore, he belleves
in all neceasary legislation and reg-
ulntion to protect the weak againat
the strong, the poor agalnst the

rich, the owner of property against
those who would destroy the own-
ership of property.”

This rural communlity In North-

east Texas, near FPossum Trot [
where Garner as a young man
organized a baseball team, was
selected for the launching of the
boom because the viee president
was born In a split-log cabin near
here. Many an old-time friend
was on hand for the meeting,

Miller listed among Garner's
qualifications for democratic lead-
ership in 1840 his “passionate pa-
triotism, his rugged honesty, loyal-
ty to convictions, party, friends and
country, and insight to public gques-
tions."

Referring to Garner's uge, he
sald:

“He possesses all of the mental
und physical vigor of men 20 or
more years his junior. Everyvone
knows that age Is not a question
of years, but Is purely a personal
matler, x x x

“Sometimes I think the time has
definitely arrived in America when
Iimportant questlons of trust and

clualvely In the hands of the elders.
There is no substitute, either In
public or private lfe, for experl-
ence and experience, of course,
comes only with years. As a mat-
ter of fact, the ‘only thing that is
old about John Garner s some aof
his politicsl philisophy. He still be-
lieves in the old-fashioned virtues
of economy, thrift and sell reliance,
In other words, he believes In the
old fashioned fundamental prinel-
ples of democracy, and no man in
Ameriea, In both his publle and
private 1ife, exemplifies those prin-
ciples to such a degree as does this
Breat man. x x x He belleves in
the pay-ss-you-go system, and what
a blessing it would be If that sys-
tem could be applied to America
today."

Garner's public record was de-
seribed as “without blot or staln,
& matchless record seldom equal-
led and never surpuassed in Amer-
lean history” Emphasizing thut
Garner “ls not now and never
will be an active candidate for
the presidency” Miller sald that
he nevertheless s “the best quali-
fled American to succeed Frank-
lin D. Roosevelt as presldent of
the United States.”

Liquidated

Effect Of Nazi Policy
On American Jews
Being Studied

BERLIN, Dec. 6 (AP)—
United States consular offi-
cials today sought official
German interpretation as to
what effect the newest anti-
Jewish restrictions might
have on American Jews hold-
ing property in Germany.

Three Billlon Dollars-

Liquidation of thoss holdinga al-
ready ls underwny and many
American Jews have cleaned up
thelr affairs in Germany durlng
the past few days,

The newspaper Deutsche All-
gemeine  Zeitung  estimated nt
$3,080,000,000 the total of Jewish
wealth which “must be moved"
under the economics minisiry
decrees authorizing lquldation of
Joewlsh possesslons.

German  press  commentalors
agreed forelgn Jews were not sub-
ject to provisions of yesterday's
decrees which forbade Jews to sell
or pown Jewelry or other valuables
without a government permit and
ordered them to deposit all secur-

| ities at banks.

DBut some sectlons of the press
weres of the opinion forelgners
were Included In the ban on
Jews owning real estate and In-
dustrial undertakings and It was
this angle that United States
officinls were Investigating.

The American chamber of com-
merce expressed belief few Amet-
fcans could be Involved since
Ameriean Jews have been with-
drawing from Germany as rapidly
as feasible, A Hamburg dispatch
said the last two Amervican Jews
in business there hod lguldated
their interests a few day apo.

Reporis from Vienng sald 3,000
Jewish boys between the nges of
4 and 17 would be permitted to
leave for England and the
Netherlands Thursday on special

trains provided by the Jewish
cultural organization.

In its estimate of Jewlsh wealth,
Deutsche Allgemeine Zeitung sald
this total (7,700,000,000 marks) took
in 2,900,000,000 marks In real estate
and working capitul (§1, 160 000,000 )
and that the remalnder was in
“other wealth,”

The decree announced yester-
day stlpulates that Jews no long-
er can sell or pawn any vialua-
bles without a government
permit, that they must deposit
securities within banks, and that
they can not scquire real estale.
