Bacterial blight occurs
throughout the world wherev=
er cotton ls grown, It is one
of the mot damaging plant dis-
eases in Texas, and during re-

sent years has caused an es-
timated $37 million yearly loss
to Texas growers,

this pathogen are known, but on-
ly two are widely distributed.

The organism enters the plant
through open stomata and
wounds in, the leaves, bolls and
stems, The bacteriabreakdown
the cell wall of the spongy tis-
sues, releasing cellular juices,

Infected leaves soonturnyel-
low and are shed, and exces=-
sive leaf shedding reduces the
ylelding ability of the plant.
Boll lesions provide ports of en=
try for boll - rotting fungi,
thus bacterial blight is one of
the principal causes of boll
rots,

The blight organism may
overwinter In the soil on un=-
decomposed plant debris, bu
more commonly is carriedfrom
season to season within and on
planting seed. Once Ina field the
disease is spread from plam te
plant and from old to new tis«
sues by wind-driven, splash-
