A3 soon as
theso farms arc measured, tho acre
age is figured and a card is mailed
to the producer stating tho acreage
that was actually measured on tho
place, ns designated bytho producer,
This docs not mean that tho requir
ed acres aro correct, according to
your work sheet.

1 would adviso each producer to
check tho acres and sco if he is in
compliance. Bo sure you have di-

verted nt least 20 percent of your
cotton base,then subtract your cot-
ton base from your total cultivat-
ed acres and see that your general
base of feed baso will be. Tako
15 percent of that and add to tho
amount of acres of cotton that was
diverted and seo if you havo tho
lequired number of diverted acres.
This is very important that you
have theso acres correct, becauseit
might prevent you from receiving
payment.

If any changes are to be made,
come to tho County Agent's office
and designate the changes on tho
farm map.

Mr. Crockett, in support of his
resolution, stated that nt least two
years was required for n now offi-
cial to become fully acquainted with
his job, and that four years would
give tho officers moro timo to
make plans in the carrying out tho
duties of tho office. He stated that
"making plans for two years, and
then going right back into n cam-
paign so soon docs not give timo
to carry out plans to advantage of
tax payers. When one is elected for
n four year term ho has enough
spaceof timo nhcad of him to work,
and ho naturolly assumes all re
sponsibility ana problems that con
front him ns being his nnd not
place tho burden on the next admin
istrntlon to handle."

Suicide of L. O. Cooper,
suspect in the brutal slay-
ing of Miss Juanita Kelly
whosebody was found bur-
ied in a shallow grave in a
Sudanpatch betweenWhite
face and Morton Monday,
led District Attorney Dan-
iel A. Blair of Lubbock1 to
announce Wednesday the
case is "closed."

Miss Kelly,
daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
S. C. Kelly of Morton, re-
cently sold her interest in
a restaurant in Clovis, N.
M., and had been at trie
home of her parentsfor ap-
proximately a week pre-
vious to her disappearance
on the night of October 17.

Body Found Monday
She was last seen at a dance hall

about one and one half miles from
where her body, slashed at the
throat and badly decomposed, was
found Monday afternoon.

Cooper, arrested by Cochran
County Sheriff J. S. Crockett Mon-
day afternoon as a auspect in the
case, was being held in the Lub-
bock county jail after undergoing
two days of grueling by officers.
At no time did he admit the slay-
ing.

Cooper, a Cochrane county far
mer on whose farm the mutiliatcd
body of the girl was found, said
Miss Kelly had been struck over the
head with a heavy, studded wine
bottle. He said her body had been
taken into a sudan patch on his
farm. Her throat was slit and she
was buried there.

Suspect Denies Killing Woman
Ho did not admit to officers,

however, that he slew the woman.
He said "two other men" who ap-
proached him and Miss Kelly as
they sat drinking in his car on the
night of October 17, had slain her.
The knife they used, he admitted
was his.

Under continued grueling, the
Cochrane county farmer told offic-
ers he was left with the body.
Frightened, he buried it in a sudan
patch on his farm. He said ho made
three trips to the houso before ho
finished tho grisly task. He said he
burned his own blood-staine- d cloth-
es afterward to destroy the evi-
dence.

Found Dead in Cell
Cooper was found dead In cell In

tho Lubbock county jail Wednes-
day morning by Deputy Sheriff
Parum Posscy after tho prisoner
tho night boforo had told officers:
"If you'll let mo sleep, I'll finish
it up for you in tho morning."

Tho prisoner had slashedhis arm
above the elbow and death was
caused from loss of blood.

Charges that Cooper had murder-
ed Miss Kelly wero filed by Sher-
iff J. S. Crockett of Morton with
Justlco of the Teace J. P. Taylor
early Wednesday morning, Burton
S. Burks, assistant district attor-
ney was informed lato the samo
day.

Find Knife and Bottle
Sheriff Crockett was in Lubbock

when the Lubbock officers return-
ed Tuesday night with the knife
and wine bottle. On returning to

Will It Be "Queen Wally?"
Next to the question of who will be elected President

of the United States on November 3, probably more
people in this country are interested in the question
whether King Edward VIII of England is going to mar-
ry the vivacious American woman, Mrs. Ernest Simp-
son, after she gets her divorce, which her husband said
he would not contest when the case came up for trial
in an English court. Nobody knows the answer but the
King and Mrs. Simpson,but the underwriters of Lloyd's
the great English insurance exchange,are asking a 25
percent premium to insure London merchantsagainstthe
postponementof the King's coronation, which had been
sot fnr nfixt Mav. That is taken to mean that British fi
nancial minds believe that the King will get married
to somebody with the result that all plans for the coro-
nation will be changed.

Meantime, the gossip of both sides of the Atlantic are
busy speculating as to whether the King intends to mar-
ry Mrs. Simpson,whether he can legally marry her
whetherif he marriesher she can take the title of Queen,
and whether he ought to marry her, anyway. All Ameri-
ca is interested,because sheis an American. Everybody
who ever knew the former Miss Wallis Warfield of Bal-

timore speaksof her in the highest terms as a lady who
can hold her own in any society, and whose lineage, if
not royal, is at least as good and as well authenticated
as that of King Edward himself. Shehas been theKing's
constant companion for a long time, and numbersamong
her friends many of the highest figures in the British
peerage.But sheis an American, though a British subject
by reason of her marriage to Ernest Simpson.

Can the King of England marry a commoner? No-

body seems to "know of any law to prevent him from
marrying anyone he pleases,except the Act of Success-
ion which prohibits him from marrying a Roman Cath-
olic. But Mi-s- . Simpsonis a Protestant-- so there seemsto
be no legal obstacle in the way of her marrying the
King if it so pleasesboth of them.

To be sure, no King of England has married a com-
moner since Henry VIII took Anne Boleyn to wife ; but
that is not tosay it can'tbe done. An old English law pro-
hibits any member of the royal family from marrying
without the monarch's consent,but surely King Edward
could give his own consentto his own marriage. And if
the question of nobility is a serious one, nobody can
prevent the King from making Mrs. Simpsona duchess
or a marchionessbefore hemarries her. Kings have en-

nobled their favorites in the past without marrying
them. King Charles IPs blood runs in the veins of some
of England's proudest families, descendantsof his ille-
gitimate children of whom Nell Gwynne was the moth-
er, and upon whom he conferred titles of nobility.

It seemsto be true that whomsoeverthe King legally
marries becomesthe Queen,although the husbandof a
reigning Queen does not automatically become King.
Queen Victoria's husband had only the title of Prince
Consort.

It is all interesting speculation, especially in view of
the fact that "Wally's" forthcoming divorce will be her
second. King Edward's great-grandmothe- r, Queen Vic-
toria, would not recognizeor receivea divorcee,but tim-
es and moral judgments have changed in the 35 years
since Victoria died. It is hardly likely that anybody
would try to snub "Queen Wally" if things should turn
out that way.
