One{that
every one should remember was
the best way to treat disease |
was to prevent it. And in this/
.connection he pointed out the|
evils of allowing animals and
chickens, or any living thing to
die and putrify. He stressed
the necessity of burning all|
these when they die, and thus,
destroy germs and prevent the|
further spread of disease. ’

All together, these lectures
were real good and -calcu-
rated to be of great benefit to
the farmers of the county and |
to all of us for that matter, |
who will put into practice the |
things spoken. ‘
