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Man Jailed After

Allsup’s

Tahoka Police arrested a Tahoka
man Friday after Allsup’s conven-
ience store on West Lockwood was
robbed about 3:30 a.m. Thursday.

Charged with robbery was Jesse
Almendares Gonzales, 25, who sign-
ed a statement admitting the rob-
bery, which netted about $140, and
also admitting a robbery of the same
store Jan. 2.

Allsup’s officials said clerk Zina
Atkinson was in the store alone
when a man wearing a pantyhose
mask came into the store, displayed
a knife and took the money. The
clerk was not harmed, The same
clerk had been on duty Jan. 2, and
she reportedly realized it was the
same man.

Gonzales remained in jail at mid-
week in fieu of $2,000 bond set by
Justice of the Peace Ed Hamilton.

Also in jail during the week were
two persons for driving while intox-
icated and one each for criminal
mischief and operating a motor
vehicle with an expired drivers
license.

In the criminal mischief case, a
20-year-old Tahoka man pleaded
guilty and was fined a total of $243,
including restitution, for shooting
out the window on a tractor owned
by Edwin Nettles near Lakeview.
The man was sentenced by County
Judge J.F. Brandon.

A 7-year-old Wilson boy was bit-
ten by a dog last Saturday and
deputies located and destroyed the
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stray dog. Tests now are being con-
ducted to determine possible rabies.
Mcanwhile, a report back on tests of
a cat which attacked a teenage
Wilson girl was fortunately
negative, officers said.

A 1975 Chevrolet pickup reported
stolen in Lubbock was found Sun-
day just inside the Lynn County line
near FM 2192. The truck had been
burned, and officers found a gas
can and kitchen match near the
scene.

Police also received calls during
the past week including a complaint
about three boys who were throwing
trash out of their pickup into the
streets, and another call from a resi-
dent who reported his wife had been
receiving obscene phone calls.
