* operations. 'He hopes to have the
bill ready to place in the hands
of the legislators early in the fall,
soon after the elections, so that
time can be had for comprehen-
sive study. Heretofore, too often,
the appropriation bills have been
hastily drafted, and more hagtily
p passed in the dying hours of“the
regular session, with inadequate
consideration resulting in inevit-
able waste and extravagance. By
having a single bill, drafted after
long and careful study, and final-
ly approved by a single conference
committee, instead of five dif-
ferent bills, handled by different
committees, and agreed to by five
sets of conferees, Redditt hopes to
obtain a properly balanced ap-
propriation schedule, and effect
substantial economies in State

operation.
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BUDGET OFFICER NEEDED

The bills will, of course, be
based upon the budget estimates
made by the Board of Control,
which is the State’s official bud-
getmg organization. Incidentally,
virtnally every fiscal expert who
has taken a look at the Texas’ set
up has agreed that one of the
first steps necessary to effect ef-
ficiency and economy in Texas
government is the creation of the
office of budget director, to be
filled by a trained man, with
budgets prepared sufficiently far
in advance to give the legislators
time adequately to study and con-
sider them before passage. These
experts have pointed out the in-
ongruous situation of the Board
f Control—which is the State’s
largest spending body—prepar-
ing the budgets for itself and all
other departments. The Board of
Control in recent years has be-
come 80 burdened with a multi-
tude of other duties delegated by
the Legislature, including relief,
old age pensions, and other new
activities that its members do not
have time to do the budgeting

to those interested in economy, is
the need for laws doing away
with the 99 special funds in the
State treasury, placing all the
state’s income in a single general
fund, from which appropriations
are made by the Legislature to
the varfous departments and
dgencies.

SECOND DEVELOPMENT

Announcement by the East
Texas Chamber of Commerce of
its plans for an extensive survey
of the tax burden from the coun-
ties on up, and the retention of
Curtis Morris, Longview news-
paper publisher, and research ex-
pert, to head up this important
task, also offers promise of some
effective achievement in reduc-
ing unnecessary expenditures for
Government. Tax committees of
prominent cities already are be-
ing set up by the East Texas C
of (' in the 100 counties it serves,
who will interest themselves on a
strictly non-political basis, in
public expenditures and in analys-
1s of old and new tax laws. Stud-
ies made by Ilubert Harrison,
manager of the C of C, and others,
have revealed that some wonder-
fully effective work has been done
by use of a similar plan in sever-
al other states. In some cases,
substantial reductions in State
2xpenditures Hmve been accompli-

shed without cutting down on
necessary governmental funet-
ions.
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RESOURCE TAXES

The East Texans, claiming 48
percent of the State’s taxable
values within their territory, are
naturally interested in the oil
taxation problem, since this is
the source of most of their wealth.
In this connection, and in view of
the cry of the politicians to ‘‘tax
natural resources’’ to pay pen-
sions, and finance other new State
governmental actdvities, some in-
teresting figures have been com-
piled by an Austin tax expert.
His figures show th: 1in 1937 the
State of Texas collecied $18,245, -
000 in taxes (severance taxes on-
ly) on natural resources. This
does not take into account local
taxes collected on an advalorem
basis by local taxing units. Dur-
ing 1936 (the last year for which
complete fizures from other states
are available), all of the other 47
States in the union collectted in
severance taxes on natural resour-
ces $17,443,000. Thus, the figures
indicate that Texas natural re-
sources paid last year more in
severance taxes to the State than
all of the other states combined
collected from producers of nat-
ural resources within their bord-
ers. The figures are offered in
support to the claim of these in-
dustries that they are bearing
more than their share of the tax
burden and cannot pay further
ihcreases and remain in competi-
tion with other states.

Any intelligently made, unbais-
ed study of the tax situation,
which keeps away from persona-
lities and politics, should be hope
ful in Texas, because the State’s
present tax set-up is a terrible
hodge-podge of legislation passed
at various times, without scienti-
fic determmatlon of the facts,
and frequently as a result of poli-
tical mainpulation, rather than
careful thinking which ought to
characterize the business manage-
ment of an institution which

Sidelights

The new farm program is de-

signed to give agriculture a place

of equality in the national pic-

ture. No thinking person can de-

ny the need for such a proeram.
Anyone with eyen a short mem-
ory can recall the davs of five
cent cotton and twenty cent
wheat, of ten cent corn and three
cent cattle. These prices wreck-
ed not only the farm and ranch

sections but wrecked industry as
well. )

The well-being  of agriculture
is necessary if the nation is to
prosper, and it is the well-being
of agriculture that is the purpose
of the farm program.

The nwew legislation
the following features :

(1) It continues the soil
servation program, improved and
simplified.  Every man, woman
and child in America is interest-
ed in the conservation of the soil.

(2) It provides a fund out of
tariff collections to be used in the
building up of our foreign mark-
ets for farm products, as well as
for widening the distribution of
such products in tue United Stat-
€es.

(3) It provides for loans on
various farm commodities to pre-
vent price collapse and to pre-
vent scarcity.

(4) It authorizes the Secretary
of Agriculture to apply for cor-
rections in freight rate diserimi-

contains

con-

nations against farm products
and to fight such applications

through to a final conclusion,

(5) It makes provision for
finding new uses and new outlets
for farm commodities and the

products thereof and for research
laboratory in each major region.
(6) It provides that the farm-

ers, by a two-thirds vote, may
establish marketing quotas on
corn, wheat, cotton and rice, to

be effective only when there are
surpluses above what the market
will absorb both here and in for-

eign countries. It provides that
if more than one-third of the
farmers oppose any quota, it

shall not be put into effect.

(7) It increases the share in
conservation payments to small
farmers and tenants and sets a
limit on the payment which large
producers can receive.

(8) It provides protection for
tenants and prevents landlords
who reduce their tenants with-
out justification from getting
any part ef the payment that
would otherwise go to the tenant.

I have insisted from the very
first that the farm measure
should contain provisions which
would assure fair treatment to
small farmers and tenants so that
individual farming will be en-
couraged. Such provisions were
included in the measure which 1
introduced in the House, and 1
am glad that we have been able
to keep these safeguards in the
measure.

The provision for enlarging our
foreign markets is one of major
importance. 1 believe that it is
much better to pay a slight loss
on shipments to countries which
do not produce a commodjty than
to refrain from producing that
commodity and thus lose the la-
bor and commerce connected
with its production. Thig philos-
ophy has been retained in the bill.

The measure is not all that
some of us would have liked, but
I feel that it is a step in the right
direction. It provides the funda-
mentals for a long-range farm
and ranch program and can be
improved in the light of our ex-
perience from year to year.
