BEWAItD IS SUE.

Most Americana will agree that
there Is substantial justice In the
plan to grant Finland a material
reduction in its debt to the United
States.

Finland, In case you have for- -
gottn, Is the one European nation
which has been paying Its debt to
this country punctually and fully.
Finland Is a small nation and a
poor one; but while such great
powers as France and England
havo found their debt payments
too Irksome to meet, Finland has
paid one hundred cents on the
dollar whenever a note fell due.

Now tho state department Is ne-
gotiating with the Finnish govern-
ment for a substantial reduction
in tho debt. Congress will have
to approvo any such settlement, of
course, to make It binding; but
there Is lltle doubt that congress
will do It without delay.- - A Eu
ropean debtor that actually pays
itc debts Is a rare enough phenom-
enon to deserve special treatment

PresidentRoosevelt estimates
that next year the national debt
will reach a figure of $31,834,000,000

tho highest point in its history.
This is a staggering sum; but it
Is worth remembering that it is
by no means unprecedented.

Great Britain has a national debt
of 7,683,000,000pounds sterling, or
about 438,000,000,000 at par; and
GreatBritain's population Is about
a third that of tho United States.

Look at it In another way, Eng
land's debt amounts to $799 per
capita; America's at the top sug-
gested by the president, will am-
ount to $231 per capita. And, In-

cidentally, In 1932 our national
wealth "was estimated at $247,000,
000,000.

A bill to create it has already
been drafted by a New Yorker
and will probably be Introduced in
Congresssoon after the Presidents
monetary program goes through.
The administration may prefer the
trial balloon technique to direct
sponsorship but you can bet your
winter coat that the White House
Is sympathetically inclined.

Authority is the right word too.
The general idea is to set up an
orgaiilxation to control currency
and foreign exchange and credit
as they have never been bossedbe-
fore. The governing board's pow
ers as planned make a piker of
Mussolini. ' In theory it will be in
dependent of either political or
Wall Street Influence. New York
conservativesagree that they won't
count but ore skeptical about the
political part.

Centralized
Here are some of the. levers the

Authority could pull to run tho ma
chine: monopoly of currency issue.
right to buy gold and silver, sole
right to deal in foreign exchange,
privilege of redlscountlng Federal
Reservepaper, domination of Fed-
eral Reservepolicies.

Naturally local bankers don't

take kindly to the Authority Idea.
It would strip them of most of the
influence-- they still possess.So they
havo evolved a counter-pla-n of their
own. It has been circulatedamong
bank executives for comment but
nobody seemsto know what to do
about presenting it to the govern-
ment.

The bankers' project calls for a
reducuon In the number of reserve
banks from, twelve to four. Each
of the four would have approxi-
mately the same resourcesso that
no oneof them could dominate the
others. It also calls for a much
broader assignment of powers to
the Federal Reserve Board as a
centralizing force than it has at
present

This new Reserve Board would
have eleven members five chosen
by the Reserve Banks (1. e. by
bankers) five 'appointed by the
President and a governor electedby
the ten thus named. Note that
this gives the bankersa 50-5-0 voice
at the top and compare It with the
provision for a Governing Board
In the Federal Authority bill. The
latter 'calls for seven members a
governor and two representatives
each of industry, agriculture and
banking. Only the last two would
trace to banking sources.

A year ago the concessionsto
government in the bankers' plan
would have been unthinkable to
financial big shots. Now they'd
be darnedhappy to savethat much
bacon. What worries them is how
to push the idea without ruining
it in Congressional eyes by their
own sponsorship.

NEW YORK (UP) To thoso
who picture a racing driver aa a
wild-eye- d madman with nerves of
steel and distilled ice water In his
veins, Mr. Lou Schneider would
prove a severe

Mr. Schneider has a perfectly
sane look In his eyes. He wears

suits, spats, swings
a cone,and might easily be mistak
en for a musician out of one of tho
better Broadway bands, and he
really admits that there have been
many times In races that found him
scared fourteen ways to the Jack.

I have yet to go into a skid,"
Mr. Schneider confided as he
perched on my desk today, "with-
out having goosepimples break out
on me in fine profusion."

The record books show that Mr.
Schneider is one of the foremost
men of the roaring rood. Winner
of the 500-mi- classic
In 1931, and second by 34 seconds
In 1828, he hasbeen one of the big-ti-

drivers for more than a de
cade.

I recalled to Mr. Schneider that
nearly all sports champions, even
when they are at the top of the
heap, always said there was lots
mora to learn about their particu-
lar games. Was he still learning
about automobile racing?

"No," ho replied, "I learned all
I know about race driving the
first time I ever drove at Indianap
olis.

If I hadn't
aosoroeu it an in inat one lesson,
I'd have finished in tho field hos-
pital. But don't think I'm brag
ging. There's not a whole hell of
a lot to being a good driver. I can
take any level-heade- healthy man
who has been driving a pleasure
automobile for six or seven years'
out to and In a week
or so have him going around the
track at 115 as easily as veteran
drivers do. You see, common sense
and caution are tho two main re
quisites for a successful driver,
The heavy-foote- d wild guy's who
Just'must keep the throttle down
to the floorboard all the time, don t
last long. Give 'em time and they
all wind up In a crash. To make
a name for yourself, as well aa a
little money, you've got to content
yourself oftlmes with something
short of first place. It's better to
finish in fourth placo and take
fourth place money, than to lead
moBt of tho .way and crack-u- p near
the finish and get nothing but
fractures, concussions andburns.

Schneider believes the rule lim
iting the starting field to 33 will
eliminate many of the hazards of
