Thoro is as much logic and justice in a bill which would permit

convict labor to use a state-owne-d plant to compete with private
printers, as there is in the law which now permits the Federal Govern-

ment to print return addresseson envelopes and sell them at prices
which .small printers throughoutthe nation cannothope to meet.

Li efthe- - casegovernment property supportedby all the taxpayers,
ii urged in a competitive manner to injure a particular branch of busi-

ness which is itself taxed to establishor maintain tax-fre-e competition
with which it cannot compete. Regardless of all finespun socialistic
and political theories, this doctrine is contrary to the fundamentalsof
cur government and shculd not be tolerated in a free country.

12 and 13, has played one of the
ns nt important parts in the devel-
opmentof Texasnatural gas service
At a time more than 20 years ao
when natural gas service was only a
name and was looked upon as a
highly risky business. Mr. Denning
took the lead in organizing the
company which built the state's
first lone: distance gas line.

Under the supervision of E. R.
Brown, as vice president and gener-
al manager, and W. P. Gage, as
superintendent,the first pipe line
was constructedby the Lone Star
Gas Company from the Petrolia
field near the Red River to Fort
Worth and later to Dallas, this was
in 1903 Ik became president of
the Lone Star in 1913 and since then
has been instrumental in buildtnc
up a gas syMcm of about 1,000
miles of pip-- j line, supplying com-
plete gas service to about "03 com-
munities in Texas and Oklahoma.

Mr. Denning was born in Greens-burg- .

Indiana. He became associ
ated with natural gas interests in
1002 as attorney for gas companies
in Southern Ohio, and his contact
with the industry covers a peT.vt
of nlmo:--: 30 years in the leading
natural gas producing areu of the
countrv ln 1021 he was nresirlent
of the Natural Gas Association of,
America, and during President
Wilson's administration was a mem--!
