Austin, Tex., Feb, 17.—8enator Kel-

lie created a sensation in the senate
this morning by |mwu a bill pro-
hibiting policial speeches in ‘‘all pub- |

lic houses, commonly known as

churches,”’ in conection with religious

services or otherwise, declaring it a
misdemeanor punishahle by a fine of
fifty dollars or ten days imprisonment

Terrell of Bowle county objected
strongly to the measure. Sturgeon
dealt it several blows, saying it violat-
eu the right of free spescch and relig-
ious freedom. Terrell tried to prevent
the bill from going to the committee,
but the chalr held that was the only
course open and that the senate had
no right to discuss the bill until it was
reported by the committee, Cofer de-
clared the measurg would be handled
properly. The bill was promptly re-
ferred to the jwdiciary committee,

Thé house this morning finally pass-
ed the bill establishing a West Texas
normal, Bowman and Potter “making

strong speeches favoring the measure,

The bill regulating the presentation
of claims against corporations was also
passed, as w_oll as the measure per:
mitting the Investment of thé perma-
nent school fund in  district school
bonds. : 2

In the senate Kellie offered a bill re-
quiring okctrtc rallways to provide
closed cars between Novembor 15th
and March 16th,

Two Noted Indians to be at the Fort
Weorth Stock Show.

Two Indians, each with a history
closely identified with that of Texas,
will probably be the most observed of
all the features at the coming Na-
tional Feeders’ and Breedors’ Show

| to be held in Fort Worth March 13th to

20th. Geronjmo, at one time the most
dreaded apd most hunted of his race
in the whole United Staten, and still a
prisoner on parole, is one of these.
Quanah Parker, the son of Cynthia Ann
Parker, who was stolen from her fath-
er's ranch In 1836 and grew to young
womanhood In the trible by whom she
was caplured, and of Peta Nocoma, a
full-blooded war chlef of the Coman-
ches, is the other.

Geronimo was hunted all over the
Bouthwest by General Crook, who fin-
ally gave it up and sent In his resig-
utlon General Miles, afterward In
eomnnnd of the Federal troops, was
then sent In pursult, and after one of
the longest, most hazardous mah-hunts
in the history of the country finally
captured the famous chief. Geronimo
was held In varijous forts in Florida
#nd Kansas, and finally sent to Lawton,
Oklahoma, where he now is.

Cynthia Ann Parker, a 9-year-old
child, was stolen from her father's
ranch near the present site of Groes-
| beck, Tex., and carried away Into cap-
tivity, So. giew
the tribe and finally married Nocona.
Of this union there were two children.
The eldest died before reaching matur-
ity, and the other is the same Quanah
Parker who will be present at the
show this year, Nocona was killed in
a hand-to-hand fight in Texas, and his
squaw was captured. When taken into
custody it was found that she had blue
eyes, and finally her Identity was
learned. She had grown fo be (oo
muech of an Indian, however, and never
returned to”the Jife of the whites
Chief Quanah Parker long ago re-
turned to the white mode of life and Is
a successful bréeder of cattle at his
ranch in Oklahoma.

These two chiefs will be seen leading
forty of their braves In daily parade
during the show and will appear night-
1y in the srena of the Coliseum. As
