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WASHINGTON (AP) — The Carter
administration announced Friday it
will push ahead with full development
of a new $30 billion MX mobile missile
system which it said will **strengthen
the stability of the strategic balance”
between the United States and Rus-
sia.

President Carter’s long-awaited de
cision was made public a week before
the U.S.-Soviet summit meeting in
Vienna where the SALT 1l agreement
limiting strategic nuclear weapons
will be signed

A senior defense official, briefing
newsmen on details of the huge new
missile system, said it falls within the
terms of the SALT agreement and
that *‘on balance, I Mink it will help”
win Senate ratification of the SALT
treaty

White House spokesman Rex Gran
um said the president’s decision, fol
lowing weeks of internal administra
tion debate, would buttress global sta
bility because Carter *‘doesn’t believe
we can have serious discussions with
the Russians if they have any advan
tage in the arms race.”

Prime minister blasts
decision on sanctions

SALISBURY., Zimbabwe Rhodesia
(AP) This country’s new black
prime minister Friday blasted Presi
dent Carter's detision to maintain
economic sancltions against Zim
babwe Rhodesia as a “'blatant exam
ple of political expediency and double
standards

A senior white government official
expressed hope the Carter move
might aid pro Rhodesian forces in
Congress

Neighboring black African states
which have not recognized the new
government generally supported
Carter’s position, while a spokesman
for guerrilla forces fighting o topple
the Salisbury government said the
president’s decision was not strong
enough

Prime Minister Abel Muzorewa, the
Methodist bishop who took office
ecight days ago as the first head of the
new black majority government, said
he was shocked by Carter’s decision
lhursday to retain the 13-year-old
sanctions on grounds that Zimbabwe
Rhodesia had not made sufficient
progress “toward legitimate majori
ty rule

‘It would be hard (o think of a more
blatant example of political expedien
cy and of double standards and it is
astonishing that it should come from
a president of the United States, who
claims to be a champion of human
rights,”” Muzorewa told reporters

A senlor white official in the For
eign Ministry who asked not o be
identified charged that Carter was
trying to win the favor of Salisbury's
black African opponents, ““most of
whom haven’t had democratic elee
tions. "

“We've seen it all before,”” the
white official said. "The decision will
only serve to fuel the pro-Salisbury
lobby in the Senate.™

In South Africa, state radio and
television said Carter’s decision
marked “an all-time low of expedi
ence and irresponsibility.”” It charged
Carter retained the sanctions because
“appeasement of the militant black

states has become a habit of mind

ind because the United States “has
an ingrained antipathy to the role of
the white man in southern Africa

Muzorewa maintained that the in
stallation of a black led government
meets Western preconditions for lift
ing the sanctions, imposed under U N
mandale after the white minority

Nonprescription sleeping pills
recalled by government, industry

WASHINGTON (AP) — The gov- . cluded in April that methapyrilene

ernment and industry announced the
recall Friday of most drugs contain
ing a cancer-causing antihistamine
that for years has been the active
ingredient in such nonprescription
sleeping pills as Sominex, Excedrin
P.M. and Compoz

The recall means the products
should quickly disappear from phar
macies and othet storéS*that sell
over-the-counter drugs

But Wayne Pines, a spokesman for
the Food and Drug Administration,
said it will be up to individual com
panies whether to reimburse consum
ers who have the drugs in their home
medicine cabinets

The voluntary recall involves drugs
using methapyrilene, which for 25
yvears has been used in over-the
counter sleep aids and other drugs

The annoucement was made jointly
by Secretary Joseph A. Califano of
the Department of Health, Education
and Welfare and the Proprietary As
sociation, whose members make 80
percent to 90 percent of the non-pre
scription products containing metha
pyrilene

“This substance poses a potential
risk to humans, and people who take
sleep aids or cough-cold or allergy
remedies should discontinue using
those containing methapyrilene,"” Ca
lifano said. ""Consumers should con
sult the ingredient list on medicines in
their possession to see whether meth
apyrilene appears.”

The recall will not remove over-the
counter nasal sprays and skin medi
cations that contain relatively small
amounts of methapyrilene sinee the
risk associated with those prepara
tions is much lower, the government
said

WASHINGTON (AP) — The na
tion's air is getting dirtier, with pollu
tion-created haze affecting visibility
across much of the nation, including
the once-pristine air of the desert
Southwest, new scientific findings

The studies of air quality at 20
airports in the East, Midwest and
Southwest show the decine in visibili
ty is not limited to major urban areas
but is found in remote unpopulated
areas as well as rural and suburban

The Southwest, a region known for
pristine air, has suffered visibility
declines from 10.to 30 percent in the
last two decades, the studies said

In the Midwest and East, visibility
has declined from 10 to 40 percent,

Dr. E. Linn Draper Jr.,
assistant to the chairman
of the board of Gulf States
Utilities in Beaumont,
said the “probability” of
deaths in the nuclear cy-
¢cle (from the minimg of
uranium to the produc-
tion of electricity) is less
than alternate sources of
electricity,”” including
coal and oil

Dr. Ruth Weiner, a pro-
fessor of envirment-1
studies at Western
Washington University,
siad, however, the United
States should slow down
the production of nuclear
wastes until scientist can
get better data on the
long term health effects
of radiation

Both Draper and
Weiner spoke during a
panel discussion on
nuclear power conducted
as part of the Third An-
nual Conference For
Teachers of Free Enter-
prise at the University of
Texas.

Draper said this coun-
try's nuclear plants have
outstanding
record of safety

""Wermean expel
maifunctions but we.can
construct facilities with
safeguards to respond to
problems and minimize
the deaths (resulting
from a nuclear acci-
dent),"” Draper said

Although the comse-
quences of a nuclear acci-
dent might be greater,
the probability of such an
accident occurring is less
than the probability of
coal mine cave-ins or oil
drilling rig accidents,
Draper said. The benefits
to be gained from nuclear
power out weigh the
risks, Draper said

Draper also said the
fuel costs of the various
energy forms also

make nuclear power the
most economical
Nuclear power current
ly costs 1% cents per
kilowatt hour while elec
tricity produced with coal
costs 2.3 cents per

‘Nuclear energy safer, more
knowlege needed, panel says

kilowatt hour and elec-
tricity generated with oil
costs, Draper said.

Draper said the reason
for the low price of
nuclear generated elec-
tricity is low fuel costs.
Uranium represents
about 10 percent of the
cost of a coal-burning
plant, Draper said

““The influence infla-
tion has on the cost of

. electricity is less in a

nuclear plant,” Draper
said.
Weiner, however, said

the risks from radiation
exposure and the lack of
adequate storage for
nuclear wastes dictates
that the proliferation of
nuclear power plants
needs to be slowed down

‘““We have generated
the nuclear system faster
than knowledge of the
risks has increased,”
Wéiner said

Weiner said that by the
year.2010, 95 percent of
the nuclear wastes will be
strontium %0 and cesium
137—substances that can
enter the food chain

These materials would
have to be stored for 600
years before they would
no longer be dangerous,
MNeiner said. ‘‘we are
talking about longer than
any political system or

(nuclear waste) con-
tainer we know of."”
Weiner said

Weiner said alter-
natives to replace elec-
tricity, such as using
solar energy for water
heating, should be
developed

“We must slow down
the use of nonreplaceable
resources (such asoil and
coal) and catch up with
development of other
resources,” Weiner said

But Draper said the na
tion cannot expect to
generate more than 5 per
cent of its energy from
solar power by the year
2000

““I really don't think we
ought to expect a major
contribution from solar
energy by the year 2000,"
Draper said

Both Draper and

WASHINGTON (AP) — More sup
port was picked up Friday for a Con
gressional bill to strip baseball of its
immunity from antitrust laws and to
restrict use of territorial rights in all
professional sports

Three players’ unions joined the
sponsors of the House measure while
Sen. Alan Cranston, D-Calif., intro
duced a similar bill in the Senate to
enable Los Angeles to get another pro
football team when the Rams move to
Anaheim after next seajon E

Supporting the legiSlation were the
Major League Players Association,
the National Football League Plavers
Association and the North American
Soccer League Players Association

Reps. John F. Seiberling, D-Ohio,
and Julian C. Dixon, D-Calif., intro
duced the legislation which would, in

addition to ending baseball's exemp
tion from antitrust laws, make it ille
gal for a professional team in a large
metropolitan area to unilaterally bar
other teams in that sport from enter
INg IS area

Specifically, the bill states that one
team cannot ban another in the same
sport from locating within a 75-mile
radius unless that geographical
area has a population under 2 mil-
lion

The 75-mile figure was used be
cause most major professional
sports, except soccer-and baseball,
use that radius for determining

home territory’".of an existing figaget" "

chise. Soccer and baseball use a 1%
mile radius

Most of the talk at the Capitol news
conference, called by Dixon, reflected
the disenchantment with the territori
al rules that have helped leave Wash
ington without a baseball franchise
since 1971 and may leave Los Angeles
without an NFL team

‘A monopoly is a monopoly wheth
er itbe ofl, moVies or sports,” said
Cranston. 1 think Congress will
place limits on monopolistic practices
by sports teams owners and will move
to end inconsistencies in the antitrust
laws as they apply to professional
team sports.’

Seiberling and Dixon, both mem
bers of the House Judiciary Commit
tee, said they had received assur
ances from Chairman Peter Rodino,
D-N.J.. that he would hold hearings
on the bill. In the past, Rodino has
placed sports antitrust legislation
down the list of his committee’s
priorities

“If it hits the floor, it will pass
overwhelmingly.'" said Seiberling

Dixon said the legislation “'is de
signed as a first step in introducing
professional sports to the realities of
the marketplace, and of public ac
countability

‘Baseball has been immune from

these for 57 years, due to a mistaken
court decision which neither the
courts nor the Congress have been
willing to correct. There is no logical
reason..why professional baseball,
which is enjoying all-time record
atendance and revenues, should con
tinue to stand alone among profes

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Bird wears tag
of richest rookie

BOSTON (AP) Larry Bird got
lost jogging Friday morning bul
found his way to a ballyhooed Boston
Celtics ceremony where he became
the richest rookie in sports history at
$3.25 million for five National Basket
ball Association seasons

Hailed as one of the great collegians
of all time, the blond 6-foot-9 Indiana
State star, and self-professed “‘hick
from French Lick,” was anointed the
prospective savior of the once-power
ful NBA team

“I'm ready to play right now,” said
Bird at a mobbed Boston Garden
news conference where he was given
uniform No. 33 by Celtics President
Red Auerbach

“1 should have told Mr. Auerbach I
would have played for nothing,"”
joked Bird, who emerged from his
French Lick, Ind., home to make
official what Auerbach, Celtics’
owner Harry Mangurian and Bird's
lawyer Bob Woolf had spent two
months hashing out

No terms of the pact were an
nounced, but sources said it has an-
nual worth of $650,000 in salary and
fringes o

Bird, drafted a year ago as a junior,

_stayed at Woolf's home in Brookline

— a Boston suburb — Thursday night,
went_jogging at 6:36 a.m. Friday and
promptly got lost. He was collected by
an unnamed passing motorist and
returned safely to Woolf — swho had
negotiated what the lawyer-agent
termed the best contract -in sports
history.

“1 guess I'm still the hick from
French Lick," said Bird, who plans a
Cape Cod vacation.

Celtics Coach Bill Fitch jumped
into the contest for generating puns
on Bird's name, declaring, ‘‘This Bird
is no turkey.” Later, the new coach
said the college Player-of-the-Year,
who averaged 30.3 points; definitely
will play forward for Boston.

“We're 12 fouls away from mov::zf
him into the pivel,” Fitch said, allud-
ing to the presence of veteran center
Dave Cowens — the former player-
coach — and second-year
center-forward Rick Robey.

Bird said he wanted to come to Beston
all along, in part because he has
friends — Robey and swingman Jeff
Judkins — on the_ team.

Auerbach claimed bitterness with
Woolf was an exaggeration. But then
he added, ‘‘In situations like that,
everyone gets cute. I didn’t get cute, |
got mad."”

As for being the team's savior, Bird
said, I didn’t put that in my con
tract.”

But Auerbach said the team, which
missed the playoffs for the second
consecutive year, is only “one or two
little moves” away from climbing
back into championship contention.”
Celtics officials confirmed the team
wants to sign Detroit free agent
forward M.L. Carr, who is making the
NBA rounds in search of contract
bids

The signing of Bird apparently
makes Celtics forwards Bob McAdoo
and Cedric Maxwell expendable

Bird claimed, “'I just wanted a fair
contract from the Celtics.” When ne
gotiations began April 10, Woolf's
version of that was more than $I
million per year. He later slashed the
proposal to $700,000 and the Celtics —
after Mangurian intervened — hiked
their offer from $500,000

In the end, Auerbach said, ‘'He
came here for a lot less than he could
get someplace else,” although during
the bartering, Auerbach claimed Bird
would lose his bargaining powcr il he
went back into the draft pool

Auerbach said the contract is in line
with Bird's talent “‘and the prevailing
market.”

Bird, who refuséd to talk to most
reporters during his senior year ‘‘be-
cause my teammates weren't being
treated fairly,” pledged cooperation
with the news media as a pro and
asserted he's anxious to endorse com-
merclal products. He'll start immedi
ately.

“We've had offers for éverything
from shoe companies to the Gong
Show," said Woolf.

“1'd like to sell something,” Bird
added, ‘‘to show that basketball ain’t
the only thing I can do."”

Transfer of Jazz team

CHICAGO (AP) The National
Basketball Association's Board of
Governors unanimously approved the
transfer of the New Orleans Jazz to
Salt Lake City Friday

NBA Commissioner Lawrence
O'Brien said the franchise would be
realigned within the league’s Midwest
Division, with the Indiana Pacers
shifting to the Central Division. He
said the unanimous vote by the
league’s 21 owners followed a similar
recommendation from the board's
advisory committee

O'Brien refused to discuss what po
sition the NBA would take regarding
the threat of suits resulting from the
move. He said the matter “would be
left to the league’s counsel ™

Sam Battistone, one of the New
Orleans franchise’s majority owners,
added Court suits are things that
happen on a daily basis. Suits are
filed for many different situations and
we have a large group of attorneys to
handle the situation.”

Bill Curl, a spokesman for the Loui
siana Superdome, said Thursday in
New Orleans that suits might be filed
by the Hyatt Management Corp.; the

state of Louisiana, which
Superdome; the city of New Orleans;
the team’s ticket outlet; its television
and radio network, and “perhaps a
class action suit by the fans them
selves

O'Brien-said -the moveé was made

TRENTON, N.J. (AP) Nine
months ago Sunday, Rick Mears was
standing alone on pit row of the
Trenton Speedway, gazing wistfully
as his fellow drivers climbed aboard
their cars for the start of the 150-mile
Indianapolis-type car race

Mears then was a man without a
race car. He had signed on at the
beginning of the season as Mario An
dretti's substitute and this was one of
those races the driving star was—in
town. So Mears was on fool

Mears returned to the Trenton
track this week to preapre for Sun
day's running of the Trenton ““Twin
Indy,” a pair of 100-mile races for
CART-sanctioned Indy-type cars
Thistime, though, Mears will not be
the forgotten man of the speedway

This time, he comes fresh from
victory May 27 at the biggest race of
them all, the Indianapeolis 500

Despite that recent success, Mears
didn't forget the lonely feeling that
struck him last September

“But I don't regret_it_a bit,'' he
insisted. Tt was a little hard to take
at the time, but I knew it was the
best thing for my career. It was the
opportunity to join a top racing
team.

“Of course, 1 was a little disap
pointed at not being able to race. I'd
have felt a lot better had 1 known it
was going to turn out the way it did.
Fd-be glad to stand around the pits at
a 100 races if 1 knew I could win
Indianapolis again.”

Despite his Indianapolis triumph,
Mears doesn’t tome to Trenton as a
favorite. For one thing, he never had
driven‘lbe track until Tuesday, when

car owner and Trenton race promoter
Roger Penske gave him an afternoon
of practice

For another, Mears insists on driv
ing a year-old racer, the Penske
Model PC-6, while his teammate,
Bobby Unser, will be driving a 1979
model PC-7

The PC-7 is a “next generation™
car, designed with aerodynamics so
much in mind that it is referred to
as the Penske “‘ground effects ma
chine ™

Even Bobby Unser may not be the

favorite by race time, His younger
brother, Al, also is entered, and
he’ll probably be driving the new
Chaparral of Midland's Jim Hall

The older Unser concedes Al's car
may be even more aerodynamically
advanced than his own. He recently
described it as a *'100 percent ground
effects machine.”

What's more, six of the nine men
who followed Mears across the finish
line at Indy last month, including
ninth place finisher Tom' Bagley who
drives for Longhorn Racing's ma
chine owned by Midland’s Bobby Hil-
lin, also are entered. So is Johnny
Riitherford, who has won two CART
races this season in an updated model
of the McLaren M-24. A broken trans-
mission pushed him back to 18th
at Indianapolis

The purse is $91,000, evenly split
between the two races. First prize for
each race is $9,400. These will be the
first 100-mile races at Trenton since
the track was stretched to 1'4 miles in
1969.

Pope's return nostalgic

KRAKOW, Poland (AP) — They
offered him the palace of the ancient
kings of Poland, but Pope John Paul
II preferred his old room in the arch-
bishop’s house on the Street of the
Franciscans, the house with so many
memories for him.

Here as Karol Wojtyla he'lived in a
cellar during World War 11, studying
in an underground seminary, while
Nazi storm troopers walked the
streets of Krakow looking for ahle-bo-
died young men to send off to the
slave labor camps.

Here in the ornate episcopal dining
room, Adam Sapieha, the austere old
archbishop who later ordained him,
entertained the German generals on
the same wretched rations allotted to
the Polish people while Wojtyla and
the other seminarians hid nervously
below stairs. .

Here he returned to live in 1962 as
the 76th archbishop of Krakow, in a
direct line from the martyred St.
Stanislaw he had now come home to
venerate on the 900th anniversary of
his death

In this house he lived ds a cardinal
after June 1967 and had his greatest
triumph over the Communist govern-
ment in the confrontation over the
building of a church in Nowa Huta,
the high-rise workers’ suburb built
around the Lenin Steel Works a trol
ley ride away

““We are yours’' proclaimed the
signs atop the blocks of socialist-ar
chitecture apartments when the
pope’s helicopter landed in a drizzle
Wednesday, but in fact he was
theirs

KRAKOW WAS HIS city. These
were his people

He could look out from his old win
dow across the rain-swept street and
see the red brick Franciscan church,
where a brass plague marks the
kneeling bench on which he prayed to
pass his examinations at Jagiellonian
University up the street

Nicolas Copernicus, the 15th cen
tury priest-astronomer who pro
claimed a heliocentric universe, went
to class there. Lenin used the library
So did a poet writing free verse under
the nom de plume of Andrzej
Jawien

His real name was Karol Wojtyla,
