Donald Turner
Explains Phases Of

Conservation Plan

Just ag the old Triple A program
added such words ns “adjusted ac
reage,"” ““bage acres,' “contenctod
res,” “compliance” and a seoreg of
others to the farmer's langusge, so

the AAA soll conservation program
is bringing new words to the farn
The meaning of some of them is ex
plained by Donald Turner, county ag-
ricultural agent.
Most important from a financinl
stand-point, he says, are “soll conse
ving payment” and ‘“‘soil building
payment.” The first is the grant &
farm may get for shifting acre:
from “soil depleting” to “soil con-
serving and building crops.” The see-
ond Is the payment, never in excess
of $1.00 per acre, which a farmer
may be entitled to receive to help
finance new grass and legume and
gimilar seedings.

Farmers are beginning to  talk
readily about “seil depleting base.””
Soil depleting crops for Texas are
corn, cotton, grain zorghums, sweet
sorghums, millets, potatoes, rice, su-
garcane, commercinl truck and can-
ning crops, small grains harvested
for grain or hay, and peanuts. Thes:
crops take much out of the soil, re
turn little. Grown exclusively, in the
long run they will ruin the farm and
the farmet.

crops, These help the soil
own, but only slightly increase vertl
lity, These crops include all main

kinds of old seedings of legumes such
| us alfalfn, and grasses such as sudan
pasture if only grazed or clipped
| green: and winter cover crops if
plowed under, or if harvested, fol-
lowed by summer legumes. Forest
trees planted since 1033 also class ns
soll conserving.

“Seil building crops" are legumes
lowed under as green manuring
crops; biennial and perrennial le-
gumes sceded in 1936; summer le-
gumes with forage left on land; and
winter cover crops plowed under and
followed by summer legumes, Trees
planted in 1936 count as soil build-
ers this year.
