|Your Child Today:
PLAY IS VITAL
T0 GROWTH

By DAVID TAYLOR MARKE

Play is as vital to a child's
growth as food an dshelter. It Is
| not merely something he does
| when he has nothing better to do.|
We would not dream of planning
for children without food, and so
by the same token, we cannot plan
[far children without play: both
are essentiul to thelr development,

Mrs. Monica H. Owen, National
Association, recently addressed
these remarks to the Child Care
Institute of the Federation of
| Protestant Welfare Agencles, In
| New York City:
| “Play Is the child’s natural way
of learning: learning about him-
g0l and his relationships, learning
to solve problems, to plan and to
create. Through play chilrren di-
gest some of thelr

experiences,

their relatlonships with others,
their places In their world, their|
hopes, their fears and thelr anxie-

ties. They tell us In their :Iu}l
about thelr loves and hates

his clay doll or pokes Its eyes |
out s telling us of his feelings;
the child who plays hospital aml
elinie or the child who plays baby
or mother over and over, or po
liceman—each one Is working out
through play some basic emotion,
jenlously or fear, love or hate, and |
through it is learning to handl
this emotion and to drain it off
safely.”

Play also adds to soclal exper
lence, says Mrs, Owen. Watch
three or four boys bullding a com-
plicated roundhouse with vlocks,
listen to thelr joint planning, their
sharing ideas. Or wateh children
in thelr development of a play or
a party together, or bullling a
tree-house or a dam, where Imagl-
natlon, skills, and experience must
be shared—all are a uatural way
of gaining experience. And the
more a child is able to cope with

inner security he galns,

In a good play program, says
Mrs. Owen, children need the
kinds o fexperiences and outleta
which are possible in the famlily
petting as well, And these are not
too difficult to provide. They need
time to de something they really
want to do, a place to do it In, the
raw materials with which to do
it and the leadership of an out
standing and Imaginative adult,

says, can be blocks, paints and
paper, olay, wood and toals, a doll
or housekeeplng corner with all
