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Police chief details racial profiling for Pampa

Last year, the Pampa Police
Department stopped 4,281 people.
More than half of those were
Caucasian males.

As Pampa Police Chief Trevlyn
Pitner talked about the racial profil-
ing report he released this month, he
said there have been no reports of
racial profiling in the past year, the
past five years or as far back as such
department records go.

“This is an annual report for the
year 2007,” Chief Pitner said, “and
during this year, there have been no
reports of racial profiling.”

The racial profiling report is
required by both state and federal
law.

Pitner said the new software the
police department makes generating
such reports easier.

“It basically does it for us,” Pitner

said.

He said he’s been in Pampa for
five years and in doing a five-year
comparison, he said there have been
no racial profiling reports made
against the police department.

“This is the first time
I’ve had a full five years of
data,” he said.

Pitner said that his staff
had done a good job of col-
lecting and entering the
data. Prior to the past five
years, he said the software
was not as accurate as he
would have liked.

The report is based on
citations and traffic stops
and searcheserThe report
breaks down police activities by
gender and ethnic groups.

“The data we compiled is based
off of traffic stops, citations, warn-
ings and pedestrian stops where offi-

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cers encounter people and physically
stop them,” Pitner said. “Sometimes
it’s for traffic violations. Sometimes
it’s for criminal investigations.”

Based on those stops, the depart-
ment collects certain data on race
and whether an arrest is
made or not or if a search
is conducted or not.

“The data is just to see
where we stand,” Pitner
said. “It looks like over
the last five years that it’s
been very consistent, and
the report reflects that.”

As far as racial profil-
ing, he says he can find
no complaints in years
that this data has been
collected.

“I’ve been here five years,” Pitner
said, “and there have not been any
complaints in those five years.”

He said that doesn’t mean they

haven’t had complaints, but there
have been no complaint relating
specifically to racial profiling.

According to the report, of the
4,281 stops made by Pampa police
officers in 2007, 2,722 were males.
Pitner said that 1,559 were females.
He said that 2,273 were Caucasian
males and 1,369 were Caucasian
females.

Africarr ethnicity accounted for
212 stops. Asians accounted for
seven. Hispanics accounted for 398.
Twenty-two were reported as
unknown ethnicity.

In all cases, except for the
unknown ethnicity category, males
were stopped by a margin of about
two to one over females. In the
unknown category, nine males were
stopped and 13 females were

stopped.

Broaddus plans to target drugs if elected as constable

Illegal drug use and hot checks are
two of the things Curtis Broaddus
plans to target if elected as Gray
County Precinct 4 constable.

“I think we’ve got a terrible drug
problem,” Broaddus said. “I feel that
as constable, I'could actually make a
difference in the drug problem
we’ve got here.”

Keeping the office of Precinct 4
constable vacant with a goal of hav-
ing it abolished is not saving the
county any money, he said, because
of the costs of rehabilitation of drug
abusers.

“A survey conducted by the
National Substance Abuse Treatment
Services found that the average cost
of drug rehabilitation is $7,000 per
month, with the total cost per stay
ranging from $10,000 to $40,000.
Most of the patients did not have
insurance coverage, so the cost was
borne by the taxpayers.”

Other costs of addiction include
crimes committed by addicts in

order to feed their addictions and the
personal cost to broken families, he
said.

“If I can intervene in two people’s
lives per year by stopping them from
being able to get the drugs, we have
paid for the position,” Broaddus
said.

He plans to work
closely with the county
attorney’s office to
address the hot check
problem.

“These are dollars
stolen from our citizens
and from our business-

s,” he said. “The hot
check writers can either
come in and settle up or
be brought to jail. Either
way, they need to pay for it.”

Broaddus denies any wrongdoing
on his part concerning his dismissal
from BWXT Pantex. He was head of
counterintelligence and chief of the
technical investigations division at
Pantex when a hard drive was
reported missing from the nuclear

facility, located between Panhandle
and Amarillo. The hard drive report-
edly contained nuclear warhead det-
onation secrets.

Broaddus was one of two Pantex
employees who got caught up in an
investigation and subsequently fired
after they reported the
drive missing. The
investigation reportedly
probed various allega-
tions against Broaddus
by BWXT and the
Department of Energy.
One such concern was a
$350 charge on his
BWXT credit card to
hire an escort for a
Valentine’s Day dinner
date while he was on
official travel in Washington, D.C.,
as reported in a news article on
www.amarillo.com.

“I took a polygraph to prove that
there was no wrongdoing on that,”
Broaddus said concerning his work
at Pantex. “All expense reports were
found to be completely and totally

correct.”

“I don’t recall the incident,” he
said when asked about the escort
service charge reported to be on his
company credit card.

“The investigation was handled
according to all laws and directives,”
Broaddus said. “I’'m still in the
process of litigation relating to that.
There’s a lot of this we can’t go into
in this forum.

“Our hope is to get this into feder-
al court,” he said. “I did the right
things for the right reasons. No
wrongdoing was found at all on my
part after the hearings. People will
go to any length to silence an inves-
tigation and the person performing
that investigation if it looks like it
would not be in their best financial
interest.”

Broaddus worked at Pantex from
1986 to 2006. He worked for the
Estelline Police Department for one
year and for the Lefors city mar-
shal’s office for four to five months.

Texas man pleads guilty in sex trafficking case

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A 48-year-old San Antonio man
will likely spend 10 years in prison after pleading guilty in a
sex trafficking case involving teenage girls from Mexico,
officials said.

Timothy Michael Gereb pleaded guilty Monday to trans-
porting undocumented immigrants for commercial advantage
and private financial gain, and a separate count of sexual traf-
ficking of a minor.

I'he sexual trafficking charge carries a maximum sentence
of life in prison, but Gereb’s guilty plea means he will likely
serve 10 years. U.S. District Judge Xavier Rodriguez set sen-
tencing for March 12.

HOUSTON (AP) — Former Texas Gov. Mark White plans
to announce his support Tuesday for Sen. Barack Obama in
his pursuit of the Democratic presidential nomination.

White said Obama is a visionary who has set forth a supe-
rior proposal to reform the health care system. White plans to
make his announcement at a Houston hospital.

“Barack’s vision is exactly what our nation needs right
now,” White said in a statement. “Right now, Texas has the
highest rate of uninsured in the nation. I believe that Barack’s
health care plan is the answer we’ve been looking for.”

White, a conservative Democrat, was elected governor in
1982, defeating Republican Bill Clements. He served four
years and was defeated by Clements in 1986. White ran for
governor again in 1990, but lost in the Democratic primary to
Ann Richards.

ROBERT LEE, Texas (AP) —
Schools were closed Tuesday in this
small West Texas town as residents

-returned home a day after a fast-mov-
ing wildfire forced them to evacuate.

Robert Lee Superintendent Aaron
Hood said he hoped to reopen schools
Wednesday but expected to have
some displaced families after houses
burned in the smaller communities of
Silver and Edith near the E.V. Spence
Reservoir.

Wildfires have burned about
190,000 acres in the state since
Monday, mostly in West Texas. The
largest is the 140,000-acre Glass fire
about 50 miles west of Robert Lee,
and officials expect its size to grow
once assessments can be made, said
Anne Jeffery, an ormfan nﬁqe;
for Texas Forest Service.

Officials were still whtchmg _;hc
19,000-acre Silver fire that threatened
Robert Lee, a town of about 1,500
located about 250 miles southwest of
Dallas. Hood didn’t have official
damage reports, and the Texas Forest
Service was still awaiting damage
assessments Tuesday moming.

“It’s still hot here,” said Hood, who
sent his wife and two children to
nearby San Angelo overnight while
he assisted. in evacuations. “You can
still smell the smoke and smell the
fire. If the high winds get up again,
we just have to be ready.”

Three firefighters were injured in
Archer County, about 200 miles
northwest of Robert Lee, when two
fire trucks collided head on after one
swerved around a car that pulled out
into the road, said David Abernathy,
an incident commander with the for-
est service.

One of the firefighters was airlifted

dispatcher said. He survived but his
condition was unknown.

Abernathy said he was aware of at
least two dozen separate fires across
the state and expected there were
“many, many more that we won’t
know about” until local fire depart-
ments report in.

At least 18 counties reported wild-
fires to state emergency management
officials. There are 25 local disaster
proclamations in effect.

Officials blamed strong winds,
sudden shifts in the wind and dry air.
Some fires were likely started with
winds blowing down power lines,
sparking grassfires that grew out of
control, Abernathy said.

“We had so many fires that there is
no possible way to have enough fire-
fighting resources for that many
fires,” Abernathy said. “Texas had the
same conditions that you might
expect in Southern California with
some of their Santa Ana winds. The

Earlier in'the day, about, 200 homes
were evacuated in Odessa due to a
wildfire.

Those residents were allowed back
home by early evening, said Andrea
Goodson, a spokeswoman for the city
of Odessa. The fire, which moved
south of the communities, has burned
between 4,500 and 5,000 acres, she
said.

The wildfire danger eased some-
what in areas were Monday’s blazes
cropped up because the forecast
called for calmer winds, Jeffery said.
She said the area of concern Tuesday
was through the central part of the
state from Wichita Falls to
Brownsville.

Wildfires have burned about
300,000 acres and destroyed at least
60 homes and other structures in the
past month. Two years ago, numerous
outbreaks scorched 2.25 million acres
statewide and killed 20 people.

For some reason, as I read
through the list of Oscar
winners, I kept thinking of
the slew of politicians and

would-be politicians who are
all hoping for our votes, just
as all the film industry peo-
ple hoped for the votes by
the Academy of Motion
Picture Arts and Sciences.
With the primary election
one week away, we Texans
are being besieged, as usual,
with promises, while some
of the politicians are ducking
mud slung at them.

This year’s elections are a
milestone for America. Not
only do we have a serious
female contender for the
office of President, but we
also have a strong minority
representative as another con-
tender for that same office.

Benefits often don’t outweigh costs ...

If we look to benefits
only, we’ll do darn near any-
thing because there’s always
a benefit. The National
Highway Traffic Safety
Administration reported that
there were 43,443 highway
fatalities in 2005. If we had a
maximum speed law of 15
mph, the death toll wouldn’t
be nearly as high, probably
not even as high as 500.

You say, “Williams, that’s
a crazy idea!” You're right,
but let’s not call it crazy; it’s
more accurate to say saving
some 43,000 lives aren’t
worth the cost and inconven-
ience of a 15 mph speed
limit.

Suppose there was a one
percent risk of a $10,000
loss, how much are you will-
ing to pay to try to prevent or
insure against it? I doubt
whether any reasonable per-
son would be willing to pay
$9,000, $5,000 or even
$1,000, though he might be
willing to pay $100. Surely

There are many other life-
saving expenditures but the
point is that a dollar spent
for anti-terrorism is a dollar
that can’t be spent elsewhere
where it might possibly save
more lives.

The 1984 National Organ

Transplant Act, which pro-
hibits payments to organ
donors or their families, cre-
ates benefits in the form of
feel-good ethical values at a
huge cost of lives. That’s
because organs must be sup-
plied to recipients at zero
price. Huge shortages are the
result, as it would be if cars,
homes, food, dental services
and clothing had to be sup-
plied at zero price. That’s
precisely the finding by
Professors Randolph Beard,
John Jackson and David
Kaserman in their article
“The Failure of U.S. Organ
Procurement Policy,” pub-
lished in the Winter 2008
edition of the Washington,
D.C.-based Cato Institute
Regulation magazine.

As of 2005, there were
90,000 Americans on the
organ transplant waiting list
that is expected to grow to
150,000 by 2015. The

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Teens accused of beating disabled woman

CINCINNATI (AP) —
Two teenagers hid overnight
in a house and spent ‘more
than six hours torturing a
disabled woman after her
mother left in the morning,
authorities said.

Butler County Sheriff
Richard Jones said the
teenage boy and girl tied up
the 18-year-old woman,
clubbed her, kicked her,
shaved her head and soaked
her with water before mak-
ing her walk barefoot out-
side in the snow.

They also ignored pleas
from the woman, who had

undergone brain surgery, not
to hit her in the head, inves-
tigators said.

“This is one of the worst
crimes I’ve ever seen,” Jones
said Monday. “They are sick
animals, apparently just
doing this for kicks and no
other reason.”

Cheyenne Blanton, 17,
and Joseph Nagle, 16, both

court officials.

They were ordered held in
the county’s juvenile deten-
tion center pending a court
appearance later this week.

Georgia couple vows to stay same after lotto win

ATLANTA (AP) — When asked what he
plans to do as a brand new multimillionaire,
lottery winner Robert Harris answered sim-
ply: “Live happy.”

The 47-year-old iron worker used to have
to work overtime just to make ends meet for
20 years. He and his wife, Tonya, lived in a
trailer while dreaming of building a big
house in the country where their two chil-
dren and six grandchildren could visit.

Now that’s all in the past.

The couple won Friday’s $275 million
Mega Millions jackpot — the largest prize
won by a single player in Georgia Lottery
history. With it, they plan to build that dream
house, pay for their grandchildren’s college
education and shower their family with pres-
ents.

“They’ll get anything they want,” Robert
Harris told a crowd of reporters gathered at
the lottery’s downtown Atlanta headquarters
Monday afternoon.

The Harrises aren’t big lottery players, but
Robert Harris said something told him to
buy tickets using the dates of his grandchil-
dren’s birthdays. He had his wife buy two $1
tickets at Clyde’s Market in Portal, the town
of 600 where the couple live.

They didn’t even watch the Mega Millions
drawing, thinking there was no chance
they’d win the lottery. Tonya Harris’ daugh-
ter, Felicia, is the one who delivered the
good news with a phone call late Friday
night.

First thing Saturday morning, Robert
Harris let his boss know he wouldn’t be
coming back to work.

“It’s very easy to walk away,” he said.

The couple spent Sunday night at the Ritz-
Carlton in Atlanta’s tony Buckhead neigh-
borhood before arriving at the lottery head-
quarters to claim their prize. They planned to
buy a brand-new truck Tuesday morning.

But Tonya Harris said the money doesn’t
mean they’ll stop being the simple folks
they’ve always been.

“We’re not gonna change,” she said, wear-
ing warmup pants and flip-flops. “I’'m too
country.”

Lottery officials say the couple decided to
take the lump sum, which is $167 million
before taxes.

Billy Hodges, general manager of Clyde’s
Market, said news of the jackpot win set the
tiny town abuzz. Portal is about 70 miles
northwest of Savannah.

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Ex-policeman convicted of Killing lover, fetus pleads for life

CANTON, Ohio (AP) — The jury that
convicted a former police officer in the mur-
ders of his pregnant lover and their unborn
daughter must decide if his tearful apology
should spare him execution.

Bobby Cutts Jr.,, 30, took the stand
Monday to plead with jurors who convicted
him on Feb. 15 to spare his life. Jurors, who
have now been handed the task of deciding
whether to recommend the death penalty,
were directed to return Tuesday to hear final
statements from both sides before deliberat-
ing on the sentence.

Cutts, sniffling and his voice wavering at
times Monday, accepted responsibility for
his crimes as he appealed for his life.

“Ladies and gentlemen of the jury, I'm
asking you to spare my life,” Cutts said in an
unsworn statement, which exempted him
from cross-examination by prosecutors.

Apologizing to the teary-eyed members of
Davis’ family sitting in the front row, Cutts
said he could not express in words how he
felt knowing that he had killed her and the

unborn baby.

“Words cannot bring them back, nor can it
erase the pain that I've caused,” said Cutts,
reading from handwritten notes. “If I could
do anything to bring them back to you, I
would.”

Cutts, who spent about six minutes on the
stand, said he never intended to harm Davis
or their baby.

The prosecutor said he deserved to die for
his crimes. “There is only one outcome in
this phase of the proceedings,” Assistant
Stark County Prosecutor Chryssa Hartnett
said as the sentencing portion of the trial
began.

Cutts could receive the death penalty, life

in prison without parole or life with parole
eligibility after 20, 25 or 30 years. If the jury
recommends death, the judge can reduce the
sentence to life, somethmg that has hap-
pened just seven times in Ohio in 27 years.

Jurors found him not guilty of aggravated
murder in the death of Davis but convicted
him of a lesser charge of murder in her death.
Cutts was convicted of aggravated murder in
the death of the fetus.

Two weeks ago Cutts sobbed on the wit-
ness stand as he testified that he had acciden-
tally killed Davis with an elbow blow to the
throat during a dnsagreement and dumped
her body at a park in a panic.

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Chma dismisses call for Olymplc boycott
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BEUING (AP) — China
urged an activist group in
Myanmar that called for a
boycott of this year’s
Olympic Games to have a
“correct understanding” of
Beijing’s policy toward their
country.

China’s “good neighborly
and friendly policy” toward

Myanmar “serves the inter-
est of the people in
Myanmar and also in

China,” Foreign Ministry
spokesman Liu Jianchao
said Tuesday. China is one
of Myanmar’s key trading
partners.

“The policy is conducive
to the democratic process of
reconciliation and peace in
Myanmar. I hope relevant
organizations could have a
correct understanding of this
policy,” Liu said.

Pro-democracy activists

in Myanmar called Monday
for the world to boycott the
Beijing Olympics over what
they said was China’s con-

tinuing support of
Myanmar’s military dicta-
torship.

The 88  Generation

Students group, which was
instrumental in last year’s
pro-democracy demonstra-
tions in Myanmar, accused
China of bankrolling and
arming the junta and failing
to facilitate a meaningful
dialogue between it and
detained = pro-democracy
leader Aung San Suu Kyi
and her National League for
Democracy party.

The 88  Generation
Students joined a growing
group of critics urging an
Olympic boycott over com-
plaints ranging from
Beijing’s human rights

record to its failure to more
actively press Sudan —
where China is a major oil
buyer — to end violence in
the Darfur region that has
killed at least 200,000 peo-
ple.

Liu said China opposes
any move to link the
Olympics with politics.

“Our main concern is that
the Olympic Games is a
great gathering event of the
Chinese people and world
people and they shall not be
politicized or boycotted
under some political excus-
es,” Liu said.

Hollywood director
Steven Spielberg quit earlier
this month as an artistic
adviser for the Beijing
Olympics, saying China was
not doing enough about
Darfur.

Mavericks win in Kidd’s home debut

It certainly was a blast
from the past for Jason
Kidd.

The All-Star point guard
couldn’t help but feel a bit
anxious when he took the
court in Dallas for his first
home game for the
Mavericks in more than 11
years.

“It’s always a little nerve-
racking coming back,” Kidd
said. “I was so excited to
have this opportunity and
this second chance to come
back and play for the fran-
chise. I just wanted to make
a good impression.”

He did that, and then
some.

In his first home game
since being traded from
New Jersey last week, Kidd
had 11 points with nine
rebounds and eight assists in
a 102-94 victory over the
Chicago Bulls on Monday
night.

“I was happy to be back

home,” Kidd said. “This is
where it all started for me.”

Kidd was the No. 2 over-
all pick by the Mavericks in

1994, and played in Dallas '

until he was traded to
Phoenix early in the 1996-
97 season. After getting a
loud ovation when he was
the last Mavericks starter
introduced, instead of Dirk
Nowitzki as usual, Kidd had
the fans cheering a minute
into the game with an assist
on Josh Howard’s 3-pointer
for the first basket that put
Dallas ahead fo stay.

“He still catches you off
guard sometimes. It’s been a
lot of fun,” said Nowitzki,
who had 29 points and 10
rebounds.

In other NBA games, it
was: San Antonio 89,
Atlanta 74; Boston 104, the
Los Angeles Clippers 76;
Toronto 102, Indiana 98;
and Washington 95, New
Orleans 92.

At Dallas, Kidd came up
short of his 100th career
triple-double, but was
involved in significant plays

+throughout the game as

Chicago kept coming back
from double-digit deficit.

Ben Gordon had 25 points
to lead five Chicago players
in double figures.

The Mavericks (38-19)
won their 11th straight home
game and are a game back in
the Southwest Division
behind San Antonio, where
they next play Thursday.

Gates arrived at midday for
a series meetings with the
prime minister, the minister
of external affairs and other
elected officials in the parlia-
mentary government.

His visit comes during a
somewhat volatile time in the
region. Talks have stalled on a
landmark nuclear cooperation
pact between India and the
United States, and New Delhi
continues to eye nervously
the ongoing unrest and terror-
ism threats in neighboring
Pakistan.

While neither subject was a
major topic on the agenda for
Gates’ sessions with Indian
officials, they are unquestion-
ably linked with efforts to
broaden India’s military
cooperation with the U.S.

Pakistan, where embattled
President Pervez Musharraf’s
party was upended in recent
elections, triggering questions
about his future in office.

Musharraf has been an
close ally to the U.S., particu-
larly as the war across the
border in Afghanistan drags
on, fueled in part by al-Qaida
insurgents and  Afghan
Taliban fighters hiding in the
mountains straddling the two
countries.

Russia has long been the
prime arms supplier for India,
but New Delhi has warmed
and expanded defense rela-
tions with the U.S. in recent
years. Defense officials said
the breadth of the defense
relationship between the U.S.
and New Delhi — which
includes military exercises
and weapons buys — is larger
than any India has with other
nations. And American com-
panies are eagerly eyeing the
lucrative contract for 126

warned that it would be naive
to expect a decision on the
fighter bids to come quickly,
and that Indian elections pro-
jected for next year are likely
to influence the pace of the
process.

Already India has agreed to
buy six of Lockheed’s C-130)J
Hercules airlift aircraft, for
roughly $1 billion.

Collaborative effort could bring in business for panhandle

Bringing business to the Texas
Panhandle was the topic of guest
speaker Richard “Buzz” David, presi-
dent and CEO of Amarillo Economic
Development Corporation, at the 79th
annual banquet of the Greater Pampa
Area Chamber of Commerce.

Bell Helicopter will deliver its 100th
V-22 Osprey to the U.S. military in a
couple of weeks, David
said. The Osprey, built
at Bell Helicopter’s
Amarillo facility, is
worth over $5 million
each.

AIG added 300 jobs
at its Amarillo location,
bringing total employ-
ment there to over
1,000, David said. Blue
Cross/Blue Shield is
opening an Amarillo
office, and Ben E. Keith

“In the food technology area alone,
we have 100 new jobs, which equals
over $20 million per year in personal
income,” he said. “Every dollar invest-
ed in bringing new
jobs to a commu-
nity comes back
many, many times
over.”
