GENEVA ® — A dead end of
total disagreement on the unifica
tion of Germany loomed today be
fore the Big Four foreign minis
ters' conference.

The stablemate seemed certain
to hold for the two weeks remain
ing in the conference despite a sol
emn warning from Britain foreign
Secretary Harold Macmillan on the
urgency of German unity.

He told the parley the great
powers will face an “increasingly
explosive situation” in Germany if
they do not find a speedy solution
to the unification problem.

But more than two hours of argu-
ment yesterday failed to produce
any evidence that the beginnings
of such a solution may be found
here.

MANCHESTER, Mass ® — A
quiet, well - respected advertising
executive killed himself on a lone-
ly beach yesterday shortly before
authorities would have arrested
him on a warrant charging him
with the murder of a Pennsylvania
girl.

The body of William R. Turner,
40, married and the father of a
daughter, was found on White
Beach while Pennsylvania State
troopers were on their way to his
house in this fashionable suburb
north of Boston

The troopers had a warrant
charging Turner with the murder
of Miss Doris Hatch, 22 who van-
ished two years ago from her home
town of Cambridge Springs, Pa.
Her skelton was found Tuesday in
a Connecticut woodland.

After Turner's body was identi-
fied, the *troopers said: “We con-
sider the case closed.”

Turner left two notes. One was
addressed to his widow, the for-
mer Diane Brown of Manchester,
