Mitchell County cotton got off
to a good start with an adequate
amount of rain in the early spring,
then persevered through a  hot
and mostly dry summer.

As a result, the bolls are less
than robust and carry less cot-
ton than they appear to, even
to experienced eyes.

“The bolls are little,” said
Farm Service Agency Program
Technician Wilda Vincent.

“What looks like might be a
half-bale to the acre is ending
up being only a quarter-bale.

“Nobody is doing as well as
they thought they might do.”

Asked how many bales of
cotton the mostly unirrigated
county will produce this year,
she said, “They’ve just started
stripping, so we have no idea.”

While Mitchell County far-
mers make 50,000 bales in a
good year, Ms. Vincent said,
the total will probably be less
than 35,000 this year.

A season-long drought last
year resulted in a near-total
wipeout.

Reverse mortgages, college
loans top Tuesday ballot

New stadiums in San Anto-
nio and Houston and proposed
constitutional amendments re-
lated to reverse mortgages and
loans to college students have
increased interest in the Tues-
day, Nov. 2, amendments elec-
tion.

A spokesman for the Secre-
tary of State's Office in Austin
said Monday that the San An-
tonio stadium issue, to build a
new home for the San Antonio
Spurs professional basketball
team, appears likely to induce
the most influential turnout.

The Houston stadium, a pro-
posed replacement for the As-
trodome, has drawn compara-
tively less interest, said senior
attorney Elizabeth Hanshaw.

Ms. Hanshaw said Secretary
of State Elton Bomer will not
predict the statewide turnout
until after early voting ends at
5 p.m. Friday.,

Early balloting is being con-
ducted in the lobby of Mitchell
County Courthouse at 349 Oak
St.

Fifty-one people from the
county’s total of 5,156 regis-
tered voters had voted Tuesday
afternoon.

The early voting box is usu-
ally expected to be about 10
percent of the turnout.

“Out of the top 15 counties,
San Antonio and Bexar Coun-
ty were already up to 3.5 per-
cent on Oct. 24" said Ms.
Hanshaw.

“The turnout is also up in
Houston, but nothing like Bex-
ar County.”

She said voters appear to be
most interested in Propositions
2 and 13 -- to open up Texas’
reverse mortgage loan business
and provide $400 million for
college loans.

Among other things, No. 2
would raise the age at which a
homeowner is eligible to take
out a reverse mortgage from
55 to 62, making state and fe-
deral regulations consistent.

A reverse mortgage has a
bank or other financial institu-
tion make regular payments
against the equity that do not
have to be repaid as long as the
owner continues to live in the
home.

No. 13 would allow the Tex-
as Higher Education Coordi-
nating Board to issue $400
million in general obligation
bonds to make loans to lower
and middle income college
students.

The other propositions are:

-- 1, to clarify the ways in
which the lieutenant governor
succeeds to the governor’s of-
fice and an interim lieutenant
governor is chosen.

-- 3, to eliminate duplicative,
obsolete, archaic and ineffec-
tive language from the Texas
Constitution.

-- 4, to exempt property
owned by charitable organiza-
