John Bessire and His New “Seeing Eye Dog 
Attract Attention on the Streets of Artesia

A young man and a dog have 
attracted considerable attention on 
the streets of Artesia the last 
week, not because there is any­
thing unusual in the appearance 
o f either, but because the two are 
a team— a unit— a man and his 
“ Seeing Eye Dog,”  the first to be 
owned here.

The young man is John Bessire, 
who, though blind, heretofore has 
made an impression in this local­
ity for his ability to get around 
and to do things. Especially re­
markable was a performance he 
turned in last winter when he 
played one o f the leading parts in 
a play presented by the Boy 
Scouts. Then, too, he lacks only 
two merit badges o f being an Eagle 
Scout!

But with “ Buster,”  his new dog, 
one of only 500 so trained in the 
United States, young Bessire ex­
pects to accomplish more things, 
unhampered by his lack of sight.

Buster is a remarkable dog, as 
are all “ Seeing Eye Dogs.”  His life, 
as an aid to a blind man or woman, 
was cut out for him as a pup. 
He is a German shepherd and so 
are the majority o f the dogs given 
the job o f leading blind persons in 
and out o f traffic, responding to 
simple instructions o f their mas­
ters or mistresses.

When Buster was a pup he was 
inoculated against rabies and he 
was reared with care. ’Then came 
a period o f training o f 2Vk to 3 
months. He then was ready for 
assignment to a student.

John Bessire, who had applied 
for a “ Seeing Eye Dog” from The 
Seeing Eye, Inc., o f Morristown, 
N. J., in the meantime was inves­
tigated as to physical and mental 
ability and his desire to own such 
a dog. He had to make a down 
payment on the dog, which cost 
him $150, including his own board 
and room for a month and the 
dog’s equipment.

The Artesia youth made the pur­
chase himself. That is required by 
the institution. But he was assist­
ed in his fare to and from the 
New Jersey city by the Artesia 
Lions Club, which some months 
ago interested itself in him.

Bessire explained that students 
selected for the dogs are encour­
aged to pay for them. He said one 
student explained, “ It is not a pay­
ment for a dog, but a payment for 
self-respect.”

It certainly is not payment for 
a dog, for the training o f a dog 
and the expenses o f instructing his 
master is about $900, the greater 
part o f which is covered by endow­
ments to The Seeing Eye, Inc.

When John and Buster called at 
The Advocate office by appoint­
ment, the master accepted th e ' best
chair offered him, seated himself 
and ordered the dog to make him­
self comfortable— just as easy a.s 
that. And when they left after

Artesia can be free of 
flies— if the city gets rid 
o f livestock and pit privies, 
Carl Henderson, district san­
itary engineer, said Tues­
day when in Artesia.

Some livestock can be 
kept legally within the city 
limits and Henderson has 
no complaint there, provid­
ed the lots are kept clean 
and sanitary, so as to elim­
inate fly  breeding places, 
which, he admitted, is near­
ly impossible.

But he hit a harmonious 
note when he spoke of the 
elimination of open pit 
privies— the Chic Sale vari­
ety.

This might be as good a 
time as any to start a move­
ment to outlaw them.

It can be done by the 
passage of an ordinance 
with a time limit for the un­
sightly “ telephone booths,” 
outlawing them after that 
date.

.Although all of the city dads do not agree that there should be 
any distinction in the ages of dogs as to licensing, maintaining that 
a dog is a dog. we hereby go on record as opposed to licensing a pup 
before he reaches his or her adoles«enl age.

The present city ordinance does not make any distinction in dogs, 
except as to sex, so the authorities in pushing the collection of the 
dog lax are quite right in maintaining that a dog, just whelped and 
with his eyes still unopened to the world, is a dog, and therefore is 
subject to a tax.

But an infant pup is likely to die before weaning. .And the mor­
tality rate among young dogs is great. Until adulthood approaches 
few dogs are nuisances, do not run much and certainly are not preda­
tors. Their value as property is negligible.

That is the way it is looked at in other cities, hence their dog 
tax ordinances take the ages of dogs into consideration and none is 
taxed until aged 6 months, or 8 months, or a year.

Y es. a dog is a dog. but the present ordinance either is somewhat 
unfair and should be changed, or the majority of American cities 
have it all wrong.

We maintain it is the former and the city ordinance should be 
changed so as to give dogs some value, other than sentiment, before 
thev are taxed.

Peter Hurd, noted New Mexico 
artist, had to battle a flash flood 
and almost lost his two horses be­
fore he arrived in Roswell from 
his ranch to play Coronado in the 
“ Entrara” recently.

Drafted men would be given 12 
months training and would receive 
base pay for the Army and Navy, 

, starting at $21 a month.
Authority to decide upon the 

age groups to be registered and 
the numbers to be called would 
rest with the president.

Penalty for evading registration 
^ « r  training could be five years in 

prison and a fine o f $10,000.
The legislation would make it 

. an “ unfair labor practice”  for an 
.JWmployer to fail to rehire the con- 
 ̂ scripts at the expiration o f their

training periods.
“ Conscientous objectors”  would 

, be assigned noncombatant training
or other work.

Conscripts would be selected by 
lot after local boards had classi­
fied registrants.

All men now in the Army, Navy 
and other armed forces and diplo­
matic and consular representatives 
o f foreign nations would be exempt 
from registration.

A fter a year’s training con­
scripts would be assigned to re­
serve units for additional training 
for ten years or until they reached 
45 years. They could avoid annual 
peacetime training by serving out 
two more years in the Army or 
National Guard.

Lamb Crop in 
Western States 

Largest Record

New Mexico’s 1940 lamb crop 
is up 49,000 over a year ago, Fred 
Daniels, agricultural statistician of 
the Department o f Agriculture, re­
ported in the July lamb crop re­
port.

New Mexico was one of seven 
of the thirteen western lamb states 
to show an increase, and contrib­
uted to the largest lamb crop on 
record for the nation a.s a whole.

According to the department’s 
report, the number of lambs docked 
in New .Mexico this year is 1,369,- 
999, compared with 1,320,000 last 
fear and 1,248,000 in 1938.

The crop for the thirteen west­
ern states is the largest of record 
and estimated at 21,613,000 lambs, 
an increase of about 800,000 head 
over 1939. The department at­
tributed practically all o f the in­
crease to the Texas record crop 
and increases in South Dakota and 
Montana.

The 1940 lambing percentages 
were relatively high in all western 
states— increases being shown in 
New Mexico, Wyoming, Arizona, 
Utah, Nevada, Oregon, Idaho and 
Texas.

There were small increases in 
ewe numbers in Colorado and New 
Mexico, and a 6 per cent increase 
in Montana.

make the bagging have been ap­
proved.

Under the program, payments of ; 
25 cents per pattern will be made | 
to participating manufacturers 
whose applications have been ap­
proved and who have agreed to i 
make the patterns and sell them ; 
to cotton producers, ginners, cot- ] 
tonseed oil mills, distributors o f : 
cotton bagging and other eligible { 
purchasers.

The August oil allowable for 
ew Mexico was set Tuesday at 
,2,000 barrels daily, compared 

with 106,200 recommended by the 
U. S. Bureau o f Mines and 106,000 

» for July.
Frank Worden, state land com­

missioner, said the allowable was 
a compromise set in an effort to 

^keep production at as high a level 
■ as possible, yet avoiding the daij- 

ger o f a market glut growing out 
o f curtailment o f export demand.

Setting o f the allowable was 
postponed from Monday to Tues­
day, in order to check up on what 
other oil producing states were 
doing about allowables before set­
ting it for New Mexico.

• Worden said most o f the other 
states were dropping their allow­
ables below the Bureau o f Mines’ 
recommendations. Last month the 
New Mexico allowable was 106,000 
barrels daily, or 100 barrels below 
the b u r e a u ’ s recommendations, 
which for August is 106,200.

A t the meeting the state oil con­
servation commission recessed until 
Aug. 12 a hearing on establish­
ment o f an oil-gas ratio for the in- 
JKistry in the state.

Officials said it may be neces­
sary to set up separate oil-gas 
ratios for different areas.

Continuation o f the hearing was 
granted in order to allow Eddy 
(bounty independent operators and 
the El Paso Natural Gas Company 
to file  additional briefs.

About 100 New Mexico oil op­
erators attended the meeting in 
Santa Fe, at which it became ap­
parent that Eddy and Lea County 
operators are not ready to agree 
on a ration applicable to the en­
tire Southeast New Mexico area.

border o f the state and to the 
Rocky Mountains on the west.

Cooperation with the Woodward 
station began in New Mexico in 
1927, when grape plantings were 
first established.

daily lessons became more compli­
cated.

Then the man, who never before 
had been led by s dog, came to un­
derstand the slight muscular re­
action of the dog, AH transmitted 
to him through a rigid handle at­
tached to the dug’s harness. All 
the while he directed the dog by 
means o f three simple commands, 
“ Forward,”  “ Le ft”  and “ Right.” 
And the dog came to know and un­
derstand his master better.

The dog, trained to ignore any­
one but his master, as well as oth­
er dogs and cats, is constantly on 
the alert and uses his judgment, 
for the orders are classified as “ re­
quest commands.” Should Bessire 
think, using his ears to help him, 
that a street is clear, he may com­
mand Buster forward. But Buster 
can see, whereas John cannot, and 
if, in his judgment, it is not safe 
to progress, he will hesitate and 
refuse to budge until all ia clear.

Thus the master, commanding 
his dog, and the dog, doing the 
seeing and using his judgment, be­
come a unit in traffic and about 
town.

One of the greatest drawbacks, 
both to master and dog, is the at­
tentions o f well-meaning people on 
the street, some of whom wish to 
speak to the dog, or pet him, or | 
to engage the master in conver­
sation.

But that ia to be avoided for the 
best i>erformance of the dog and 
for the safety o f the master, Bes- 
aire said.

The Artesia youth quoted 51rs. 
Harrison Eustis, president o f the 
Seeing Eye, Inc., as saying, “ While 
the intention o f the public is only 
to be kindly and helpful, the re­
sult produced ia similar to that 
which would occur i f  you grabbed 
the arm of a man who was driving 
an automobile in heavy traffic . . .

Young Bessire said he appreci­
ates all interest shown in Buster 
and wishes to thank everyone. But 
he said he hopes the public will 
learn not to bother the dog, or him­
self, for he too is concentrating, 
possibly counting steps, else he 
might be run over. And he might 
have to correct Buster for some­
thing the dog otherwise might not i 
have needed.

Bessire explained that the cane; 
he carries sometimes is to protect, 
himself from other dogs, which in-1 
sist on running and barking a t ' 
Buster, until they learn that Bus-1 
ter will ignore them. I

The Seeing Eye, Inc., was estab­
lished in 19‘29 Bessire said, when 
Morris Frank went to Switzerland 
to get a dog. The idea stalled in 
Germany after World War I, then 
spread to Switzerland, from where 
the head trainer o f the Seeing Eye, 
Inc., came.

And John Bessire is one of the 
small group o f blind persons in the 
United States fortunate to own a 
“ Seeing Eye Dog,”  a group which | 
will be increased by 150 this year, 
through the idea o f man's love for 
his master, bestowing his sight and 
intelligence on the human in order 
that he may see through his ser­
vant’s eyes.

for it is only a moot question 
about which the editorial staff 
wondered and wished to get a cross- 
section. But influence one way or 
the other is to be avoided.

However, the editorial staff was 
accused o f bringing influence both 
ways in last week’s issue.

The banner headline across the 
top o f the first page, which asked, 
“ Do You Want Your Son to Die 
in Europe’s W ar?” was somewhat 
misleading to some people, for it 
differed somewhat from the actual 
question advanced on the ballot 
published in that issue and dis­
tributed to various church and
CIVIC g r o u p s .

However, that is what a head­
line does: Attracts attention and 
leads to the reading of the story 
to follow. And certainly that head­
line did attract attention. It did 
even lead some persons to vote 
“ No”  who might otherwise have 
said, “ Yea,”  to the true question.

But on the other hand, the 
phrase, “ under any circumstances,” 
in the question, brought out some 
“ Yes” votes from persons who 
might have said “ No,” for they 
realized that “ circumstances alter 
cases.”

One o f the pastors suggested. 
“ You are too indefinite: not clear. 
Just when do you mean, 2 or 3 
months ago, now, or say 2 or 3 
months yet to come?"

Perhaps that should have been 
made clear in last week’s issue, 
along with other qualifications. 
But it was not done, and out of 
fairness to those who already have 
voted, the question must stand as 
originally published;

“ Do you believe the United 
States should, under any circum­
stances, enter Europe’s war?”

The whole thing ia to provoke 
argument and thought and it 
seems to be doing just that. And 
there will be several more days in 
which to think it over, at least for 
some people, for some of the pas­
tors could not be found Saturday 
in order that they might have bal­
lots for their congregations and 
ballots had not been printed in 
time for the 20-30 Club meeting 
last Thursday evening. An at­
tempt will be made to have all of 
the organizations not contacted 
vote in time to bring to a close 
the balloting next week.

Valley sweltered last week, the 
country at largo was more than 
sweltering as records fell in many 
area.s. And in many localities 
there was great humidity, a rarity 
here, to make the heat seem worse.

Precipitation for the month 
reached nearly an inch at Artesia, 
although the rainfall varied great­
ly in various localities o f the val­
ley, such as Saturday night when 
.46 inch was recorded on the gas 
company gauge, but not a drop 
fell a few miles south of the city.

Little more than a trace was re­
corded July 11, only .03 inch, but 
.48 inch fell here July 18 and a 
fairly heavy rain in town last eve­
ning nearly played out at the 
gauge, where .01 inch was record­
ed.

New Mexico county treasurers' 
remittances to the state during the 
fiscal year ended June 30 toUled 
$2,167,537.75, compared with $1,- 
906,411.46 for the previous fiscal 
period, Mrs. Blanche Lucero, sec­
retary to State Auditor E. D. Tru­
jillo, announced last week.

Taxes for 1939 made up the 
bulk o f the remittances, totaling 
$1,733,610.36, up from the previous 
year’s $1,493,143.66.

Delinquent tax payments to­
taled $244,448.81, again from the 
$229,407.32 for the previous 12 
months.

Fines also showed an increase: 
$30,237.55 this year, compared 
with last year’s $24,619.88.

Largest contributor was Berna­
lillo (bounty, which paid the state 
a total o f $188,136.41. Second was 
Lea with $181,093.67; third, Eddy, 
with $131,037.72, and fourth, Col­
fax, with $123,859.69.

it he ordered the boys “ sent up” 
by him released because o f alleged 
mistreatment at the school.

Among the juveniles affected by 
the order are one from Artesia and 
three from Carlsbad, as well as 
others from I.iea and Chaves Coun­
ties. Those in Eddy County were 
to be paroled either to R. M. 
Thorne, probation officer, or to 
relatives.

Judge McGhee several weeks 
ago, when a guest of the Artesia 
Rotary Club, said he was consid­
ering the move, but had not as yet 
made up his mind definitely.

He told Rotarians at that time 
that changes in school manage­
ment and personnel with changes 
in administrations does not work 
out to the best interests of the 
young men sent there. He inti­
mated he was not thoroughly sat­
isfied with the way the school was 
being run.

Meanwhile, moat o f the state 
continued to wonder at the judge’e 
move, which affected juveriilee in 
Eddy, Lea and Chaves Counties. 
From Hobbs, in Lea County, came 
indications tliat the act had been 
planned by Judge McGhee for tome 
time. Reason for that- was that 
two Hobbs juveniles, formerly in 
the Springer school, were being 
held at the county jail in Loving- 
ton, where they had been for about 
a month.

They were taken before the dis­
trict judge some time ago, but 
were not returned to the state 
school. They were charged with 
violating parole. No other Lea 
County boys had been sent to the 
Springer school for several months. 
Assistant District Attorney J. O,- 
Walton said in Hobbs.

In Carlsbad Saturday, the o 
word was tliat when McGhee qui 
ly issued the order there seve 
dsys prior, he made no further 
comments except to see to it that 
all the Eddy juveniles were re­
moved from the school. 'The same 
action and attitude was reported 
from Roswell, Chaves County » « a * '^  
and from Lovington.

When Gov. John E. Miles wa.n 
advised o f the action o f Judge M r ^  
Ghee, he said he did not have

immediate comment to make on the 
judge’s order. He recalled, how­
ever, that Judge McGhee, as a for­
mer member of the school board, 
opposed the appointment o f Dr. 
Fred Allen as superintendent.

Judge McGhee said he liad act* 
ed “ for the good o f the boys” in 
ordering their removal from the 
State Industrial School of all boys 
sent there from the fifth judicial 
district, over which he presides.
