Audit Approved
At Tahoka ISD
Board Meeting

Tahoka Independent School Dis-
trict Board of Trustees met last Thurs-
day. hearing several reports includ-
ing the district’s financial audit for
2002-03. Greg Gilbert, representing
Bolingar, Segars, Gilbert and Moss,
presented the audit to the board,
which was approved unanimously.

Trustees conducted public hear-
ings on the district’s State Financial
Accountability Rating, which was
rated as “Superior”, and on the
district’s Academic Excellence Indi-
cator System rating of “Academi-
cally Recognized.” Superintendent
Jimmy Parker and Sherri McCord,
Director of Curriculum, presented the
information at the mceting. The
district’s rating was also reviewed on
the “No Child Left Behind” federal

law

The District Campus Improve-
ment Plan was approved, and school
trustees voted to join the Alvarado
Interveners in the West Orange-Cove
case regarding school funding.

Supt. Parker reported the resig-
nation of Dana McKay, a teaching as-
sistant at the high school campus. In
his report, the superintendent also
noted that old yearbooks from the
school would be displayed at the
Tahoka Pioneer Museum. Campus
principals presented reports, as did
Nathan Ehlert, Business Manager.

Present at the meeting were six
of seven trustees, with trustee
Leighton Knox Jr. absent. The next
meeting was scheduled for Dec. 11
at 7 p.m. in the Harvick Educational
Building.

Suspects In Kidnap, Burglary
Nabbed; Armed Robbers Sought

Two suspects in an armed rob-
bery early Sunday morning at
O’Donnell were being sought this
week, and officers also arrested sus-
pects in a car theft and burglary and
another suspect in a Lubbock kidnap-
ping.

A clerk at Allsup’s store in
O’Donnell told sheriff’s officers that
a white couple, both small and slen-
der, robbed the store at gunpoint
about 2:30 a.m. Sunday, pointing the
gun at the clerk and ordering him to
place money from the register into a

wbac, Hesaidthg waman came in first,

keeping the clerk occupied while the
man followed with a shotgun. The
clerk, who was not injured, said the
couple left with $93 from the regis-
ter, driving south in a red car, which
he said possibly was a Saturn or a
Mitsubishi Eclipse.

lahoka Police were summoned

Monday to Echo Motel where they
were advised by the owner that a
couple staying in one of the units had
given him two checks which he later
determined to be on aclosed account.
Chief Doyle Lee then went to the
room and asked the man and woman
for identification. The woman iden-
tified herself, but the man did not, so
Lee separated the pair and requested
a check on-the woman. He was ad-
vised that she was listed as an endan-
gered missing person out of Lubbock,
possibly with her ex-husband.

Lee said that while the man was
dressing inside, the woman silently
mouthed “help me™ to the police of-
ficer. Three sheriff’s deputies arrived
just after the 46-year-old suspect was
arrested and handcuffed.

The man complained of chest
pains, so an EMS ambulance was

Home Purchased For Wilson ISD

Wilson Independent School Dis-
trict officials recently closed the deal
on a property purchase for the school
district, after approving the purchase
in their October board meeting.

In the October WISD board
meeting trustees met in closed ses-
sion to discuss the purchase of real
property located at 1502 Green Av-
enue, and upon rfeturning to open ses-
sion unanimously approved the pur-
chase. According to Superintendent
Mike Jones, the purchase price of the
property was $63,000 with the dis-
trict paying most of the closing costs.
The appraised value of the house was
$74.,000 in December of 2001.

The residence will be owned by
the district for housing the superin-
tendent and family. Wilson ISD owns

several homes in Wilson for staff

housing, including the current house
ol the superintendent.

T'he board had been considering
the

remodeling  options  on

superintendent’s house prior to my
hiring in Wilson, because the current
house has structural and foundation
problems, and trustees considered
remodeling costs but in the end de-
cided that it would not be advanta-
geous 1o put a large amount of money
into such an old house.” said Jones.

The new property 1s a newer
home built in 1986 and is in excel-
lent condition. Jones said. Trustees
decided that the home in which the
superintendent currently lives would
be appraised and sold to get it back
on the tax rolls

Hopefully we will sell the current
house tor a fair price and recoup
When
that occurs the amount taken from

some of the purchase costs

our fund balance would be less than
3%.
