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USSR Still
Refuses To
Discuss lran

NEW YORK —(&#)— The
United Nations  Security
Council was called into ex-
ecutive session Thursday to
discuss grave problems of
procedure raised when So-
viet Delegate Andrei Gromyko
walked cut on the council late Wed-
nesday after it refused to postpene

consideration of the Iranian issue.!

A Soviet spokesman said Gromyko
would attend the session—scheduled
lute Thursday afternoon—with the
understanding that the council
would not go into the merits of
the Iranian dispute.

The spokesman’s statement rein-
forced the general understanding
that the Sowviet delegate had not
divorced himself from the council
but was merely standing pat on his
determination not to participate in
any discussion of the Iranian case
prior to April 10—a deadline he
apparently fixed on instructions
from Moscow.

No Discussion Till Friday

The decision to go into executive
session, announced by Chairman
Quo Tai-Chi of China, apparently
precluded until Friday any further
open discussion of Iran's protests
against prolonged occupation by
ySoviet troops, alleged Russian in-
terference in her internal affairs
and designs on her rich oil re-
serves near the Caspian.

The Iranian case was presented
late Wednesday by Ambassador
Hussein Ala—who called the situa-
tion in TIran - “explosive” and-:-a
threat to world peace—after Gro-
myko had dramatically absented
himself and hastened with his staff
to the Soviet Consulate General in
East 61st Street for consultation
and possibly to seek new instruc-
tions from Moscow.

Hussein Ala said Soviet officials
proposed that:

1. Soviet troops remain in some
parts of Iran indefinitely.

2. The Iranian government
should recognize internal autonomy
for Azerbaijan, with the provincial
premier becoming governor general,
with the provincial ministeries of
foreign affairs and war abolished,
with 30 per cent of the provincial
revenue paid to the Iranian cen-
tral government and all corres-
pondence with the central govern-
ment conducted in the Persian lan-
guage.

Would Set Up Stock Company

3. The Soviet government should
abandon demands for an oil conces-
sion and an Iranian-Russian joint
stock company should be set up
with 51 per cent of the shares held
by the Soviet Union and 49 per
cent by Iran.

Hussein Ala said Premier Qavam
rejected these demands and the
Soviet cfficials = withdrew them.
Further efforts, the Iranian said,
had not clarified the situation.

Gromyko told the council:

“For
plained clearly enough, Mr. Chair-
man, I, as representative of the
Soviet Union, am not able to par-
ticipate further in the discussions
of the Security Council because my
proposal has not been accepted by
the council, and I therefore leave

the meeting.”
_There was only a slight interrup-
tion while the Soviet delegation

strode solmenly out.

WASHINGTON—(#)— A one-half
billion dollar bill to develop a na-
tional network of airports appeared
headed Thursday for early enact-
ment.

The measure, which both houses
of Congress will be called upon to
approve within the next few weeks,
authorizes appropriation of $500,-
000,000 in federal funds, to be
matched by state money, over the
next seven years.

Thus conferees split the differ-
ence between Senate and House
versions that have stalled the plan
since last November 1.

With exception of the size and
scope of the program, the compro-
mise version follows fairly closely
the House measure.

Commercial And Private

It authorizes the Civil Aeronautics
Administrator to prepare and re-
vise annually a national plan for
development of public airports tak-
ing into account “the needs of both
air commerce and private flying.”

The bill appropriates $3,060,000
immediately for preliminary sur-
veys and planning and allows five

per cent of the annual appropria-

tion—which must not exceed $100,-

000,000—for research and.adminis-
trative expenses.

First appropriations, under the
revised bill, would become avail-
able during the next fiscal year
which begins July 1.

Funds would be allocated “one-
half in the proportion which the
population of each state bears to
the total population of all the

i states, and one-half in proportion

which the area of each state bears
to the total area of all the states.”

The federal share of the cost of
all airports of class three or smaller
would be 50 per cent. For class four
and larger, the federal share would
be set by the administrator, with
50 per cent as the maximum.

There appeared little likelihood,
however, that action on the proposi-

tion would come at this meeting.
It seemed probable it would await
the time when the problems of dis-
placed persons were turned over to
the United Nations.

But, in circles-close to the dele-
gates, it was reported that the
question of offering the job to Mrs.
Roosevelt already had gone beyond
the point of speculation.

If accepted, it would bring back
into a working partnership—this
time at an international level—the
team of Fiorello H. LaGuardia and
Mrs. Roosevelt which directed the
United States program of civilian
defense during the first part of
the war.

LaGuardia Succeeds Lehman

LaGuardia, former mayor of New
York, has been nominated director
general of UNRRA to succeed Her-
bert Lehman.

Before him was a broad program
of recommendations to member
governments for rigorous food con-
trols—including rationing “where
necessary“—together with a call for
all-out production, aid to farmers
and stringent conservation steps.

The new director will be under
orders to contact all of UNRRA’s
members speedily; find out how
much further they can go in their
contributions toward = forestalling
famine, and then call UNRRA’s
delegates ‘back into session.

Despite the strong recommenda-
tions on food controls, there existed
among the delegates scant hope
that the United States—UNRRA’s
chief supplier—would return to ra-
tioning. A United States spokesman
observed that there was nothing
glandatory about the recommenda-
ion,

A price agency official who with-
held use of his name said the gov-
ernment is prepared to 're-institute
more drastic slaughtering regula-
tions if the measure which goes into
effect next Monday does not turn
the trick. }

, These, he said, would limit to a
certain base period figure the num-
ber of animals a non-federally in-
spected packing house could butch-
er. The purpose, as during the war,
would be to drive more meat into
established ' trade channels and
away from newcomers in the
slaughtering business.

Many of these newcomers, OPA
said Wednesday in ordering another
crackdown, are ‘“fly-by-night op-
erators with little- or no experience
in cattle buying.” :

The control order OPA is restor-
ing is aimed at curbing so-called
custom slaughtering—butchering on
a fee basis by packing houses for
those who own "livestock.

New Regulation Terms
Under the regulation, no beef or

| veal from custom slaughtered cat-

tle or calves may he sold by anyone
unless:

1. The owner of livestock had
animals slaughtered at the same
plant prior to last December 29,
when a similar wartime order was
revoked, or

2. The Agriculture Department
has granted an exemption covering
both the slaughterer and the owner
of livestock.

Other provisions of the new order
are designed to tighten these re-
strictions.

OPA said that many newcomers
in the cattle-buying field are res-
taurants, wholesalers of dressed
carcasses and retailers who are buy-
ing live cattle because of meat
shortages.

These buyers, OPA said, “through
ignorance or without regard to ceil-
ings” have forced up cattle prices
“to levels which legitimate operat-
ors frequently cannot pay and re-
main in compliance.”

Houston Man Asserls
Qil Ceilings Will Be
Lifted Within 10 Days

HOUSTON —(#)— All Office of
Price Administration ceilings for
the oil industry and those who
supply it, will be suspended within
a week or 10 days, Noah Dietrich,
executive vice-president of Hughes
Tool Company, declared Wednesday.

“It has been a matter of rather
widespreade knowledge within the
ranks of the oil industry that this
will be done,” he said. “This is an
act of simple justice, and is long
overdue.”

He said he made the statement
of what had been definitely plan-
ned because “political opportunists
are’ capitalizing on such knowledge
by making it appear that their
current efforts are producing a re-
sult already assured.”

The statement was made as a
result of the radio address Monday
night by James V. Allred, in which
he urged that the OPA immediate-
ly remove price ceilings from pe-
troleum products.

“I regret that Judge Allred has
seen fit to inject this matter into
politics,” Dietrich said.

A wildeat in extreme Northwest
Ector County, and one in North-
Central Winkler County, approxi-
mately 18 miles apart, have shown
for flowing oil production from the
Devonian.

Both possible new discoveries are
operations of Stanolind Oil & Gas
Company.

. Stanolind No. 1 Mack Taylor, in
southwest corner of section 7, block
B-2, psl survey, and on east side
of the Keystone field, flowed 225
barrels of oil in a 24-hour test
natural from perforated section at
8,040-8,135 feet, over a plugged back
total depth of 8,730 feet.

Flows Natural

The section w=naking the oil is
the top of the Devonian. Operator
records show that this formation
has not been acidize—despite re-
ports to the contrary.

After the section had been per-
| forated the hole was loaded with
|193 barrels of oil. It swabbed for
|13 hours, and swabbed out 152 bar-
‘rels of that load. At the end of
the 13 hours it kicked off and in
11 hours flowed out another 152
barrels of oil—which is 11 harrels
more than the amount of the load.

Operator report of Thursday
morning showed that in the latest
24 hours the 225 barrels of new
oil was produced.

Stanolind No. 1 Grisham-Hunter,
(R. B. Cowden), in extreme North-
west Ector, and 18 miles northeast
of the Taylor project in Winkler,
ran a one-hour drillstem test in
the top of the Devonian at 7,868-
7,944 feet. Gas came to the sur-
face in four minutes, drilling mud
flowed in 31 minutes, and clean oil
flowed in 51 minutes. The well
flowed to pits for three minutes,
at ‘an estimated rate of from 15 to
20 barrels of oil per hour.

Top of the Devonian was re-
ported to be at 7,919 feet, on an
elevation of 3,309 feet.

To Run Casing

Operator reported that casing
would be run in the discovery—
then it was to be drilled a little
deeper, and that is due to be fol-
lowed by efforts to complete as a
commercial well,

Some diplomats suggested it was
particularly easy for France to pro-
pose oil sanctions since the French
send no oil to Spain.

State Department officials noted

that this country already has
slashed its diplomatic representa-
tion.

needs and a great amount of pe-
troleum is in storage.

The fact that fuel oil and Navy
Special Fuel Oil is short, he con-
tinued is -a problem for manufac-
turers or refinefrs.

Navy Asks 200,000-Barrel Hike

The Navy asked an increase of
200,000 barrels per day in produc-
tion, but ‘Jester asserted that adc-
quate stocks of crude oil are on
hand and that he is not inclined
to join in an order for a sudden
increase of 200,000 barrels of crude
oil daily in Texas.

“If you'll see that Texas produc-
ers get the long-awaited 58 cent
increase in the price of oil and
that ‘this will be the last order of
the OPA, 'which would then release
its controls on crude oil,” he as-
serted he would give thorough con-
sideration to the request.

Thompsort invited the Navy rep-
resentatives to the hearing and
said his talks in Washington with
Navy officials had convinced him
there was ‘nothing phoney” about
its request for fuel. He was con-
vinced that the need is real “and
that it is imperative.

“The matter of price is only inci-
dental,” he added.

Culberson Against Change

Chairman Olin Culberson of the
commission telegraphed that he
would be unable to attend the meet-
ing as he had to fly to Washington
to appear at a hearing.

His telegrams said he does not
“think the commission should make
any change in allowables until posi-
tive sworn- testimony shows why
the Navy’s suddenly claimed short-
age is due to a lack of crude.

Appearing before the commission
here were Capt. B. B. Biggs,, deputy
éxecutive officer of the Army-Navy
Petroleum Board; Michael J.
Deutch, executive officer of the Of-
fice of War Mobilization and Re-
conversion; Maury Wells of the
Office of War Shipping Administra-
tion; Comdr. Ralph S. Fowler, chief
of the fuel division of the Bureau
of Supplies and Accounts; Comdr.
D. V. Wengrovius, member of the
joint Army-Navy Purchasing Agen-
cy; and Lt. Col. George Abert, mem-
ber of the joint Army-Navy Pur-
chasing Agency.
