Even though clouds filled the
sky and the temperature was only
peaking slightly above 40 degrees
Saturday morning, the spirits of
several hundred area residents
warmed the morning.

The spirits belonged to the 350
Christmas in April project volun-
teers.

“We're down on help this
year;” explained CA Board
President Bob Noyes. “I don't
know if we have a lot of apathy,
but we did lose several key peo-
ple who were the spearheads in
their organizations and so we
didn’t get those organizations to
participate this year.”

While the weather and apathy
might have decreased the num-
ber of individuals offering to help,
the spirit and vigor with which
each met their assigned duties
shined brightly.

Texaco's Jacke Weber and his
crew of 23 friends, family mem-
bers and fellow employees
worked on a home on NE 10th
putting in a new toilet, bathroom,
and working with their personal
ly designed “wrecking crew”
making major renovations. “It's
fun, we like to help people,” he
said.

The federal prison brought
inmates and staff to assist in their
projects. The group had two
homes assigned this year. “The
inmates look forward to this all
year,” said Joan Harmon.

Volunteers of all ages came to
help the projects which focus on
home improvements for the
needy. Senior citizens Frankie
Marstand and Ruth Stovall repre-
sented the First Presbyterian
Church group. “It's our third
year,” they boasted. “It’s fun!”

Don Riley, first vice-president
- of CA said the yearly event start-
ed in 1987 as an offshoot of the
Big Spring leadership class. “We
graduated and then wanted to
find a worthwhile community
effort,” said Riley.

As a result, Christmas in April
was formed as a non-profit cor-
poration. The group is headed by
an organized board with 14 er 15
members, according to Riley.
“We have one paid staff member
who has to keep up with all the
IRS forms and the books,” he
said.

CA works all year to raise funds
and receives donations and some
grant monies from the govern-
ment. Projects are “generally tar-

Garrett is following in the footsteps
of her late husband’s grandmother,
Dora Roberts.

Roberts established the Dora
Roberts Foundation in 1946 which
has supported many institutions
such as Howard College, YMCA,
Salvation Army, Dora Roberts
Rehabilitation Center.

Also benefitting are the Humane
Society, Meals on Wheels, the city of
Big Spring, Big Spring Independent
School District, the Big Spring
Herald's Newspaper in Education,
Big Spring State Hospital, St. Mary’s
Episcopal School, Methodist Hospital
in Lubbock, M.D. Anderson Hospital
in Houston and many other projects
as well as private donations to indi-
viduals anddamilies

Perhaps one of the biggest bene
factors from Garrett and the Dora
Roberts Foundation is Howard
College. The coliseum and student
union building are named after
Garrett and Roberts respectively
Also, the women's dorm is named
after Garrett's late daughter, Ann
Garrett Turner

“Dorothy is very involved with
scholarships and assisting many stu-
dents with their education.,” said
Howard College President Cheryl
Sparks

The Dora Roberts Foundation has
been the grantee for several big pro-
jects such as heating and cooling sys-
tems, renovation projects, the
Horace Garrett applied science
building, vocational building and
dorm projects at SWCID just to name
a few, she added.

“It's unbelievable the impact the
foundation and Dorothy have had on
Howard College and SWCID. We
have received so much support over
the years. She is a vital partner in the
quality of programs we have at
Howard College.

Mission: Sexual abuse awareness
Man bikes through country to spread the word

Mikell, a survivor of childhood sexual
abuse, is now a child advocate, speaking
to “anyone who will listen" to gather sup-

Beginning his trip from Lake Charles,
La., Mikell now has 1,380 “mission” miles
on his tour bike. He plans a brief respite
with friends and leave on Tuesday
heading to Roswell, NM. His ultimate
destination is Grand Canyon Ariz.

The message he carries is brief, simple
and strong. “1 want to educate people,”
he says simply. Mikell's education has a
four point focus. -

First, parents need to talk to children
about childhood sexual abuse, Mikell
said. “Then they need to tell their chil-
dren the difference between a good and a

bad touch.

“Parents need to teach their children
they can say no to and escape from a pos-
sible abuse situation,” he adds. Finally,
Mikell demands any person who is suspi-
cious of a child being abused needs to
report it. The child abuse hotline is 1-

800-252-5400.

When asked why he chose a cross
country tour as the media for his mes-
sage, Mikell explained, “I knew that by
riding across the country on a bike, it
would gather attention. | could take that
attention and turn it into a message of
prevention. I'm serious about what | am
doing and | want to be taken seriously.

“This isn t a vacation for me and it’s not
a fun trip,” he adds. “It's a mission.”
Mikell explained his main objective is to

reach as many parents as possible.

“l talk to everyone,” he says. “l
make it a point to speak with the
local media and the mayors of every
town | stop in. If it reaches one per-
son, then it’s worth it.” Additionally,
he has spoken with student groups,
survivors of abuse and advocate
groups.

Future plans include speeches

before state legislatures and letters
to the nation’s leaders. “I'll even ride
my bike to (Washington) D.C. if that
will help get the message out,” he
says. '
Mikell doesn't like to talk about
himself, afraid it will take the focus
off his message, but he is firm when
he says he is not ashamed or embar-
rassed by his history of sexual abuse.
“One of my goals is to reach other
survivors and tell them they can
make it through it. They are not
alone and not to blame. .

“I don't like to use the word fault

or blame,” he adds. “I like to use the
word ‘responsible.’ |1 say that other
person was responsible for what
happened to me.”

Mikell was sexually abused at the
age of seven or eight but only
revealed the abuse about a year ago.
“It's not something | repressed. |
grew up knowing my whole life what
had happened to me and | was
afraid to talk about it. I've worked
through the feelings with the help of
a Christian counselor.

“But the effects of the abuse are
only now beginning to hit my mother
and she is having a hard time work-
ing through it,” he adds somewhat
sadly. “She blames herself, she
thinks she should have been able to
do something. How could she?”

Mikell credits his survival with a
strong Christian faith. “I firmly
believe that my healing came about
because of my belief in Jesus Christ,”
he said. “I want other survivors to
know that | have healed and they
can too.”
