quainted with the development
that is scheduled at the park,
according to Larry Neill, Lake
Colorado City State Park super-
intendent,

park’s master plan following an

official hearing in Austin last
Feb. 24,

The department’s plan is
aimed to preserve natural fea-
tures of the park on the shores
of Lake Colorado City.

At the same time the plan
will establish a broad program
of active recreation compatible
with the site and its water po-
tential,

Transfers must be made by
the student’s parent, guardian

or person having lawful control

Gardner said transfer can be
completed in his office at
the School Administration Of-
fice, East 12th and Chestnut,

Applications for . transfer
must be completed before May
31 for a transferring student to
be eligible to enrollin Colorado

City schools for the 1971-72
school year beginning next fall,

Gardner emphasized that
transfers must be made and
approved by the receiving dir-
trict each year the incoming
child attends school first
through 12th grades.

AAA 220 last year and lost
the 100 only by a breath, star-
ted with a fast, winning pace
this season.

Land Bank

Reduces
Loan Rate

N. H. Pratt, manager of the
Federal Land Bank Associa-
tion of Colorado City, said Wed-

nesday the Federal Land Bank

of Houston will reduce the in-
terest billing rate on variable
rate loans to 7 1/29%.

‘““This reduction will be ef-
fective on installments matur-
ing on or after June 1, 1971,
and affects more than $110 mil-
lion in variable rate loans to
over 3200 Texas farmers and
ranchers,”’ Pratt said.

The variable rate loan, which
was introduced by the Houston
Barnk in July 1969, lets the in-
terest rate ‘‘float” over the
variations in the money mar-
ket,  This is the second time
since last Jan, 1 that the bil-
ling rate has been reduced and
is the third such reduction in the
ldst 12 months.

If the city’s new balanced
budget follows City Manager
J. A, Sadler’s plan, slightly
less than $40,000 will be avail-
able for capital improvements
during the 1971-72 fiscal year
beginning May 1.

All the rest of $546,344.16
budgeted for spending in the
71 72 fiscal year will be spent
Tor day-to-day essentials to
keep the city operating.

Sadler doesn’t hesitate that
he figured the budget estimate
close with a sharp, sharp pen-
cil.

He doesn’t hide the fact, ei-
ther that $39,592.80 will keep
an economy lid on all capital
improvements,

But the budget will be finan-
ced by the same $1.60 tax rate
per. $100 property valuation(ba-
sed on 45 per cent of market

value), which should be good .

news to taxpayers.

City Council voted approval
of the new budget Monday night.
There were no complications
before the vote, bécause coun-
cilmen had been in study meet-
ings with the city manager ear-
lier to chart the budget.,

Also, Sadler earlier had re-
vealed he was working toward
a balanced budget--budget that
would contain all expenditures
within the amount of income
estimated without a tax in-
crease,

The $39,592,80 for capital im-
provements is the amount of
cash estimated that will be left
over in the general fund after
operating expenses are paid.

All total, the general fund
lists $334,550 for spending in
all acounts, That is $54,067
more than the general fund is
spending for the 12 months
ending April 30,

However , it is easy tc see
that operational expenses are
being kept close to the 1970-
71 line despite rising costs,
because most-of that $54,067
increase is taken up by the
$39,592 cash leftover for cap-
ital improvements,

Apartment Data Sought

Feasibility Study For New Units

Chamber of Commerce wants
to know if Colorado City want
new, modern apartments to
lease, ;

It is a feasibility study be-
ing conducted by the Chamber’s
industrial committee, chair-
maned by Charles Root.

Community leaders for years
have emphasized the need for
more rental units in Colorado
City. This need has been point-
ed up repeatedly when the in-

dustrial committee contacted
industries surveying West Tex-
as for plant locations,

Recent conferences with Fed-
eral Housing Administration of-
ficials in Lubbock has led tothe
feasibility study to determine if
new apartment units here would
be in demand.

Here is what the Chamber of
Commerce industrial commit-

tee wants to determine:

How many persons within the
Colorado City community are
interested in renting new, mo-
dern 2 and 3 bedroom apart-
ments at a price of from $125
to $200 per month, and who
would be willing to sign a 12-
month lease,

‘“These citizens are asked to
phone or contact the Chamber
of Commerce office,” said Sef-
ton Pickens, executive vice
president of the Chamber,

Those contacting the Chamber
in regard to the apartments will
not be obligating themselves in
any manner, Pickens empha-
sized, :

‘““This is only a study to ob-
tain information concerning the
possibility and potential of
building new apartment units
within our .community and the
information, gained from this
survey will be only in con-
sidering the feasibility of such
a project.”
