FATAL MINE HORROR,

In Which Ten Men Men Are Dashed Down Theee
Thousand Feel and Nilled.

WOMAN ARRESTED CHARGED WITH MURDER

The Suppesed Mebbers of an Express Car on the
‘ Mebile and Ohio Railread Arrosted.

Shet His Brether.
Minwavkee, Wis,, May 15.—A
Houghton special says: Ten timber-
men were dashed to pleces in the Red
Jacket perpendicular shaft of the
Calumet and Hecla mine Saturday.
The miners were coming upin a cage
to dinner and the engineer hoisted
the cage agiainst the timbers of the
shaft. The coupling pin broke and
the men and cage were dashed down-
ward over 3000 feet to the bottom.
The numes of the killed are Allen
Cameron, James Cooking, Joseph
Pope. Juhn Odgers, John Hicks, An.
drew Edno, Robert Wuopla, Michael
Leavitto, James Trevinl, and Con S,
Sullivan, Thousands of  people
were around the shaft all day. No
inguest has been held yet.

STUDENTS OF CONFUCIUS
HEAD THE MOBS,
OMeinls Are  Responsible Tor Them--
Mandarine Abet  Fauatical 1 p-
risings Agninst Christlan
Misslonnries,

Mail adviees from Shanghal con-
tain some curlious explanations of the
cause of the recent riots at Iehang,
the present head of forelgn naviga-
tion on the great Yangtse rlver.
These riots waere only preventad from
ending in loss of life and property of
the small European colony of mer-
chants and missionaries by the prompt
action of the English officer in charge
of the gun-boat Esk. and the equally
prompt measure taken by the British
vonsul.  The Chinese authorities, as
nsnal, did nothing, contenting them-
selves with the explunation that the
mob was too large and too strong for
the local police to cope with,

For several months up to lust Nos
vember students had been pouring

They took
up her ery. und so wrought upon the
sympathy of the lgnorant populace
that in a few hours the streets
swarmed with wildly excitod Chinese,
bawling out, «Kill, kill the foreign-
ers!" This was in the afternoon of
December 2 The mob first moved
upon British Consul Everard's house,
and threw mud and stones. Then
they began attacks on the dwellings
of other foreigners and upon the
churches and mission buildings

I'hey were rapidly having thele
own way when the frightencd for.
elgners retreatod to the British cus
toms compound,  There the doors
were  barred. but the ringleaders
among the vioters scaled the walls
und  over 100 gained admittancee
When they woere onee corealled inside
the customs, officers fell upon them
with canos and evleket bats amd guve
thom u thorongh beating.  ‘Their
yvells terrifiod the mob ontside  amd
this terror was increased when Cap-
tain Ravenhill of the British gunboat
Esk came marching up with & small
party of heavy srmod blue-jackets.
The electrie light dashed upon their
weapons, the beleaguered foreigners
cheered und the cowardly Chinese
mob split and ran.  Without prombt
action by the consul and the captain
of the Esk the mob
guined strength and the night would
have probably ended in the burning
of the foreign settiement

After the riot was ended the
(inese mandarin sent assurances of
his distinguished econsideration, with
promises that the rioters should be
severely dealt with, but that is as
far as the matter has gone. No one
has been punished, and though the
facts have boen reported to Pekin,
there is small prospect that anyone
will be mude to suffer. The whole
secret of the Immunity of the leaders
of the unti-foreign riots lies in the
apathy of the provincinl mandarins.
These men are ut heart bitter enemies
of anything foreign,
Yiceroy Li because he has Introduced
the railrosd and the telegruph.

“I Have made a studv of sulelde
for many years,” =ald Dr. G, E. Stal)
of New Yorx, to the Inter Oovean
writer. “Among Western elvilized
nations the French are the most
prone to §t, Paris furnishing the
grewtest number of suicides and at-
tempted sulcides per annum.

The 01d Municipal Balldisg In 8¢. Louls
Sold—Autivity In Electric Raill-
rosd Construction.

§t. Louis, May 12.—The sale of the
old City Hall on Saturday was quite
an event in the eity's history and the
oldest inhabitant was well repre-
sentad, storles being exchanged as to
events which happened in the old
bullding when it was regarded &s &
magnificent structure and a credit to
the city. There wers many present
who could recollect the time when
the ground on which the hall stood
could be bought by the acre st a
reasonable figure. and it is the more
interesting in consequence to note
that the price obtained on Saturday
was $1,300 per foot, This is looked
upon as about $200 less than its act-
ual value, It is situated on Eleventh
Strect, between Market and Chestnut,
and is vrogarded as being right in tha
line of business improvement,

The removal of the M., K. &T.
offfees to St Louls is another instance
of the growth of St. Louis s o rall-
rvoad center. Several leading romds
have during the last year obtalned
aceess to it and others are now work-
ing in the same direction.
