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Lake Alan Henry pipeline project
crosses portion of Lynn County

The pipeline for the Lake Alan Henry Water Supply project
for the City of Lubbock is crossing a portion of Lynn County
on its 50-mile trek from Justiceburg to Lubbock. The raw water
delivery system includes three pump stations (two initially and
one in the future) and 50 miles of 42/48 inch diameter pipe.
Work on the pipeline has reached FM 400 just inside the Lynn/
Lubbock County line, between Wilson and Slaton, as seen in
these pictures taken Monday.

The City of Lubbock, in conjunction with the Brazos River
Authority, acquired rights for a surface water impoundment
on the South Fork of the Double Mountain Fork of the Brazos
River near Justiceburg. Construction of the John T. Montford
Dam and Lake Alan Henry was completed in October 1993.
Although Lake Alan Henry was not originally thought to be
needed for several more years, the recent drought has resulted
in a very rapid decline in water availability and water quality
in Lake Meredith to such an extent that water allocations to the

member cities have now been reduced, prompting Lubbock of-
ficials to begin construction of improvements necessary for the
use of Lake Alan Henry water.

According to online information, the pipeline is being bid
and constructed in three sections: Section one from Lake Alan
Henry to FM 651 began construction in approximately August
2009, Section two from FM 651 to RR 2106 began construction
in approximately March 2010, and Section 3 from RR 2106 to
CR 7500 was scheduled to begin construction in August 2010.
The construction duration necessary for each segment is ap-
proximately 14 to 16 months long.

A few Lynn County landowners are affected by the pipeline
crossing their land, and Lynn County Commissioners gave ap-
proval for crossing under several county roads, as the pipeline
crosses the northeast corner of the county

The treatment plant consists of a 225 million gallon termi-
nal reservoir and an initial 15 million gallon per day (MGD)
treatment facility that is expandable to SO MGD in the future.

The $240-million Lake Alan Henry pipeline project is ex-
pected to provide more than 20% of Lubbock’s water supply in
2013, if construction timelines are met

WHAT'S IN THE WATER? Well, trace amounts of a lot of stuff, ac-
cording to a report mailed out to Tahoka residents by the city last week.
All water everywhere has these tiny parts of contaminants, which would
be dangerous only if they were there in large quantities, so there's no
need to be alarmed.

Just to show they are testing the water and complying with all laws,
the city must advise residents occasionally about how much of these
things are in the water. It's a good to know that what the report boils
down to, so to speak, is that the water is safe to drink.

It's good that we know that, because most of us don’t understand
what they are talking about. The report mentions things like nitrate,
gross alpha excluding radon and uranium, arsenic, cyanide, turbidity
and barium.

Here's what | think some of those things mean:

Nitrate—what they charge you for water used after dark.

Radon—he's one of the city council members.

Turbidity—head football coach at Texas Tech (don't know what he’s
doing in our water).

And barium is what they do to people who take in too much arsenic
and cyanide.

THE MAIN ITEM listed for July 8 on a website called “This Day in
History” tells about the city of Paris, France, celebrating its 2000th
birthday on that day in 1951. Most Lynn County cities are just over 100
years old, so that shows that Paris has been around a whole lot longer
than our home towns.

The story noted that Paris continues to be one of the world’s top
tourist destinations. People like to go there to see the Mona Lisa, Eiffel
Tower, Arc de Triomphe, Paris stores and fashions, and perhaps some
of the two million residents, although for some the residents aren't the
top attraction in the city.

I've been to Paris three times, all for very short visits on tourist trips,
and it is an interesting place, worth seeing if you get the chance. There
were some Tahoka people with us on a trip in 1980, when we saw all
the above-named attractions. It was raining the day we went to the top
of the Eiffel Tower, though, so some of the Tahoka group elected to stay
dry on the ground. Some of us went to the top, though, where the view
was great.

It was the last time | remember being soaked by rain.

One of France's authentic heroes is the late Gen. Charles de Gaulle,
and Paris’ main airport was renamed Charles de Gaulle Airport. Other
things in Paris are named for the general, too. There was an uncon-
firmed rumor that France tried to buy the Rock of Gibraltar from Great
Britain, so they could rename it De Gaulle Stone.

Services for George Glenn,
86, of Las Cruces, NM, former-
ly of Tahoka were held at 11:00
am. on Wednesday, July 6,
2011, at the First Baptist Church
in Tahoka. He died on July 2,
2011.

He was born in Blum, on
May 23, 1925 to George W.
and Kittie (Green) Glenn. After
graduating from Tahoka High
School, he joined the Navy De-
cember, 1942, served in WWII
and was honorably discharged
June 11, 1946. He married Wan-
da (Tomlinson) on November
1, 1949 in Lubbock. He entered
Barbering College in Lubbock
and owned Glenn'’s Barber Shop
in Tahoka. With the family
growing and longer hair becom-
ing in fashion, he sold his build-
ing to Lynn County News and
started work as a Rural Mail
Carrier with the US Postal ser-
vice for approximately 24 years
in Lynn County, driving 144
miles per day, six days per week.
