Do You Know

YOUR FLAG?

Q. Should any other flag ever
stand at the U.S. Flag's own right
hand? E.K.L., Lincoln.

A. The U. S. Flag always holds
the position of honor, the “mili-
tary right of line.” Public Law
107, recently passed, emphasized
this ruling by decreeing that only
on International territory (the
United Nations headquarters)
could any flag take this place of
Honor

Q. What is the law against writ-
ing or printing anything on a pic-
ture of the Flag? D.F.G. Tulsa.

A. Every State, except Wyom-
ing, has a Criminal Code which
provides fines for such as putting
any “mark, lettering, design, ete.”
on any “picture or representation”
of the “flag, colors,
shield or ensign.”
