The power of prayer and a etout
fighting spirit have combined to
save the life of one of the young
cowhandsof the famous America's
FirsJ Boys Ranch near Amarillo.

Ronnie Mulllns, a 14 year old
Rancher from Amarillo, was strick-
en recently with severe Internal
bleeding of an unknown cause and
for a while little hope was given
for his recovery.

A number of blood transfusions
were necessary to keep Ronnie
alive and his buddies at the Ranch
unselfishly gave of their blood to
save his life. They also instilled
in Ronnie the will to fight and
win over his affliction.

But the boys gave far more
than material things. They gave
their faith in God when every
Rancher attended a spontaneous
and unscheduled midnight prayer
for the recovery of young Mulllns.

It took place this way.
Several of the older boys, re-

turning to the Ranch after giving
blood to the blood bank and visit-
ing Ronald at the hospital, awak-
ened the Ranch chaplain and ask-
ed permission to go to the

chapel to pray.
Chaplain Dwayne Engholm read-

ily consented and went with the
boys.

Less than
24 hours after the boys had pray-
ed for him, Ronnie began to show
signs of recovery and although he
is still under a doctor's care, there
Is no doubt that he will be com-
pletely well in time.

When asked what he thought of
young Mulllns' turn for the bet-
ter, one of the Boys' Ranchers
said, "We all said some prayers
even after we left the chapel that
night so wo knew that everything
was going to be all right."

LEGISLATIVE IMMUNITY TO
LIBEL ACTIONS EXPLAINED

Does the law piovldo icdress for
porsons whose character and

are wiougfully assailed?
Lawyers say that It does, but with
exceptions.

Occasionally the public Is agitat-
ed by charges brought on the floor
of Congress agalns veilous Indiv-
idualsscientists, actois and high-

ly placed government employees.
In some cases, wheie tho falsity
of those charges has been estab-
lished, we have become lnteiested
In what Is available to a
person wrongfully accused, either
orally or in print. This sutuatlon
has given new emphasis and im-

portance to the laws governing
libel and slander.

What are libel and slander? Gen-

erally speaking, libel is a malicious
or false publication, In print or In
writing, about the character or re-

putation of a person,madewithout
Justification or excuse. This need
not be something printed in a news-
paper or magazine article it may
be a private letter in which some-

thing false or malicious is stated.
SlanderIs a defamation of a per-

son of a character, without legal
excuse, made by the spoken word.
This need not necessarily bo a
radio or television addressbut may
be an oral statement which Is
which may be an oral statement
which Is not mechanically broad-
cast and which may be heard only
by a few rather than by a great
number.

Our system of Jurisprudence,
originating in the common law of
England, has always recognizedthe
right of the Individual to be safe
from an unjust or wrongful attack
upon his characterand leputatlon.

medies do not exist without quali-

fications and exceptions.
Certain public officials such as

members ofCongressand members
of legislatures, in the course of
exercising their duties, have im-

munity from libel and slander laws.
On the surface this may appear

to bo somewhat unfair In that a
congressman or state legislator
may say things which aro untrue
about a person and that person has
no right to bring suit for damages
against him. But there is a reason
for it.

Although the rights of tho In- -
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dividual are very dear and highly
respected by our Constitution and
laws, there are times when someof
those rights must bo suspended It
otho functions of goernment are to
be realized. If congressman or
legislator stands In fear of being
sued becauseof what ho seys
while advocatingor opposing legis-
lation, the function of Congress
and the legislature would come to

standstill. For that reason the
law gives them Immunity.

However, recently some con-
gressmen have been accused of
abusing this privilege. There has
been talk about our law amended
to give Injured parties rediess
against them for false and libelous
statements. Would such be desire-able-?

That Is matterof consider-
able controversary. Although we
may smpathlzo with any person
whose personal characterand in-

tegrity is assailed even by mem-
ber of Congress,many feet that the
legislative function is so Important
that we should be cautious In mak-
ing any changes that might brldte
or Impede tho elected representa-
tives of the people In the execu-
tion of their g duty.

Without any additional moisture,
a ctop of a million bales is pos-
sible, Clapp said. He explains that
In 1952, 80 per cent of the crop

You can actually get started on
your gaiden while the tallend of
winter keeps you indoors.

Usually you can buy better ve-

getable and flower plants than you
can grow, but if your successful
you're entitled to an extra share
of glory. So, you find or make two
boxes not more than 3 inches deep,
5 or G inches wide nnd long enough
to fit across the window sill.

You'll need one box for starting
you seeds and another for trans-
planting the seedlings, a few weeks
from now.

Arranging a tempoiary extension
to the window sill piovide3 a firm
base for the window box. Or you
may have a strand of some sort
that can be built up ia the right
height with old mn.zlno"'.

the garden and take It Into
he ceiiar to thaw out and dry.
Then sciee.i it thiough quarter-.nc-h

vire mer-h-, commonly called hard-
ware cloth, to leraove trash.

To play sate you may want to
bonow a trick from professional
plant growers and disinfect your
soil. This gets rid of unwanted dis
ease and insects.

Put the soil in a shallow metal
contnlner and pop it into the oven.
Take It out when a potato which
you have placed in the center of
the pan is done.

Mix 2 parts of disinfected soil
with 1 part sand and 1 part com
posed or peat moss. Screening the
mixture again breaks up any lumps
formed in baking. If you don't have
any peat moss you can get a small
bag In a garden supply or flower
store.

Put a layer of peat moss about
an inch thick In the bottom of the
box and pour in the soil mixture.

Now all you have to do is firm
the surface of the soil with the
broad part of a stick. Use the lone
edge of the same stick to press
rows about 2 inches apart.

There'sdanger in planting seeds
too thick. About 15 or 20 to a row
should be enough. Planting depth
is about 4 times the diameter of
the seed. Firm the soil well over
your rows and water well. A piece
of paper kept on the box a few
days helps hold moisture.

Charles H. Nlssley, vegetable
growing specialist at Rutgers,
warns against being too kind to
your seedlings. Temperaturesfrom
75 to 80 degrees are right for seed
germinations, and 75 degrees Is
correct for growing tomato, pepper
and eggplants. Lettuce, cabbage
and broccoli thrive at 65 to 75 de-
grees.

You may find that a sunny base-
ment or attic window is best.

Remember, when you water your
seedlings, do a thorough Job-m-uch

harm can be done with mere
sprinkling.

Keep turning the box as the seed-
lings grow toward the sun.

When tho young plants show
their true leaves It's time to trans-
plant them, gently, to the other
box, spacing them about 2 Inches
each way. Keep them watered and
out of direct sunlight for a day or
two.

Berlin as a "colossal peace-tim- e

tragedy whose ultimate proportions
no one can foretell."

The huge refuoee flow, which has
reached a rate of 30,000 a month,
may be sharply curtailed by new
Russian regulations. The east zone
has been losing many able-bodie- d

workers, especially farmers. On the
other hand, the Communists also
have been getting rid of many dis
sidents and ilder people and pack
ing a huge economic strainon free
West Germany.

Keuter estimatedthat the first
six months of the new accelerated
exodus would cost West Germany
119 million dollars for transport,
housing and food.

When Keuter uttered this figure
many German corres-
pondents groaned, for the Federal
Republic through economically
prosperousIs already crowded with
refugees and expellees seeking to
make a new start In life.

One of the correspondents arose
to ask: "But Mayor Iteuter, are all
those pople running away from tho
East really political refugees? Is
everything possible being done to
persuadethem to stay in EastGer-
many If they can?"

Iteuter, a man who saw much
misery during the Soviet block-
ade of Berlin and Is seeing lots
more now, looked even sadder as
he replied:

"What Is a political refugee?
You can't apply the old standards
of presecutlon and inquisition any
more. What we are witnessing Is a
mass movement of people from
East Germany under Communist
pressure.

"They are people who have de-

cided they just can't stand any
ore. What can you do if the Com-

munists, In order to squeeze you
out of business, hit you with a
confiscatory taxe bill? If you aro a
larmer wnai can you uo u uibj
levy an Impossible crop delivery
quota? You lose your business or
you lose your farm and if you pro-

test you go to Jail.
We repeatedly tell the East Ger-

man people that all we can give
them in Berlin Is rude shelterwith
enoughheat and food to keep them
alive. We tell them that if they
get to the west there Is little Im-

mediate relief for them, and they
may never gain an Independent
llvlihood.

"And yet they come by the thou-
sands. They come to us virtually
naked of personal possessions.We
put them up as best we can In
what wo call camps really va-

cant factory of store space.
"What else can we do?" Iteuter

oontlnued. "Should wo build a wall
around Berlin to keep them out?
Should wo send them back per-

haps to Jail? I'll never do that and,
I believe, neither would you."

Iteuter said that recently tho
"ove,r slxtlos" among tho refugees
were running only two or threo
per cent. This means that tho Rus-

sian zone was losing much able-bodie- d

manpower. Also more and
more families were coming over in-

tact.
"Thi manpower Iom may pjir-aua-

"More food .and fun from the
garden in, '53," that's the motto
for home gardens The time will
soon run out .for the planting of
English peas. Irish potatoes, car-

rots, mustard and head lettuce in
many partsof the state.These veg-

etables prefer a cool growing sea-

son and must .mature before the
hot weather dot late spring and
early summer aets in. In the
southern part of the state it Is
already a little late to plant most
of these cool-seaso- crops.

ENGLISH J.KAS This crop
especially reouUes tearjy .planting
because as the weather warms up
they are more susceptible to at-

tacks from powdery mildew and
aphlds. Laxton's Progress, Little
Marvel and Bliss Everbearing are
recommended varieties. It takes
about one pound f seed to plant
100 feet of row. TEheae varieties
will have .mature peas ready for
use in 60 to 75 dayB.

IRISH POTATOES Standard
varieties for Texas are Bliss
Triumph, Irish Cobbler and Kata-din-.

Plant only certified seed
cut blocky seed pieces ;that range
from two and a half to two ounces
in weight It takes S to 10 puonds
to plant 100 feet of row. They are
ready for use In 75 to 100 days.

CARROTS Danver's Half
Long and Red Core Chantensy
are two well adapted homo gar-
den varieties. It takes one half
ounce of seed to plant 100 feet
of row and the carrots are ready
for the table in 70 to 75 days.

MUSTARD Tendergreen is a
quick maturing variety particular-
ly suited to Texas conditions. It
has a very good flavor and .has re
sistance to hot, dry weather. It
will be ready for use In 25 to 30
days after planting. Florida Broad--
leaf is another adapted variety. It
is a large vigorous gTower that
matures in 45 to 50 dayB. It tales
about one fourth ounce to plant
100 feet of row.

HEAD LETTUCE The Great
Lakes variety is well adapted to
our conditions. About one-ha-lf
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Corned Beef for Old Time Flavor

BAKED CORNED BEEF
Simmer corned beef until tender.

Place fat-sid- e up on a rack in an
open pan. Sift a little brown sugar
over the top. Score the fat slightly

ounce per 100 feet of row is re-

The crop is ready for use
in 80 to 85 days.

When all danger of frost is over
we can plant the following warm
season vegetable crops.

TOMATOES Transplants of
standard varieties, such as the
Rutgers, Stokesdale, Marglobe and
Pritchard, should be set In the
garden within 7 to 10 days after
the average frost free date. If the
grower can give these transplants
protection by the use of hotcaps,
large tn calns, etc., or If he has

date a little closer. These varie-
ties will produce good sized fruit
of good quality until tho weather
starts to get hot and dry.

To Insure fresh tomatoes
through the hot dry summer after
the standard varieties have stop-
ped bearing, the Porter, Summer
Prolific and1 Red Cloud varieties
may be used. Summer Prolific and
Porter have heavier foliage than
Red Cloud which needs same pro-

tection to prevent sunburn of the
fruit. These varieties have "heat
resistant" blossoms andwill pro-

duce under adverse conditions.
They should be seededdirectly in-

to the garden about 60 to 75 days
before the standardvarieties us-

ually stop production. This will be
from about April 15 to May 15 in
most sections of the state. The
fruit of these summer varieties
is not as large as the standard
spring varieties but the quality is
good. This point should be stress-
ed although the summer varie-
ties will bear under adverse con-
ditions of temperature and humid-
ity, they are not drought resis-
tant. By combining the use of one
adapted variety of the standard
type with one or two of the sum-
mer varieties, the home gardner
can have fresh tomatoes from late
spring and early summer until
frost.

Good cultural practices in re-
gards to cultivation and irriga-
tion are necessary for successful
production.

GREEN BEANS Topcrop,
Tendergreen and Logan are bush
varieties that produce large crops
of good quality green beans.Wade
Is a new variety that looks promis-
ing. About one pound of seed will
plant 100 feet of row and they are
ready for use In 48 to 55 days. If
a succession of plantings Is used
with this crop, it will help insure
higher quality fresh beans for a
longer period of time.

BLUE LAKE, STRINGLESS
BLUE LAKE AND KENTUCKY
WONDER are good varieties of
pole green beans. About one-hal- t

pound per 100 feet of row is re-
quired and the beans are ready
for the table In CO to 05 days.

SWEET CORN Some good
home garden varieties are loans,
Arlstogold and Arlstogold Bantam
Evergreen. About one-fourt- pound
will plant 100 feet of row. The
corn will be ready In 85 to 90
days. Use a succession of plant-
ings for high quality corn over
a longer period of time.

CUCUMBERS The A and C
and Burpee's Hybrid are recom-
mended varieties of slicing type
cucumbers.The Earliest of All and
the Magnolia are good pickling
varieties. The cucumbers will be
ready to use in 60 to 65 days aft
er planting, A trellis can often
be used to advantagein growing
cucumbers.

SQUASH The Early Prolific
Straightneck Is as the name im-
plies early and a heavy bearer.
It is a bush type summer squash
that produces high quality yellow
fruit. This squash staystenderand
succulent longer than the Yellow
Crookneck and can be used at a
larger size than the fruit of the
Yellow Crookneck. About 6 to'U
plants will furnish the averag
size family with plenty of eauaih.
They will be ready for the table
la it to 50 daya after planting.

Ingredients: 2 to 3 cups chopped
cooked corned beef, 8 ounces no
odles, 2 cups milk, 1 cup grated
yellow cheese, i cup buttered
bread crumbs.

Method: Cook the noodles in a
large amount of boiling water Just
until tender; drain. Mix with the
corned beef.Turn Into a buttered
baking dish. Pour on the milk,
sprinkle cheese on top.

(375F) oven about 30 minutes.
Note: Use sifted dry bread

My name Is Bob Mursteln and

I am tho Medic of the 279th
Tank Co., usually known as Doc
by all tho fellows, especially
Leon, "Tex" as we all called
him. ,

I He asked me to write ou both
I if anything should ever happen

to him. I can't let a swell fel-

low llko Tex down. I'll try my
best for his sake.

It all started on the night of
Feb. 20 about 10 p. m. We were
all out on tho tanks ready to
move out and just waiting for
tho 179th Tank Co., to come and
relieve us. As soon astho 179th
tanks were in position, every-
thing let loose. The first round
hit. I was only about five yards
away from Tex when it happen-
ed. Everyone went for cover and
the same for myself. I just start-

ed down the hatch when some-

one yelled Doc! I got to him
within a few seconds.It was al-

ready too late. Tex died quickly
nnd without pain or suffering.
Two of Tex's. good buddies
heard the call for me and came
out to see if there was any-

thing they could do. Just as they
arrived to help, tho secondround
hit nnd knocked us down. We
did get Tex In a bunk where it
was safer.

Tex was thought an awful lot

P. T. A. Meeting
Held Thursday

The P. T. A. meeting at tho
school building Thursday was a
great success with about ono hun-
dred and fifteen parents present.

Tho highlight of the program was
a veiy instructive talk by E. It.
Williams, president of our school
feonid.. T1)Q. F, Tj A, has. some 420,
000 members In Texas alone and
Is a powerful organization for
good. Its five objects as brought
out by Mr, Williams are;

1. To promote tho welfaro of
children andyouth In home,school,
church, and community.

2. To raise the standards of
homo life.

3. To secure adequate laws for
the care and protection of children
and youth.

4. To bring into closer relation
the homeand tho school,that par-
ents and teachersmay cooperate
Intelligently in the training of the
child.

5. To develop between,educators
and the general publlo such united
efforts as will secure for every
child the highest advantages in
physical, mental, social, andspirit-
ual education.

Number 3 was especially stress-
ed and Mr. Williams explained to
tho Interested group what we are
up against. His talk was based
largely on facts given out by
Charles H. Tennyson, an executive
of tho Texas State Teachers As-

sociation andshowed that we pay
less for our children's education
per hour than for baby sitters
to be exact 21 cents per child.

Inadequate salaries are the main
leason schools cannot find teach-
ers for the classrooms being built
for increasing enrollments, said
Charles H. Tennyson, secretary-treasure- r

of the Texas StateTeach-
ers Association.

Tennyson said Toxans should be
shocked by the fact that the state
may have fewer teachersin 1960
than in 1952 even though the scho-

lastic population Is expected to
increase 325,000 over its present
level by 1959-60-.

More"than 5,000 teachersleft the
profession last year, while popula-
tion growth created the need for
an extra 1,000 teachers. This
meant a total of 5,000 new teach-
ers was needed.Only 4,000 college
graduates were certified to teach
in Texas in 1952, and approximate-
ly half of those were lured away
from tho profession, primarily by
higher salaries offered by Industry,
Tennyson reported.

He questioned whether the av-

erage 1951-5- 2 teachersalary of $2,-86-0

was adequate to hold men and
women in tho important profession
of educating Texas' boys and girls.
Income tax and retirement deduc-

tions cut that average to $2,279

in take-hom- e pay, and this had a
purchasing power of $1,150 dollars
in terms of the 1935-3-9 dollar, Ten-

nyson observed.
"Who will teach Texas children

in I960 if the teaching profession
is able to attrack only 2,000 quali-

fied cSllego graduates each year
and continues to lose 5,000 teach-

ers annually?" Tennyson asked.
This, he said, Is a major question

to which the legislature should give
serious consideration.
