In the issue of August 6th, the
Cotton Journal has this to say:
“In the matter of gathering and
giving out cotton statistics the
present methods of the federal
government are very unsatisfac-
tory. They are not only unsatis-
factory, but unfair and unjust,
All the necessary machinery and
money of the federal govern-
ment is drawn into requisition
every month in the year, from
the time the crop is planted un-
til the last bale is ginned, gath-
ering and publishing detailed
data regarding the acreage,
monthly condition, probable
yield and semi-monthly reports
in ginning and keeping the whole
world posted on every phase of
the cotton crop so far as its
production is concerned.

Now what do we get regarding
the consumption of cotton?
Practically nothing of value to
the growers, because the report
of the censug department made
once a year on the consumption
of cotton by the American mills
is not published until the crop is
out of the hands of the growers.
What we need and should have
are monthly reports by the cen-
sus department on the actual mill
consumption of raw material in
this country each month of the
vear, and fhe amount of raw cot-
ton in the ware houses of the
mills at the close of each month,
Secretary Hester gives each

-wqgk the amount of cotton in the
warehouses at all the interior
market points and at the postsof
the cotton belt, and thereby
keeps the spinners and buyers
fully posted on the supply of raw
cotton. If it is fairand just to
give all thig information coneern-
ing the production and supply of
raw cotton to the publie, why is
it it not equally fair and just to
keep tab on the cotton mills and
let the cotton growers know what
disposition has been made of
the ¢stton which has passed into
the hands of the spinners. In Ger-
many the cotton mill owners are
8o secrelive about their business
that they will not permit out-
siders to enter their mills for
general inspection. It is very
difficult to get exact statistical
information from the cotton mill
owners until it is too late for the
growers to use such information
in the marketing of the crop.
We are opposed to this one-sided
method of giving out all data
relative to the production of the
crops and keeping concealed from
the grower all information per-
taining to actual consumption
and supplies of raw cotton in the
hands of the mill. If the cotton
growers knew the exact status of
the mill situation they would be
in position to move intelligently,
direct the marketing of the com-
ing crop. Thisinformation could
be secured and it would be, if
the growers should demand it at
the hands of the Federal govern-
ment. One sided statistics are
all wrong, and in the case of cot-
ton places the growers at a very
unfair disadvantage.”’

This scribe indorses the views
of Cotton Journal as above ex-
pressed, in fact he has been
thinking for several years that
the farmers were not getting a
square deal in this crop reporting
business. However we believe
we could have these statistics on
mill supply and consumption if
we would get up and demand
them,

Uncle Sam has so many re-|i

. quests to look after that he hasn’t
much time to find favors to be-
stow unasked. It is our opinion
that these various statistics re-

garding acreage, crop condition,

—_——

ginning reports, amount of cot-
ton on hand at interior market
points and at southern points
were granted at the request of
the spinning and speculating in-
terests The cotton growers
generally believe they are harm-
ful to their interests and a few
in effectual attemjts have been
made to have them discontinued.
Our government seldom recedes
from a position once taken, there-
fore our relief does not lie in
having our present statistics re-
garding the cotton crop discon-
tinued, but in having the govern-
ment collect and publish like sta-
tistics regarding mill supplies
and monthly consumption. To

and issue these statistics will re-
quire earnest effort on the part
of the farmers of the south, for
as a matter of course the spin-
ners and speculators will oppose
it To the limit of their ability. It
is no trouble for the capitalistic
and speculative classes t0 run
their schemes over the farmers.
for generally the farmers depend
on their member of congress to
look after their interests while
they plod along the furrow at
home and it is seldom that they
know a piece of class legislation
isup for consideration until it has
been passed and then of course
it is too late to make an effectual
protest.

However, if a question comes
up in congress or in state legisla-
ture affecting their interests the
capitalist and speculator are
wide awake and on hand either
in person or by eminent counsel
to either support or oppose the
measure as the case may be,
We farmers should learn a lesson
from them and when we want
anything done for our interest
we should be on hand to demand
or oppose such measure. If we
want favors of the Government
we must ask for them, if the
Government is about to do some-
thing that would he against our
interests we should get up and
oppose it. It is said of commo-
dore Paul Jones that when the
Revolutionary War broke out in
America that he asked the com-
mand of a ship of France toas-
sist the American Colonies. He
made application through the
usual channels with the result
that after months of waiting a-
round the capital of Paris, he
had not obtained any vessel and
had become discouraged. One
day he chanced to pick up a copy
of Poor Richard's Almanac and
looking through it he read, "'If
you want your business done go.
If not send.”” He saw the point
immediately and putting the Al-
manac in his pocket, went at
once to the office of the Admiral-
ity and got his ship and was
ready to sail in a few days. In
appreciation of the circumstance
he named his ship Bon Homme
Richard. We farmers can learn
a lesson from Commodore Jones
experience and if we want these
mill statistics on supply and con-
sumption, take the advice of
Poor Richard and we will get
them.

But, then, it really needs no
argument to show that this in-
difference on the port of so ma-
many is a menace to our wellare
and to our institutions.  The
fact is obvious., It is more
pertinent to consider what meas-
ures will avail to correct thisdan-
gerous condition. It seems that
nothing less than calamity or
some crisis which makes vital
issues will impress upon delin-
quents that not only voting but
a study of political affairs, is a
duty as well as a privilege, and
that the man who neglects to do
either shirks an obligation of cit-
izenship. We should all execrate
the man who deserts in war or
who, being in the battle fails to
give his best effort, and why
should we have less contempt for
the man whoaccepts all the ben-
efits of government and shirks
the trouble and labor which it
entails? One, ina strictly moral
sense is as much a deserter as
the other. But the doctrine that
voting and participation in polit-
cal contests are a duty, obliga-
tions of citizenship, has been
preached from the beginning of
our national existance; so it
would seem that if we are to
bring about a more lively con-
cern in political affairs, instead
of preaching the duty of voting,

A Furlous Mob of Citizens Drag Ne.
groes from Places of Safety.

Springfield, 11, Aug. 17.—Following
the attack made on a white woman,

SPRINGFIELD UNDER MOB LAW.

Two Men Are Dead ana Two Score
Injured—Authorities Powerless.

Springfield, 111, Aug, 15~8pring-
fleld {s helpless tonight In the hands of
her frenzied citizens, With two men
already dead and probably two score
more or less serlously injured, temp-
estuous mobg are sweeping through
the streets wreaking vengance upon
whatever and whoever swaye them to
fresh outbursts,

The military organization, police
and sheriff's force and members of the
fire department are impotent before
the maddened crowds.

The rioting was precipitated by an
atrozions assault committed early this
morning 'y a negro upon Mabel Hal-
Tam, wife «f a street raflway employe.
While the woman slept alone in her
home [n a populous residence street,
awaiting the return of her husband,
the negro broke into the house, drag-
ged the woman Into the rear yard and
brutally assaulted her,

George RMichardson, a negro with a
penitentiary record, was speedily ar-
rested and identified as the assailant.
Mobs quickly gathered around the jail
but the officials were able to hold
them in check until § o'clock, when
the prisoner was spirited away to Me-
Lean County on a special train. The
mob has fired that portion of the city
Inhabited by negroes and the negroes
are fleeing for safety in every direc-
tion,

Americans Express Indination.

Toklo:  Special dispatches from
New York and London printed in the
Japanese pnewegpapers renresent that
the receint utteranses of Count Ok-
uma, attributing the naval ex;anslon
policy of the United States to the sud-
den rise of Japan to the importance of
a world power, is arousing Intense in-
dignation and has caused a complete
recriudescence of the anti-Japanese
sentiment throughout America.

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MR. TAFT AND GUARANTEED
DEPOSITS.

In his speech of acceptance Mr,
Taft puts himself squarely on record
as being opposed to guaranteed depo-
alts, He says: “The Democratic plat-
form recommends a tax upon natlonal
banks and upon such state banks as
may come in, In the nature of en-
forced Insurance to ralse a guaranty
fund to pay the depositors of any bank
which falls. The proposal is wholly
impracticable unless it {s to be ac:
companied by a complete revolution
in our banking system, with a super-
vision so close as practically to cre-
ate a government bank. If the pro-
posal were adopted exactly as the
Democratie platform suggests, it would
bring the whole banking system of the
country down in ruin”

Why seek to confuse thp people on
a slmple proposition? We are sup-
posed to have government supervision
of national banks mow. Supervision
does not mean a government bank; it
slmply means that the national bank
inspectors will do just as they are
expecied to do under existing law—
make thelr examination of banks
thorough and make prompt and effec-
tive correction of any irregularities
discovered. Bo it will be difficult to
frighten the people by the claim that
guarantced deposils means thorough
supervision of banks. That's just ex.
actly what the people want.

It is absurd to say that guaranteed
deposits would “bring the whole bank-
ing system of the country down to
ruin.”

What does ‘“guaranteed deposits”
mean? It means that the savings of
the masses shall be secured so that
when men and women deposit thelr
bard-earned money in banking Insti-
tutions, they need not worry for fear
it will be lost through the reckless-
ness and dishonesty of bhank officlals.
The federal government demands of
these banks security for the money it
deposits, As a rule state governments
and county governments and muniel-
pil governments make similar require-
ments. But now that it is proposed
that depositors generally shall have
some such assurance for the safe
keeping of their wealth, we are told
by the Republican candidate for the
presidency that the adoptlion of such
a plan “"would bring the whole bank-
ing system of the country down to
ruln.”

It is to save the banking business
and to save the people's money that
the plan of guaranteed deposits Is
advocated by Democrats. It Is strange
that Mr. Taft and the big bankers
for whom he speaks can not see that
the guaranteed deposits system is ab-
solutely necessary for the prevention
of panics, for the safe keeping of the
monhsy of tho masses and for the pre-
servation of the banking business in
the hands of Individuals,

UPHELD BY GOOD LAWYERS.

In his apeech of acceptance Mr.
Taft, referring to the suggestion that
trial by jury be required In all cases
of indirect comtempt, says: “Never
fn the history of the country has there
been such an insidlous attack upon
the judiclal system as the proposal
to interject a jury trial between all
orders of the court made after full
hearing and the enforcement of such
orders.”

But the United States senate in
June, 1808, undertook to make just
such provislon. Senator Platt of
Connecticut was the only Republican
to speak against it. John Bherman of
Ohle, Willlam B, Allison of Iowa, Eu-
gene Hale of Maine, Joseph B. Hawley
of Connectlcut, Justin 8. Morrill of Ver:
mont, Knute Nelson of Minnesota and
Francis E. Warren of Wyoming were
among the Republican senators pre.
sent when this bill passed. Presum-
ably they voted for it. There was no
roll call. At least they did not wpote
agalnst it nor did they speak agalnst
it.

In the senate at the time and vot.
Ing for this measure there were—be-
gides the distinguished Repubilecans
above named-—such good lawyers as
David B. Hill of New York, Senator
Villas of Wisconsin, Senator Pugh of
Alabama, Senator George of Missis-
sippl, and Wm. V. Allen of Nebraska.

Does any Republican belleve that
John Sherman, Willlam B. Allison, Eu-
gene Hale, Joseph B, Hawley, Justin
8. Morrill, Knute Nelson, all distin-
guished Republicans, would elther cast
their vote for or by thelr sllence ac-
qulesce In “an insidious attack upon
the judicial system?"

Does any one belleve that lawyers
like Senators Villas, Allen, Hill, Pugh
and George would participate in “an
insidious attack upon the judiclal sys-
tem?"’

NOT FOR THE INCOME TAX.

Let no one be misled on the theory
that Mr. Taft has declared for the in-
gome tax, The following 18 from Mr.
Taft's speech of acceptance: “I be-
lieve that an income tax, when the
protective system of customs and the
internal revenue tax will not furnish
{fncome enough for governmental
needs, can and should be devised."

In other words Mr. Taft is for an
income tax tlonally, Whenever
the government can not secure enough
revenue through a system of taxing
men to what the éat and
wear, then he would be In favor of
ugn them according to their income.

FAITH OF THE INTERESTS, T0O.

Referring to Mr. Taft's speech of
acceptance, the Chicago Record-Her-
ald (Rep.) says: “The speech justifies
the falth of the Republican mnsses,
who belleve, as we have sald, that
the candidate is more progressive
than his platform.

recognized as the spokesmen for speoc.
fal Interests:

New York Sun: Mr. Taft's speech,
deplorable as it {s, will not lose him a
Republican vote. What a rellef it must
be to him today to have the fearful
thing off his mind, and off his con-
sclence; and how ardently he must
look forward to the time when he can
say things and do things not because
they are to make votes for him, but
because they are the right things to
say and the right things to do. The
nauseating Incubus beneath which he
| staggers in nearly every rentence
would suffocate any ordinary man,
William H. Taft deserves the prayers
as well as the votes of every decent
citizen in the country. And when
he is freed from his dread obsession
and once more walks In sunshine that
knows no mortgage, he will show his
fellow men that no vicissitudes save
death alone can forever frustrate or
subdue an honest man.

Milwaukee Bentinel: A pervading
tone of calm good sense and a marked
absence of stump oratory claptrap and
stage thunder agreeably characterize
Mr. Taft's speech of acceptance. It
therefore affords a needed relief from
a style of declamation that has been
much dinned in the ears of our people
of late years. “Come, let us reason to-
gether,” may be called the keynote of
the Republican candldate's discussion
of principles at issue between the par-
ties. The speech, therefore evinces
that genuine respect for the intelll-
gence and fundamental fairness of the
people which the harangue of the de-
magogue always lacks.

It is fitting that an-
archists should hate the Bible, for it
has no sympathy with the fulmina-
tions against all government. Thelr
definition of liberty as license for every
man to be a law unto himself and do
as he pleases, unrestrained by civil au-
thority, has no sanction In the Word
of God. “He (the ruler) is the minls-
ter of God unto thee for good. But if
thou do that which is evil, be afrald.”
(Romans 13:3.)

The Foundation.

The underlying principle of good
politics is In Proverbs 29:2: “When
the righteous are in authority the peo-
ple rejoice, but when the wicked rule
the people sigh.”

Through the privilege
of his Roman citizenship he was per-
mitted to lay slege to the citadel of
paganism until he made a breach in
its walls.

FEARS NO ENEMY

BECRET SERVICE MAN LAUGHS
AT PERIL. !

Threats of Criminals Whom He Has
Been Instrumental In Putting
Behind the Bars Have No
Terroras for Him.

“That ‘threatened men live long,' is
an adage as true as it s old" re
marked an ex-chief of the United
Htates secret gervice, who Is still ac
tive in the detection of criminals.

"'l don't know how many rogues I
have arrested and sent to jall, nelth-
er can 1 recall how many of them
have threatened to take my life as
soon as they were [ree’”

“"Why don't they?' was asked.
“Don’t they hate you more when they
| get out of jall than when they went
{In? Think of the months and years
they have to treasure up thelr wrongs
and plan thelr revenge.”

“Yes, that's all wvery well’ an-
swered the detective, “but it's a very
desperate man Indeed who 18 not
cowed and tamed by Imprisonment.
Were you ever in a prison and did you
lever gee the way that discipline is
enforced? There {8 no 'Please do this’
when the keepers speak to the prison-
eérg, The commands they give are In
the superlatively imperative tense. If
they were not, a few guards could not
hold in check for five minutes hun-
dreds of convicts, The average crim-
inal i8 no gentleman, He s ag cow-
aridly and as filerce as a tiger. Only
fear and force rule him., But hils spirit
s usually broken, and his inseparable
companion Is fear when he comes out
into the world again. I don't mean
that he won't fight when he can’t get
away, but, as a rule, he doesn't hunt
for trouble."

“But late at night and In lonely
streets don’t you take the middle of
the road? Isn't there the chance that
some day one of your many enemies
will kill you?"

“Perhaps. | remember once, vears
ago, I was scared, or, rather, startled,
for a moment by one of those fellows.
I had secured the evidence and ar-
rested a man for counterfeiting. He
was subsequently sent up for a term
of years—I forget how many—but I
remember that he cursed me in the
courtroom while I was giving my evi-
dence, and threatened, in the most
dramatic and blood-curdiing manner
to kill me when he got out. The af-
fair had passed out of my memory
when a man came to me one day years
later and told me that this counter-
feiter had been released from jall and
had been heard to repeat, in the pres-
ence of at least 50 persons, his threats
to kill me on sight. I was cautioned
to be wary, and not to give him a
chance to do it.

“Two or three months afterward [
got off a street car late one night in
Philadelphia. I had a heavy bag in
each hand.

I
recognized him first. My first thought
was for the contents of the bags I was
carrylng—counterfeit plates that [ had
selzed and was bringing from Wash-
ington to New York. | didn't want to
get killed and lose those, naturally, It
was two blocks to the station, and I
couldn't very well run.

“It was only a few seconds until 1
me the man face to face, I was just
automatically about to drop my heavy
valises and pull my revolver when the
ex-counterfelter saw and recognized
me. He stopped short for an imper-
ceptible instant, and then he tuined
tail and ran as if the devil was after
him, like the coward that he was,
Why did he run after he had threat-
end over and over again to k¥ me?
I've told you. Further, he knew that 1
would probably have shot him a frac-
tion of a second before he could spring
at me.”

He shall, at stated times,
recelve as compensation for his ser-
vices an annual salary of elght thou-
sand ($8000) dollars, and no more and
shall have the use and occupation of
