W A S H IN G T O N , Oct. 2—

( A P )— CIO oil workers and 
11 big" oil companies— lock­
ed in controversy over wages 
— today studied a govern­
ment peace proposal calling 
for:

1. A temporary 15 per cent 
pay increase, and

2. Agreement by both 
sides to accept an arbitra­
tor’s final settlement.

Acceptance would bring an inline- j 
diate end to strikes which began j 
September 1C and spread to 12 j 
states. Latest hit area is the wrest ■ 
coast. Pacific military and naval 
supplies thereby were jeopardized.

The American farm bureau fed- j 
oration jumped into the strike pic- I 
ture through its president. Edward 
A. O ’Neil, who wrote labor sccre- j 
tary Schwellenbach:

“ Appropriate steps should be j 
taken to require the resumption cf I 
production of essential supplies of j 
gasoline, even if the government has j 
to take over the • strike-bound > I 
plants."

O'Neal said farmers are confront- i 
ed with a “criti-'al situation" because 
of the oil shortage—due to strikes— 
and lie told Schwellenbach in a let­
ter that:

“Regardless of the merits or de­
merits of the pending dispute be­
tween labor and industry, the pub- annoulV ed lt had iully restorcd elec_ 
ltce ought not to be required to suf- lrjc p0(Ver (Q ¡ts customers ex- 
fer the loss of essential supplies.

Secretary of Labor Schwellenbach 
presented the peace plan early to­
day to weary negotiators who ac­
knowledged a hooeless deadlock af­
ter seven days of conciliation under 
government supervision.
