BERLIN to East Berlin Com-
munists, exercising new Soviet-grant-ed

The two were not Identified, and
the U. S. Army could not imme-
diately confirm the announcement
broadcast by the East Berlin ra--'
dlo.

But It raised speculation that
the Communists would uso the two
soldiers as an example,-- put them
on trial before ono of their courts,
and thus demonstrate that East
Berlin, as the Russiansdeclared
last week, Is no longer occupied
territory.

The Communist East Berlin
newspaper, Bz Am Abend, said
however East Berlin police had
turned tho Americans over to So-

viet military authorities.
The Bz also did hot name the

soldiers,but it useda picture of 'a
uniformed American holding his
hand over his face, with the cap-
tion: "Ono of the gangsters"

Tho radio said the two were ar-
rested after beating a male caba-
ret performer unconscious.

WitnessClaimsWashburn
TriedTo Hire Him As Killer

WACO to State witness James

RayFife levelleda finger at Harry
Washburntoday and Identified him
s the man who tried to hire him

to kill Harry E. Weaver at San
Angelo In 1954.

Fife, first witness today in Wash-
burn's TV murder trial, said he
and a friend took Washburn's cash,
spent It, and never harmed Weav-
er-

Washburn,39, Houston business-
man and former son-in-la- of
Weaver. Is accusedof planting the
auto bomb that killed Mrs. Weav
er Jan. 19.

The trial Is believed to be the
first televised live from the court
room. The entire proceedingswere
carried by StationKWTX TV yes
terday.

Judge D. W. Bartlctt made
brief Introductorytalk before court
Inrrrifll
and TV audienceexplaining court
procedure,

Only a scattering of spectators
showed up, most of them appar-
ently preferring to stay home and
watch their TV sets.

The trial was transferred here
becausean unbiasedjury could not
be obtained In San Angelo.

Weaver told tho court yesterday
that Washburnwas the first sus-
pect he named after the dynamite
explosion that rocked the West
Texas ranching city.
"Ftfe said Washburn contacted
him In March of 1954 and said "He
had a party he wanted me to kill.
He said the party was Mr. Harry
E. Weaver."

The witness then told of several
trips over the stateWilli one John-
ny McKlnnls, also of Houston.

He said he first told Washburn:
"I don't do things like that,

Harry."
He said Washburn replied:
"Well, if you don't do it, how

about getting me someone to do
It?"

It was then. Fife testified, that
he got in touch with McKlnnls.

He said Washburn gave them
$450 at a meeting arranged at a
Houstondrlvcin cafe, calling it ex-

pense, money for a trip to the little
town of Robert Lee, near the
Weaver ranch north of SanAngelo.

Instead, the two went to Galves-
ton and splurged tho money. They
came back and told Washburnthey
had been to San Angelo "but the
fellow had too much company,"

Washburnthen told them to re
turn to San Angelo and telephone
him from there. He gave them an
other S50.

Fife said be and McKlnnls rode
bus to San Antonio, then to San

Angelo. They telephoned Washburn
and told him "Tho weather is too
much and they have too much
comnany at the ranch."

He said they returned by San
Antonio, picking up a WO telegraph
moneyorder from washournmere.

SkeletonDiscovery
StartsBizarre Probe

CASPER, Wyb. tn--A woman's
skelton, chipped by police ham-
mers from a concretetomb in the
homo of a respected family of
seven, has started a bizarre In-
vestigation.

Tho grisly find solved,the dis-
appearance29 months ago of Mrs.
Barbara Alexander,27. But In turn
It led to new and macabrepuzzles.

Mrs. Alexander'sbody, the hands.
clutchinga rude crossat the chest,
was found in the basementof the
east Casperhome of her husband
James. 48, a former schoolteacher
here.

"The body was pointed out to us
by tho personwho buried it," said
Natrona. County Atty. Ray Whlt-takc-r.

"That person was Mrs.
Roso Alexander."

Rose Alexander is James'first
and also his presentwife. Married
samovarsago, they had two chil-
dren and later were divorced,
Whlttakcr said. Alexander then
married Barbara Alexander, who
had two children by a previous
marriage and ono by Alexander.
AU tho children lived at the Alex-
anders' homo here.

Rose Alexander, in a statement
to officers, said Barbara's death
was accidental. No charges have
been filed.

Barbara Alexander vanished In
July 1953, but, for reasonsnot ex-

plained,her disappearancewas not
reportedby Alexanderuntil "about
nine months later," tho county at-

torney said,
Asked by the missing women's

parents at Hardin, Mont., to con-
tinue an investigation, police ques-
tioned tho presentMrs. Alexander.
On Monday, Police Chief C. J.
Carter said, Mrs, Hose Alexander

Weaver said he named Wash-
burn, former husband of Mrs.
Weaver's daughter Helen, as the
killer Immediately after the ex-
plosion.

Any motor
vehicle that cannot pass muster as to
mechanical condition cannot be licensed
for useon the public highways and streets,
and to operate It without a license Is a
criminal act

7,000YEARS ON A JAG

AncientRecordsShowMan
Is Long-Tim- e DopeVictim
By ROOER D. GREENS

WASHINGTON U Ancient clay
tablets unearthed in the desert
sands of Mesopotamia disclose
that man was a victim ot drugs,
the insidious, hablt-formn- g juice
of the poppy, more than 7,000
years ago.

Ninety years ago, a survey
turned Up 118 addicts in tho town
of Adrian, Mich., or 1 in 100 of
the town's population. Ten years
later, a survey of the state bf
Michigan showed that 1 in 166
residentswas an addict.

Around the turn of the century.
American mothers bought 750,000
Dotucs oi opium-spike-d soothing
syrup a year to quiet their babies.
One ot cveiry 400 Americans was
an addict four times as many
women as men.

Narcotics were sold over the
counter as freely as lemon drops
or epsbm salts. Except for local
ordinances, the use of drugs was
entirely legal in this country
tnrougnout tne istn century.

It was not until 1009 that Con
gress finally took alarm at the
ugly growth of drug addiction and
passeda law banningthe Importa-
tion of morphine or coca
the raw material for

for medical purposes.When
the more stringent Harrison Nar-
cotics Act was passed in 1914,
there were 200,000 addicts in the
United States.

How many are there now?
No one knows, for sure. Federal

and state authoritiesare far apart,
with estimatesranging alt the way
from less than 100,000 to more
than a million Now men addicts
outnumber women nearly 1.

Roughly persons arc ar
rested every year for narcotics
violation.

Commissioner Harry J. Ansllng
cr ot the Federal Narcotics Bu
reau says reports gatheredby his
agency in a continuing study put
the nationwide total at about G0.000
addicts.

But in 1951, the Mayor's Com
mittce on Narcotics said there
were 90,000 addicts in New York
City alone. Ohio's attorneygeneral,
William O'Neill, sayshis state has
15,000. California's attorney gener-
al, Edmund C. Brown, puts the
total there at 0,000. By contrast,
the Federal Narcotics Bureau
shows 2,350 addicts in California
as of last April 30. Yet Los Angeles
alone reported 12,461 narcotics ar-

rests in 1953-5-4.

The government figures for early
this year list the 10 "worst cities"
for addiction as New York, Chi-
cago, Los Angeles, Detroit, Cleve-
land. Washington, D. C, San Fran-
cisco, Cincinnati, St. Louis and
San Antonio, Tex. The
States" are New York, Illinois,
California, Michigan, District of
Columbia, Ohio, Texas, Missouri,

the federal bureau and the states
on juvenile addiction. Anslinger
says it hit Its peak in 1951 and
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has been declining, but "tho fact
that any at all exists is shocking."

New York's attorney general,
JacobK. JavlUi counteredin testi-
mony before a Senate Narcotics
subcommittee:

"Narcotics addiction among
teen-ag-e boys and girls is at an

e high ... From 1953 to
1954 arrests ot perrons under 21
jumped 30 per cent In New York
City." He added that addiction
throushout theUnited States has
"spurted above the ed epi
demic year of 1951 and appearsto
bo on a steady rise."

Anslinger says narcotics bureau
figures put known addicts under
21 years old at 13.1 per cent ot
the national total.

"Some youngsterstry drugs for
a thrill," Anslinger says. "Despite
all warnings, they believe they can'
taice aope ana men give u up
when they please only to discover
too late that their curiosity has
led them to utter ruin."

Anslinger has a staff of 253 field
agents across tho country "about
the size of the police force in Ak-

ron. Ohio." He calls it a "thin
line ot defense,"but says that with
twice that many "we could do a
bang-u- p Job."

Most big cities now have police
narcotics squads, usually working
closely with the federals. New
York has 200 in its dope division,
Chicago 94, Los Angeles 77.

Authorities know well that drug
addiction and crime go hand In
hand, as addicts stealto get mon-
ey to buy drugs, or stage other
crimes while bopped-u-p with false
course.

Anslinger pointed to an upsurge
In addiction in Richmond, Va
which coincided with a 600 per
