Officials of the city and the school district announc-

ed this morning the signing

of the contracts with the

appraisal company. J. E. Loveless, president of the
company, was here today to wind up final details and
to start his staff of workers on the job that will take
60 days and more to complete.

It is the first time that a

scientific approach to the

problem of equalization of taxes ever has been initiated

in this county.

Officials emphasized that the survey is not for the
purpose of increasing tax revenue. It is being done
solely for the purpose of really accomplishing what
everyone realizes is necessary—an equilization of the
taxes among all property owners.

Each house and other building in the city and in the
school district must be measured. There will be cards

for each farm, each city lot

- and on these cards there

will be drawings, showing the exact dimensions of the
building, how these buildings are constructed, what
sort of floors, number of bathrooms, and many other
items of needed information.

To obtain this information, it will be necessary for
those who take the survey to have access to the house
and premises. Offcials of both the city commission and

the school board have ur

ged the citizens to cooperate,

to the end that a true picture of the property may be

obtained for aii properties.

Surveyors will make a second call to contact those
who could not be seen on the first call, but the officials
hope that whoever is in the home at the time of the

workers' call will permit the worker to enter and m

accurate measurements.

In some cases, citizens will find that thair taxes will
be reduced by the equalization boards after they have '
the statistics in their possession. This is not a promise,
but a possibility. For instance, the surveyors will make

their valuations on a 100 per

cent basis the equaliza-

tion boards will know what the budget calls for, will

know how much money needs

to be raited for the city

or school to operate; they therefore might reduce the
valuations to 60 or 70 per cent. But the whole idea is
to get property valued for tax purposes on a just and

equitable basis.
