tachedto the statementby Chairman Alfred P. Sloan, Jr.,
that General Motors Corp. felt justified in "revisingupward
plansmade last summer"when, presumably, provision was
made for an autumn bulge.

PresidentHomer Martin of the United Auto Workers
Union (CIO) remained skeptical about the potentialitiesof
tho motor industry as he conceded the importance of
Sloan's announcement.

Labor Board Ruling
Is Against Republic
Steel Corporation

WASHINGTON, Oct. 19 UP) The
National Labor Board ordered the
Republio Steel corporation today
to offer reinstatementto about 6
Q00 omploycs who went on strike
in six Ohio plantsin May, 1937.

Tho board ordered tho com-
pany to stop Interfering with tho
formation of any labor organiza-
tion, discouragingmembershipIn
tho AmalgamatedAssociation of
Iron, Steel and Tin Workers, or
tho Steel Workers' Organizing
Committee, and in any way Inter-fcrln- g

with the right of self
organization of employes.

Tho board, in a 100,000-wor- d

decision, held that unfair labor
practicesby tho corporationcaused
Its employes to Join tho "llttlo steel"
walkout eighteen months ago.

If tho corpoiatlon docs not re-

instate all the stilklng employes, it
was ordered, It must pay remedial
wages. v

Tho board said tho corporation
may deduct ordinary earningsof
employes during tho "waiting
period" in computing rcmeulal
payments.However, tho company
was told to deduct any v. ages
earned on federal, state or local
governmental work rellof proj-
ects and pay It over to tho agen-
cy supplying tho funds.
Last April 9, the board issued a

similar order providing for the re-

instatement of 8,000 strikers, but
that order, involved in questions of
legal procedure, was withirawn.

lowed a supremecourt decision
condemning procedure followed

Adoption Laws

Child Welfare Unit
RecommendsNew
Proposals

'AUSTIN, Oct. 19 UP) Overhaul-
ing of Texas' laws governing the
adoption of children is recommend
ed in a report to the state board oi
control by its child welfare divi-
sion.

The report Is by J. D. Woolford,
consultant of the division, who
based his conclusions on an ex-

haustive study of moro than 600
cases of child adoption.

Specific recommendationsInclud
cd:

Limiting granting of Adoption
decrees to tho district court having
Jurisdiction In tho county in which
tho petitioners are bona fide resi-
dents.

Making the division of child
welfare responsible for obtaining
in behalf of tho court information
concerningproposed foster parents
and children which the law soys
shall be had.

Placing additional safeguards
about tho rights of natural parents
In transfers of children to foster
parents.

Making mandatory the residence
of children in foster homes for six
monthsperiodsprior to final adop
tion processes, with only a few
grounds for waiving this require
ment

Allowing 60 days for the child
welfare division to conducta thor
ough social investigation.

The present statute giving Juris
diction to tho district court finds
Its greatestadministrative obstacle
in the provision for the social In
vestlgatlon,Woolford said.

"Not enoughattention is paid to
obtaining the consent of both of
the natural parents,"he said. "The
need for a period of residence for
the child In the adoptive homo is
misunderstood In many Instances
and is waived too often."

The survey showed, he said, that
a great number of investigations,
Intended to provldo tho court with
every available fact to aid In de-
ciding whether tho adoption would
bo desirable, were inadequate,not
because tho court was satisfied
with tho type of Investigation had
but because It lacked facilities for
obtaining any better.

the conditions of peace
will mevitably call for a much
closer integration of the British and
French economy with that of Ger-
many.

If, on the other hand, thev do
not submit and decide to arm for
the maintenanceof their position
In the world, then they must In
evitably take radical steps to mohil
ize their national resources for the
constructionof armamentsand the
training of men. This will mean the
regulation of foreign trade and the
replacing of their relatively free
financial systems by exchange con
trol and governmentmanagement
of capital Investment. Our own neu-
trality laws make this all the more
certain. For In so far as the laws
prevent Britain and France from
obtaining munitions from us in
time of w.t tho two democracies
will be compelled to make them
selves at home and
within their own empires.

Thus there will remain only the
republics of the Western Hemis-
phereas a possible field for the de
velopment of the existing American
trade policies. But in this field It
self we shall find, 1f wc have not
already found, that ordinary free
trade will not work where commer
cial competition Is subsidized and
directed by efficient and powerful
governments

Thus almost certainly the condi
tions of thc outer world will drive
us to greater economic isolation
within our own national frontiers,
or at least to greater economic iso-
lation within the Western Hemis-
phere. But if Isolation is not to
mean dependence and helplessness,
we shall be compelled to tako posi-
tive measures to keep open the
channelsthrough which we obtain
our essential foreign imports, the
Imports of those few but absolutely
essential raw materials which are
not produced in the United States.
That will mean the development
of a larger merchant marine, and
the intelligent national use of our
accumllatedgold and our reserves
of credit. In order to safeguardthe
supply of strategicmaterials It may
also mean tho negotiationof special
treaties with countries that furnish
thesematerials.

The total effect, however, is like-
ly to be the diminution of Ameri
can foreign trade. This will entail
the necessity of finding domestic
employment for a considerable part
of our agricultural and Industrial
rcsouiccswhich now depend on ex-
port markets. For though exports
will continue, in so far as the Old
World la concerned, they are u i-
ndependableand so entirely ut the
mercy of (.hanging government
policies that American export
mght be blocked overnight In an-
other European crisis. Unless thc
American people decide to levisc
the neutrality laws, they must
henceforth, I think, consider the
export trade to Europe as an Inci
dental economic luxury rather than
aa a permanent outlet for Ameri-
can production.

.Assuming that American re
sources n land, capital, labor, man-
agement and technical skill must
now find greater employment at
home, it might seem at first glonco
that the need for additional arma-ma- nt

is the opportunity to solve
the problem. It la the opportunity,
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tnnity will call for the utmo3t
genius of the nation.

It Is easy enough to say, for ex-

ample, that we must now have four
thousand bombing planes iw.ii a
two-ocea-n navy, and a larger stand-
ing army. But the planes the ships,
the guns arc not to be had by or--

, ,dciing them as one might order a
new airnmoDiio nom me ucaier.
Thc fact is thnt the plant does not
now exrit In America to make thc
planes, the ships, and the guns. The
fact Is that the unemployed work-
ers, and the pirt-tim- e factories,
and the land with unsalable aur-plus-

cannot easily and readily be
turned to making planes, ships and
guns.

Before such a new armament pro-
gram as the president envisages
can be translated from a paperplan
Into actual fact, there will have to
be a vast Investment in new fac-
tories and shlpjards and arsenals,
therewill have to be a vast program
of Industrial training in order to
supply the skilled of which
there is an acute shortage, there
will hove to be an Increase of taxes
to reduce the consumption of lux
uries and a reduction of hourly
wages to make thecosts of produc-
tion bearable And there will have
to be a cessation in the name of the
nation's Independence and Its liber
ties of partisan quarreling,of class
struggle, and of easy-goin- g com-
placency and indifference.

The undertaking Is much great
er than It is possible for us aa yet
fully to appreciate.For the day has
passed when, protectedby the bal
ance of power in Europe and in
Asia, we lived in security and de-
pended upon our potential strength
to insure respect for our vital In
tcrests in the world. The balance
of power which we relied upon Is
disintegrating, and the outer de-
fenses which have served us so
well for a century are breached
Having decided tnat we will not
help the Chinese In Asia or the
British and French In Europe, we
can maintain our ancient security,
thc security of our traditional Iso
lation within the two oceans, only
by converting our potential power
Into readily available power. That
means that we cannot any longer
rely upon the fact that we could
theoretically develop great arma
menu, providing we had the tlmo
we wanted In order to develop
them. That was all very well as long
as no foreign power could reach
this hemisphere until It had die
posed of the British navy. But In
the world today the action of the
British navy Is paralyzed by thd
aerial threat to London, the place

which the navy Is command
cd. And by this epoch-markin- g

event the foundations of our whole
position In the vvoild ate altered

That Is thc ultimate reason why
American prcpaicdnessmust now
take the form of making actually
available a capacity to produce
great armaments For the develop-
ment of the capacity to produce
great armaments is a matter not
of days, weeks, or months. It Is a
matter of years Wo found that out
In the World war. The Germans

taken five years to develop
their presentstrength. The British
and French In four years have fail-
ed to develop their strength. In the
tuce of armamentsthey have lost,
the race, not because they Uckcd
resources but because they tacked
organization and will. They may
never have anotherchance to catch
up.
