Limit Curb Is

Gov. John Connally has
|sounded a warning that dras-
tic reductions in speed limits
might be needed to cut acci-
dents in Texas. He also hint-
ed that legislation might be
forthcoming concerning the
creation of either some new
traffic courts or to bring
existing small courts up to
standards.

| He spoke to the annual
|convention of the Texas Good
| Roads Association in Austin.
| Connally put in a strong
plug for a traffic safety pro-

,the 60th Legislature. The gov.
ernor noted that the Legisla-
ture in 1963 raised the speed
limit on major highways to 70
miles an hour, 10 miles over
the old limit.

“Some people apparently
have an uncontrollabe urge
to exceed the speed limit by
approximately ten miles an
hour, regardless of what limit
is posted,” he said.

Connally said he would re-
commend inore highway pat-
rolmen and high salaries to
lattract and keep them.

Col. Homer Garrison Says
Code Needs Some Amending

Col. Homer Garrison, direc-
tor of the Department of Pub-
lic Safety, said in Austin
Tuesday the new Texas code
of criminal procedure ‘“goes
further in shackling police in-
vestigative procedures” than
the latest Suprem Court de-
cision on confessions.

Speaking to the Texas
League’s institute
for mayors, councilmen and
commissioners, Garrison said
the Texas Police Association
wants the Texas code amend-
ed to make its requirements on
the admissibility of confes-
sions the same as set forth by
the Supreme Court.

“The police association
makes note of the fact that

many grave crimes will be un- |

solved without the use of ad-
missions and confessions,”

Garrisson said. “There are
many cases in which there are
no witnesses to see the crime
committed and there is only
meager or no physical evi-
dence at all at the scene.
Admiss*ons ‘Necessary'

“Admissions from the de-
fendent which locate the wea-
pon, the fruits of the crime,
or other vital evidence are
necessary to corroborate the
{physical evidence and such
witness testimony as may be
available.”

The Supreme Court held
last week that if a suspect is
alone and indicates in any
way that he does not want to
be questioned, police may not
question him.

Garrison said the “image of
police in general is being at-
