The local
ausociation will obtain  loanable
funds from the Federal Interme-
diste Credit Bank of Houston,
which will discount well-seoured
notes of farmers and stockmen.

A production credit associntion
does not lend Government money
The funds that will be loaned are
obtained by the Intermediate Cre-
dit Bank which sell shori-term
bonds, or debenturem, to Lthe In-
vesting public. In other words, the
money is belng borrowed te be
loaned to eligible farmers to en-
able them (o produce a penson's
erops.  The associntion I8 not a
charity” Institution; Rt a business
credit Inatitution for business-mind-
ed farmers. The purpose Is to make
loana that farmers can afford to
use for a season's operations, and
which will be repuid at the end of
the senson, It ls & pay-nx-you-go
plan for agriculture,

Most of the loans will run from
2 (o 12 months, depending on the
length of time required for grow-
Ing and marketing the crop or live
stock which the loan s made to
produce.

Primary security for produetion
lonng coneists of live stock, farming
equipmant, growing cropa, or other
personal properly most appropri-
nle 1o pecure the loan adequately
and make up a chatlel morigaige.
It In not Intended that loans shall
be socured primarily but mortgages
on renl estate. Whaore this type of
security ls taken it will be regarded
only as additional collateral.

The minimum loan {5 $30 and no
loan may exceed 20 per cent of
the authorized eapilal of the asso-
elation unless the loan Is adequate-
ly secured by collateral and ap-
proved by the corporation. The
amount of the loan shounld eorres-
pond with the nctual need for ere-
dit, Perhaps moaore farmers and
stookmen have become heavily in-
volved in debt because of too much
eredit than because of the lack of
It. Loans from production eredil
assoclations will only be made an
needed; and proper precautions
will be taken to prevent over-ex-
tension of credit go that farmers
and stockmen will not have to pay
unpnecessary indebledness with re-
sulting Interest,

After n farmer's or stockman’s
application la recelved his finan-
clal statement is ehecked and the
property offered as securily for
the loan personally Inspected by
n loan inspector of the assoclatlon.

Usually no
charge will be made for Inspection
It the lonn ls nel granted.

If the report of the Inspector in
satisfactory and the loan Is approy-
ol by the loan committee of the
nssociation, the farmers's or stock-
man's note Is endorsed in the name
of the association, and sent, along
with hin eredit statement and chat-
tel mortigage, to the Federal In-
termedinte Credit Bank of Hofis-
ton. 1If the bank approves the eré-
dit statement and the security, It
makes fonds available to the as-
sotintion, and the association
serids n cheek to the borrower im-
miedintely.

Each nssocintion Is capitalized
necording to the eredit needs of the
territory it will serve.

The
stock carrler mo double liability.
Thus a borrower's liability in any
possible impairment of capitel of
the association extends only to hils
own Elock holding, amounting to
85 for every $100 or fraction there-
of borrowed.
