Austin.—The problem of pro-
viding finances for payment of
old age pensions in Texas this
week was squarely in the lap of
the state senate, having been de-
posited there by a fast-moving
house, that responded to news-
paper and public eriticism by
galvanizing itself into action and
passing an omnibus tax bill in
record time.

The bill is variously estimated
to raisc upward to five million
dollars a year. Roughly, it jumps
taxes on public utilities, oil
sulphur, natural gas, from a third
to a fourth, diverts a substantial
revenue from cigaret taxes to the
pension fund, and levies on cer-
tain luxuries. Discussion of its
details further is pointless, be-
cause the senate is certain to
make substantial changes in it.
But if the senate will take the
bill as a groundwork and enacts a
tax bill of its own along approxi-
mately the same lines, the pension
problem will be pretty defintely
solved for a while, by the bill
that comes out of conference.

If the senate however, insists
upon its marked preference for
the sales tax, or otherwise basic-
ally changes the bill, a deadlock
will ensue that is likely to re-
sult in nothing being done by the
special session.

LOBBYISTS TAKE IT

The omnibus bill went into the
house without hearings, dramat-
ically, after’ 150 lobbyists, gather-
ed for committee hearings, failed
to raise a single note of protest.
the crux of the whole matter lies
in their attitude. If as many of
them claim, they are willing to
accept the bill, fearing rougher
treatment at the hands of the
45th legislature in January, the
bill likely will pass. If they begin
to knife the bill in the senate, the
regular session probably will have
to deal with the question of pen-
sion taxes. There is also the pos-
sibility that the sales taxers in
the senate may make a long-
drawnout fight, -delaving enact-
ment, or that some senatorial op-
ponents of Gov. Allred may hold
up the procession to air their
eriticisms, based chiefly upon
their claim Allred hasn’t played
fair with the people in reporting
on the pension situation. They
look askance at the governor’s
frequently repeated assurance,
during the campaign that there
was sufficient money to pay pen-
sions until - Jan. 1, while the
special session found the cupboard
just about bare on Oct. 1.

The main stumbling block to
pension money legislation—the
governor’s recommendation for
. diversion of $3,000,000 from the
highway fund—apparently was
removed, when Allred, responsive
to public elamor against that
plan, substitued his program of

COMMERCIAL FAILURES
DECLINE IN TEXAS

Austin, Texas, Oct. 11—Record
of commercial failures ocurring
in Texas during September re-
flected a highly favorable status
in Texas business conditions, the
University of Texas Bureau of
Business Research pointed out.
Aceording to Dunn . and Brad-
street, only nine failures occurred,
a decrease of 47.1 per cent from
August and 30.8 per cent from
September of last year. For the
entire third quarter of the year,
failures totaled 38, a decline of
44 per cent from the total dur-
ing the like period last year.

Average liability per failure
was $13,000, 13.3 per cent below
that of the preceding month, but
8.3 per cent above that of Sept-
ember last year. For the entire
third quarter, average liability
per failure was 50 per cent below
that of the corresponding quarter
last year.
