THE REEXAMJMHT 
AND THE rARMEBt

Senator Robert A  Taft recently 
said that our foreign policy should 
be reexamined. Secretary of State, 
D e a n  Acheron, 
scornfully replied 
that a reexamin- 
ist is just a new 
name for an iso­
lationist. and he 
likened him to “a 
farmer who goes 
out . . , and pulls 
up all his crops to 
see how they've 
done during the night.”

Being a reexaminiat myself, I  
suggest that the SecretaryY simile 
ie pretty silly, and I  hasten to 
improve on it. A farmer plants a 
very expensive batch of seeds 
which he bought from a charming 
salesman, who has assured him 
with glowing promises of the beau­
tiful, bountiful crop they would 
produce But as the seeds start 
sprouting, the farmer views the re­
sultant crop with dismay and 
alarm. For, Instead of the healthy, 
abundant crop which the salesman 
had guaranteed, the crop is stunt­
ed, ugly, and almost worthless. He 
thinks of all tne money he has 
spent, and all the bright dreams he 
has dreamed of a secure future, 
and he is both sad and angry.

Thus, he becomes a “ reexamin- 
lat", but unlike Secretary Ache- 
sons farmer, he docs not go out 
and ‘ pull up his crops to see how 
they've done", Why should he? He 
ran see with his own two eyes how 
they've done, and It It very bad 
indeed. In fact, it le appalling! And 
like any sensible human being, he 
wants to know “why” !

First' of all, he w onders about 
the srlcsman who sold him the 
seeds in the first place. Was he 
merely ignorant of his product, or 
did he willfu'ly sell "a bill of 
good« "? Suddenly he would like to 
confront this salesman again, and 
ask him some very pointed ques­
tions. He also sits up nights, 
wracking his Maim, trying to fig-’ 
tire out if and how he can salvage 
anylhing et all out of his. sorry 
crop. If he spends a lot more money 
on these same seeds, will be im­
prove anylhing, or will he merely 
be sending “ good monpy after 
bad"? It is very important to 
know. After »11, he is very close to 
bankruptcy. In fact, he is up to his 
neck in debt!

That, Mr. Secretary of State, is 
a fairly adequate picture of "a 
reexaminist farmer''. Now let us 
look at a “ reexaminist American 
citizen", During World War II. he 
bought a batch ot very . . y
seeds from his government sales­
man. seeds which were guaranteed 
to produce “ peace, and prosperity, 
and freedom” for *11 mankind.

After the wai, when Joe Stalin 
made it abundantly clear that he 
was nobody's “democratic pal” , 
when he promptly enslaved every 
nation which our leaders had en­
trusted to his tender care, w hen he 
vetoed every peace attempt in the 
U.N., and started threatening 
every non-communist people on 
earth—then our government sales­
man sold us the Marshall Plan 
seeds, which would produce strong 
friends and allies in Western 
Europe, and eliminate the need for 
rearmament.

The average American citizen 
believed each new promise, and 
paid heavily for all these guaran­
teed seeds of global peace and pros­
perity. And now, after five short 
years, he looks at his crop. He 
sees Soviet Russia in control of 
China as well as Eastern Europe, 
and reaching out with puppets and 
fifth-columns for the rest of the 
world. He sees 34,000 American 
casualties in little Korea alone. He 
ia now told that hi* nation has 
never faced such dire perils, and 
that now he must pay the bill for 
rearming everyone against Russia. 
He see* the wicked Axis nations 
now called Indispensible friends. 
He sees Communist dictator. Tito, 
welcomed as a new pal, while ex­
friend and ally, Chiang Kai-shek, 
ie rebuffed as unworthy. And the 
whole crop looks so appalling to 
him, that he—like the farmer-, he- 
come« a “ reexaminist” and asks 
himself “why” !

Just like the farmer, he too 
wonders about the salesmen who 
sold him the costly seeds. He too 
wreck* hit brain* trying to figure 
out how he can salvage anylhing at 
all out of such a dismal crop. He 
to* la deeply in debt, and this 
tlm*— he knows that his very »ur- 
vival and that of hia country, de­
pend upon hit being right!

That. Mr. Secretary of State, is 
the unhappy story of the American 
“reexaminist". He it not the ob­
ject of ridicule whom you so 
blithely describe. On the contrary, 
he la a sober, responsible, and
alarmed American citizen, whose 
major fault waa his blind and naive 
trust la hia "government sales­
men"!

hours a week for drill and train- 

; mg. A small payment ia made 
, to the man for this time. The 
I chances of active duty are ex­
cellent.

I f  a man is in college and 
does well in ROTC he can avoid 
tha draft by signing a contract 
to serve two years of extended 
active duty after graduation.

That key answer to m o s t  
men's basic draft and service 
ptoblems is the last one which 
will be answered by “ You and 
the Service.’ ’ From now on all 
problems connected with service 
and the draft will be handled 
as regular news stories in this 
paper as the news on this sub­
ject develops. .

The question and answer treat­
ment of this subject la ceasing 
because the questions now com­
ing in indicate that the basic 
laws and regulations governing 
draft and service are very well 
understood by practically all per­
sons concerned.

The questions which are now 
being asked are all on extremely 
technical points of law and in­
terpretations of regulations which 
do not have general application 
and which are of no interest to 
anyone but the particular person 
involved.
