J.B. Wade,
with only a day’s notice, under-
went major surgery in an Am-
arillo hospital. He is now at
home and recovering well.

With even less notice, V.K.
Orr, Jr., was stricken with a
heart attack. Now improving,
he is due to go home from
Collingswerth General Hospi-
tal in'a few days.

Friends and neighbors or-
ganized harvesting crews, left
their own fields for a day and
harvested the cotton crops of
both men.

A new mail dispatch is now
effective out of the Wellington
Post Office, which will expe-
dite outgoing mail one day.

This dispatch leaves at
2:00 p.m. and is carried by the
Amarillo Globe-News Publish-
ing Co. newspaper delivery
truck as it brings the afternoon
papers. It takes the mail direct-
ly from Wellington to the Amar-
illo Sectional Center, Postmas-
ter L.B. Bratten explains.

The truck also brings early
morning mail as it delivers the
Amarillo News to Wellington.

The regular mail dispatches
at 4:30 p.m. will be continued
but it does not make connec-
tions and mail is delayed one
day in Amarillo, Mr. Bratten
explained. Mail will continue
to come as usual from Sham-
rock and Childress.

The postmaster explained
that a plan was worked out
whereby the Amarillo Globe-
News delivery truck becomes
a contract star route carrier,
just as it is the carrier serving
Wellington from Childress and
Shamrock.
