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Lest We Forget . . . Our Heritage
Two anniversariesof events which should .be retold, and

therefore remain fresh in the memories of each new generation
of patriotic Americans are observed eacli February.

The passageof 67 years has dimmed in the minds of most
Americans the historic event that took place in HavanaHarbor,
Cuba, on February 15, 1S98. Few Americansalive today can re-

call the mysterious attack upon the Battleship Maine as it lay
at anchor off Havana. On the other hand, many Americansstill
remember that on February 19, 1945. twenty years ago, the U. S.
Marines landed on Iwo Jima, u volcanic island, 660 miles south
of Tokyo.

In 1898, the sinking of the Maine with a loss of 266 officers
and men awakened the conscience of this Nation, and imme-
diately there arosean Insistent demandfrom millions of Amer-
icans that we go to war with Spain. Inevitably, this decision was
made, andhistory recordsthe splendid accomplishmentsof THE
LAST COMPLETELY VOLUNTEER ARMY made up largely of
American boys in their teens. More than 6,000 American youths
died in nction or from deadly tropical diseases.

In 1915, but twenty-si-x days after they landed, the U. S.
Marines had securedthe Island of Iwo Jima and written an im-

mortal chapter in the story of American heroism. Five thousand,
eight hundredand ninety-fiv- e Marines died in the writing of this
chapter. So did 19,000 Japanesesoldiers.

While some historianshaveseen fit to minimize the Spanish-Americ- an

War of 1898-19- 00 itself and its after effects, it is an
historic fact that the successful conclusion of this warfare
brought untold benefits to America. Victory made possible the
PanamaCanal, broughtultimate successover the dreadedplague
of yellow fever and opened up broad vistas of world commerce.

It can be unequivocally stated that the lessonslearned dur-
ing the Spanish-Americ- an conflict laid the foundation for victory
in both World Wars. Those Spanish-Americ-an war veterans,their
ranks now so very thin, and their very own, can take pride and
comfort In the fact that they played a vital role in the making
of America as we know it today.

This month, wherever Marines are stationed, there will be
solemn tributesoffered to the courage and sacrifice of the 3rd,
4th and 5th Marine Divisions in the ash and agony of Iwo.

Americanseverywherecan take Justifiable pride in the cour-
ageous,selfless service of all our fighting men from San Juan
Hill to the Argonne to Iwo to Korea to Vietnam, symbolically
speaking.

And. . .lest we forget. . .let us refreshourselves withthis Im-

perishabledeclaration: AmericanismIs an unfailing love of coun-

try; loyalty to Its institutions and Its ideas: eagernessto defend
It against all enemies;undivided allegiance to the Flag; and a
desire to securethe blessings of liberty to ourselves and posterity.

Let us not forget.

The Time Is NOW

While public junior college presidentswere battling for add-

ed statesupport last Monday In a hearing of the Senate Finance
Subcommittee,the other money group in the Texas Legislature
the House Appropriations Committee releasedits version of a
1066-6- 7 budget bill in which the presidentsseem to have won
their battle.

These public junior college administrators typify what one
day soon It is hoped we will havedirecting the destiny of an area
college serving Stonewall, Knox, Haskell and Throckmorton
Counties.

In their presentationto the State Senatorslast week, and to
the House Committee the week previous, the junior college ad-

ministrators asked thestate to pay instructional costs for Junior
colleges, so the local districts, such as we are endeavoringto set
up in our four-coun-ty area, will have enough money to provide
classroomsand pay for administration.

Thesecollege leaderssaid major problems of paying Junior
college teachers on a par with senior eolege Instructors and
meeting mushrooming student enrollmentrequirements,can only
be met If the state antes up funds In the same manner they are
allocated to four-ye- ar schools.

This would meanthat the state would pay $450 for each full
time student from within a Junior college district and $550 for
each student from outside the district.

Dr. Anthony Hunt, presidentof Howard County Junior Co-
llege in Big Spring, who recently tangibly demonstratedhis in-

terest in helping citizens of this area establisha Junior college
district, was one of the dynamic spoesmen In Austin for increas-
ed stateaid to junior colleges.

By every conceivable yardstick, it appearscertain at this
time these junior college presidentsare going to be successful
In obtaining legislative support for their programs. The entire
teaor of tho situation in Austin, accenting to the utmost educa-

He always stilled his oppon-
ents with two argumentative
attacks:

1. To convert the junior col
lego to four-e- ar senior status
would destroy the purpose of
the school.
