Poultry Producers
Cautioned About
Insecticide Use

Recently made field observa-
tions have shown that the use
of some insecticides directly on
the skin of poultry is causing se-
vere skin burning and disco.ora-
tion, reports Kermit BSchlamb,
ie:t:lternslun poultry marketing spec-
alist.

He says this discoloration may
take the form of large reddened
areas and in some cases the skin
takes on a ‘‘greased paper' look.
Buch discolorations, from the
standpoint of market value, are
frequently more harmful than the
damage caused by the external
parasite that the grower is at-
tempting to control, explains the
specialist. It is also pointed out
that the sclvent or emulsifier us-
ed in the formwa may be re-
sponsible for the damage.

It has also bheep noted if suf-
fivient guantities of some of the
stronger insecticides get directly
on the skin of the bird, the in-
seclicide may impart an off fla-
vor to the meat,

Schlamb says the extension en-

tomologists do not recommend
spraying any chlorinated hydro-
tarbon directly on poultry,
