year, The testimony was made
public by the committes today.

It melectees or reservists had
been sent to Tceland instead of
marines Marshall sald, an unfor
tunate situation might have arisén
because the reserve officers would
have had to agree to be relleved of
actlve duty amnd then be recalled
to active duty by thelr consent.

“Had we pursusd that course,”
General Marshall testiffed, “we
might have found ourselves in the
very unfortunate situation In
which part of the reserve officers
had volunteered and part had not
Such a situation would have ad-
vertised the convoy before it salled,
and we would have been risking

the lives of everyone In It
“If you serve notlee that you
are going to gend an expedition of
that nature, you are also offering
an opportunity to any hostile peo-
F‘lu to take such action as they see
t_l.

If, as a result of such advertise-

ment, one or more ships had been
sunk, the teslimony continued,
"we would not have heard the end
of that for the naxt 20 years, and
very properly so.”

Marshall said his requests for
authority to retain man for more
than a year and removal of re-
strictions which limit the service
of drafted men to the westarn
hemisphere had been misunder-
stood and misinterpreted. He spe-
cifieally denied he planned an
“axpeditionary force" or an army
of 2,800,000 men.

Unless the presant one-year limit
{s removed, the top-ranking army
officer said, “our preaent trained
forces will largely melt away.”

Going befora the house military
committee today, the chlef of staff
urged approval of legislation to
permit the war depariment to
weed out officers who “are slowing
down the army.”

Opening hearings on that bill,
Marshall sald, “if an officer s un-
able to move with dispatch in the
vonduct of hid businesa It Is em-
barrassing to all those around
him,” and “one of the great diffi-
cultles now ig that there Is no
place to put men who definitely
slow down procedure.”
