The following short editorial,
picked up from The Fort Worth
Star-Telegram, is timely, be-
cause cold weather is upon us
and more people will have
heating units turned on:

“Last year, 49 Texans died of
carbon monoxide poisoning,
most of them in their homes.
They were casualties of a not
uncommon accident — leakage
of the colorless and odorless
deadly gas from defective heat-
ers, furnaces or other house-
hold appliances.

‘““We are in the heater season,
now, and bearing that in mind
the State Department of Health
has issued a warning to house-
holders that they should have

their  gas-burning appliances
checked.

“It is good advice. Also, be-
sides the need for periodic

checking of stoves and heaters,
the homeowner should remem-
ber that a cardinal rule of win-
tertime safety is that never
should a heated room be kept
shut tight. In the family home,
as in the family automobile,
some ventilation should be pro-
vided both day and night, so
that fresh air can enter and pos-
sible dangerous fumes be dissi-
pated.”

In that same vein of thought—
safety—improperly erected and |
decorated Christmas trees can
be a source of danger. Every
Christmas season, many people
are killed or seriously injured,
property is destroyed, and the|
season made sad because of!‘
carelessness or neglect, or Iack‘
of knowledge on the part of
some putting up trees.

In the first place, safety peo-
ple say, electric tree lights
never be strung on any kind of
metal Christmas tree, Should a
bare wire come in contact with
one of the metal branches, it
could cause a fire, or worse
someone could be electrocuted
If metal trees are used, it has
been suggested that they be
placed well away from electric
appliances or cords. The metal
in the trees is excellent conduct-
ors of electrical current.

With natural or real trees,
care should be taken if electric
Christmas tree lights are used.
In many instances, the sets of
lights are taken down each year
and stored away, without
thought of inspection. When the
season comes around again.
they are brought out, hung on
the tree, and plugged in. Be-
cause of their very nature—
most of them—they are made
of light wire, and the light sock-
ets are delicate. They can be-
come frayed, the bulbs can be
broken out, and bare wire left
to come in contact with the tree.
The result could be fire, or even
electrical shock. If you use a
natural tree, safety -experts re-
commend that a close examina-
tion be made of all electrical
cords and light units which you
plan to place on the tree. If
there is any doubt at all, they
suggest that they be repaired
before the current is turned on
—or better still, if the light
strings are very old or show
any wear, they be discarded.
Even new strings of lights
should be thoroughly checked
and tested with currents before
they are placed on the trees, it
has been suggested. A little ex-
tra effort could mean a happier
Christmas against a disaster.

Also, it has been suggested
that real trees not be placed
near space heaters or over floor
furnaces, They dry out more
quickly that way, in addition to
becoming fire hazards. Many
people also erect trees some
time before Christmas, and let
them remain up until well after
the holidays. Real trees can be-
come very dry that way, it has

cated. The public is daily faced
with so much official and gov-
ernmental paperwork, and re-
quirements for so much infor-
mation to be recorded some
place, that the very word ‘‘re-
gister”” has come to mean some-
thing distasteful to the Ameri-
can public, it has been said,
and especially has all the pub-
licity on registration of firearms
|caused a reverse attitude with
many.

However, Chief Stevens said,
the personal property registra-
tion system set up by the. Win-
ters Police Department is sim-
ply a method used to register
| personal property, which may
| be subject to theft, to make re-
covery easier. In the event
| property is stolen, he said, it
can be more easily traced and
identified, and returned to the
| proper owner if found.

There is no cost for register-
ing property, Stevens said. Re-
sidents merely write down a
description of the property, in-
| cluding name of article, seriel
| number, model, etc. This infor-
| mation is cross-indexed in the
| police department file, and if
| the property should be stolen,
| the local department would noti-
| fy other law enforcement agen-
| cies. If the property is found,
|either in Winters or in some
| other locality, identification is
| easier and thieves can be more
| easily apprehended and convict-
|ed, and property recovered.

f Similar svstems are being

{used in other localities, and in
%some cities, owners registering
iproperty are issued window
cards or stickers which give
warning to burglars and thieves
that the property on the premis-
es is listed with the police, and
their chances of getting away
' with theft are slim. It has been |
| reported that even the presence |
of the cards or stickers, and the |
publicity regarding registration |
has reduced theft in many in-
stances.

Stevens said the system s
even more valuable during this
season of the year, when thieves
break into homes and cars to

steal Christmas gifts. However,
the precaution should be con-

tinuous, he said.

Stevens said persons who
would like this extra protection
may register their property—

office machines, cameras, bicy-
cles, lawn mowers, or anvthing
of value—with the department
If there is no stamped serial
number on the article, it has
been suggested that the Social
Security number of the owner
be inscribed on the article as a
means of identification.

The Police Chief also said
merchants are invited to regis-
ter—with the purchaser's con-
sent—property sold which may
be subject to theft.

The information in the identi-
fication files will be used for
no other purpose, Stevens said
Residents who wish to take ad-
vantage of this identification
system may leave the informa-
tion at the police station, at the
city hall, or may mail it in, he
said. A few minutes’ time may
save someone much money, in
the event property is stolen, he
said.
