These are Indispensable to
anyone wanting to appraise the
New York of today, Fewer know
that Mr. Brown also is founder of
the Museum of the City of New
Yorlk. It was bocause of an upset
In eonnection with that institution
that, a few years ago, Mr. Brown
sént himself to Bloomingdale Hos-
pital.

He dedicates the story of his
breakdown, and cure, to himself
thus galiantly: “To mywself, in fer-
vid, Iif belated admiration ol my
many engaging qualities, ., ., *
That is the spirit of the book,
Mr. Brown is telling all that he re-
members of his experience In the
hope that the story will do some=
thing Lo take the curse off the sub=
Ject of “Insanity.” It is related to
the movement begun years ago by
Clifford Beors, and it is related ale
