HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO 9

A resolution proposing an amend-
ment to Art_ 7, ‘of the Conmtitution
of the Btate of Texas by changing
Sectioh 3, eliminating the proviaion
authorizing the Legialature to creale
spoecinl districtsa and making an ap-
propriation therefor.

Be 1t Resolved by the Leglslatuurs
of the State of Texas:

Section 1., That Sectiom 3. Artl-
tla 7. of the Constitution he o
chahged as to read as follows:
(ereating new Section,)

“Sectlon 3. One-fourth of the
revenue derived from the State
Occupation taxes and poll tax of
one dollar om every imhabitant of
the State, botween the ages of
twenty-one and sixty years, shall be
eet apart annaaily for the benefit of
tha public fres schools; aad In ad-
dition thereto, there shall be levied
and collected an annual ad valorem
State tax of sauch amount mot to ex-
ceed thirty-filve cents on the one
hundred ($100.00) doliars valuation
as with the avallable school fund
arising from all other sources, will
be sufficlent to maimtaln and sup-
port the publie schools of this State
for a period of not less than six
months in each year, and it shall be
the duty of the Btate Board of Edu-
cation to set aside & sufficient
amount out of the said tax to pro-
vide free text books for the use of|
children' attending the public free
schools of this State; provided,
however, that should the Llimit of
taxation hereln named be insuffi-
clent the deficit may be met by up-
propriation from the general funds
of the State and the Legislature
may also provide for the formation
of school districts by general laws:
and all such school districts may
embrace parts of two or more coun-
ties, and the Legislature shall be
authorized to pass laws for the as=-
sessment and collection of taxes In
all said districts and for the man-
agement and control of the public
school or schools of such districts,
whether such districts are composed
