The government released these photos in Washington and said they
are the type atomic bombs exploded over Japan in World War I1.
Top phote is of a nuclear weapon of the “Little Boy” type, the
kind detonated over Hiroshima. The bomb is 28 inches in diameter
and 120 inches long. It weighed about 9,000 pounds and had a yield
equivalent to approximately 20,000 tons of high explosives. It was
the first nuclear weapon detonated. Bottom phote is of the kind ex-
ploded over Nagasaki and is known as the “Fat Man” type. It is
60 inches in diameler and 128 inches long, weighs about 10,000
pounds and ylelds the equivalent of approximately 20,000 toms of
high explosives. It was the second nuclear weapon to be detonated.

day for a similar hearing on re-
moval to Florida.

Lower, former officer of a De.
troit Teamsters local, was re-
leased on $50,000 bond and Mc-
Carthy, former branch manager
of the Bank of Commonwealth at
Detroit, was released on personal
recognizance bond of $10,000

The indictment was announced
in Washington by Atty. Gen. Wil-
liam P, Rogers. It grew out of a
month investigation by the FBI,
Postal authorities and other
agents, and an 11-month probe by
the grand jury.
