Air travel accord signed

LONDON (AP ,-The United States
and Britain agreed on terms of a new
air transportation treaty today
averting a curtailment in direct
passenger service between the two
countries and between the United
States and Hong Kong that would
have delayed thousands of travelers

The final negotiations lasted all
night at Shell-Mex House overlooking
the Thames. The British Department
of Trade said an agreement setting
the guidelines for the new pact was
signed just before 6 a.m_, nearly an
hour after the expiration time for the
31-year-old Bermuda Agreement
which the pew accord will replace

Negotiations to work out the wor
ding of the pact will continue in
Bermuda, and a final version is ex
pected to be ready for signing by mid
July. Meanwhile the Bermuda
Agreement remains in force

The agreement covers three major
American airlines Pan American
TWA and National and three
British carriers, the state-owned
British Airways, Hong Kong-based
Cathay Pacific and Laker, which is
planning a cheap shuttle between
New York and London It does not
affect charter airlines or scheduled
flights of foreign airlines flying
between the two countries, such as
Air India, Iranair and El Al

Officials of both countries
pronounced themselves pleased with
the last-minute accord

British Airways. which wanted
more of the transatlantic business
will get routes to Seattle and Houston
and the United States will operate
flights between Britain and Atlanta
and Britain and Dallas-Fort Worth

America receives new operating
rights to Singapore and from An
chorage to London. Cathay Pacifi
will be allowed to fly between Hong
Kong and the US West Coast via
Japan

The United States will relinquish
some of its rights for onward flights to
Europe via London and to Asian cities
via Hong Kong

To reduce the number of vacant
seats, each country will be limited to
two airlines operating between
Britain and New York and Los
Angeles, and to one each between
Britain and the smaller American
airports

Airtine officials said if the talks had
failed, passengers would have been
flown to other countries and taken on
(0 their destinations by chartered
shuttle Mights. This would have added

Committee wants strict

abortion stand moderated

WASHINGTON (AP) A Senate
committee, disagreeing with the
hard-line position of the House of
Representatives, is advocating the
use of federal funds for abortions in
special cases

The Appropriations --Committee
made its decision Tuesday as it
considered an appropriations bill for
the departments of Labor and Health
Education and Welfare for fiscal 1978

The House, approving a similar bill
last week, called for a prohibition of
federal expenditures for abortions
without exception

As the Senate committee took its
action, anti-abortion forces were
asking the Supreme Court to allow
Congress to end all federal spending
for abortions not needed to save the
lives of women

A law passed a year ago called for
an end to federal funding of abortions
not needed to save a woman's life. But
enforcement of the restriction has
been halted by an order issued by a
federal judge in New York last O«
tober

The ruling said the law was un
constitutional because it treats poor
women unfairly

Attorneys seeking the funding cut

off said it would be in line with the

high court's ruling Monday that said
states are not legally obliged to pay
for the elective abortions of poor
women

A vote by the full Senate on the
abortion issue and on the Labor-HEW
bill is expected sometime this week
The committee bill calls for spending
$61.7 billion for the two agencies in
fiscal year 1978

The House voted to spend $61.3
billion. President Carter has
requested $60 .6 billion

Addressing the abortion issue, the
Senate committee said federal funds
should be used to pay for the
operations if a woman's life is in
danger

It also sanctioned the use of federal
money for abortions in cases of
multiple sclerosis, kidney disease or
other illnesses which would deform or
debilitate the fetus. The committee
said federal funds should be used to
pay for abortions in cases of rape or
incest, or to end an ectopic
pregnancy, one which occurs outside
the uterus

The federal government pays for
about 300,000 abortions a year at an
estimated cost of $50 million. The
payments come under the Medicaid

rogram, which provides federal

ealth care for the poor

Midlanders request
